Mucraraow
Month Was Cool and Cloudy

Over All of Eansas.

Plenty of Moisture In State,
Says Weather Bureau.

April, 1916, came within one of be-
ing a record breaker for cool, cloudy
weather and heavy spring snows in
Kansas, according to the reports of
12S stations of the weather bureau,
which cover conditions over the entire
state. There was an abundance of
moisture in almost every county. Theaverage amount for the state was the
heaviest that has occurred in any
month since last September, and in
the western third there was more pre-
cipitation than fell during the five
previous months combined.

It was a fine month for wheat andalfalfa, but a very backward one forspring work and corn, oats and truckcrope. All fruit, except peaches, came
through the month in good shape.

Little Damage by Frosts.
The average temperature was only

3 degrees higher than that of March,
preceding, and g degrees lower than
that of April of last year. There were
no unusual extremes of temperature,
but there were very few days when itranged above normal. Freezing weath-er and killing frosts extended to allparts of the state on the 9th and pre-
vailed again in the western half on
the 27th, but the damage done was
remarkably small, the only effect no- -
ticeaoie being to give alfalfa a set-
back.

The average precipitation over theeastern third of the state was 3.07
inches: the middle third. 2.49 inches:
the western third, 2.04 inches, and forthe entire state, 2.69 inches, which is
0.15 Inches above normal. There weremore days on which measurable pre-
cipitation fell than in any other April
on record in Kansas. The heaviestmonthly amount reported was 4.63
inches at Fall River and the least,
0.85 inch at Phillipsburg.

Heavy Snowfall.
On the 6th and 7th there was a gen-

eral snow which exceeded 10 inches in
several counties in the western half
and averaged nearly 4 inches over the
entire state, though there were a few
counties where it was hardly measur-
able. It melted very rapidly but the
water from it all soaked into theground.
