Sweden, May 17.—Clad
in great coats of West Point gray, the
first of the hopelessly wounded Ger-
man and Austrian prisoners of war to
| come out of Russia thls yvear. passed

had been sent home from the German
hospital camps. The Austrians and
Germans were more cheerful lot
than the stolid, silent Russians and
seemed to have a more definite idea of
their future life,

“It is nothing.” said one young Aus-
trian with his right leg gone and two
fearful scars on his face; “I am a jew-
ocler by trade and my hands are as
good as aver.'

The exchange of wounded prisoners
undertaken by the Swedish Red Cross
Is n gigantic affair.

“Me no good any more,” he smiled
in broken Engilish when he Iearned
that the Assoclated Press correspond-
2nt on boad the hospital train was an
American.

“And boom, boom, boom no good
either.,” he added, mimicking the roar
of battle. Thiz man had laln wounded
for days with his fest In a haelf frozen
stream. When found he was maore
dead than allve., Up to the time he
lost consclousness he sald he must
have been lying out of doors for six
or seven days. All this time he heard
tha seresch and roar of shells pass-
ing above his had and occasionally
explodl ng about him. Anyvone of
them, he sald, would have been a
welcome end to his agony. But now
he was amiling and cheerful on his
way “home.” He did not know what
he could do when he ot there for he
had been a horseshoer by trade and a
horseshoer without feet is not of much
account.

Complain of Treutment.

Some of the prisoners complzined
bitterly of their treatment at the hands
of the Russigns, but the more intel-
ligent of the wounded soldiers de-
ciered that while their lots had been
hard they reallzed the Russians had
done &ll they possibly could under the
circumstances, There were the days
of exposure on the battlefisids which
could not he helped, the poor field
accommodations for the wounded,
who had to be cared for in far greater
numbers than anvone had ever antici-
pated, and the hours of neglect due 1o
the fact that the doctors hed more
work than they could possibly handle.

One prisoner sald he lay on the
floor of a house or stable for two days
and the only softl thing about him was
hies own blood. Hlis uniformm had been
entirely shot away by the explosive
which had cost him o leg. Some of
the soldlers sald they had been robbed
by (‘ossacks as they lay wounded In
the field. money and little trinkets of
jewelry being ruthlessly snatched from
them. It became a custom,. the Aus-
train= =aid, for the wounded to turn
their pockets inside out as they lay
upon the frozen ground to show they
hnd nothing and thu2 escape a bayonet
prod.

Revivexd by Thoughts of Home.

There were two pitiful
tuberculosis on the train. The =ands
of life werce fast running out of the
glass for one of these, but he seemed
to xrow n bit stronger a= the train
neared Trellebhorg where the prisoners
were to be transferred to a German
hospitnl transport

Each train
is provided with an operating room
and whenever a serlous operation is
deemed necessary the traln ls stopped
while It I= performed. The goveérn-
mente of Russin and Germany pay for
the expenss of the transport of the
prisoners, the Hed Cross handling =all
the accounts,. The journey is A long
one and the work of exchange is ex-
pensive.
