____ (Continued From Page One)
acre of about 13.5 bushels, on the
£.010,000 acres of growing wheat as
Teported a month ago. It should be
borne in mind, however, that the
acreage figures are subject to revi-
sion later, when the official returns of
assessors are received.

Acrcording to this Investigation there
has been. marked depreciation in the
Kansas wheat prospect, as a whole, in
the past month. The loss Is mainly
in the so-cilled “wheat belt” of the
central third of the siate. becauss of
Hessian fly and dry weather, and in
some of the western counties; espe-
cially in the southwest, through lack
of sufficient moisture. In the east-
ern part the prospect has been pretty
well maintained. Recent rains, quite
genéral throughout the state, have re-
lieved muoisture conditions, except in
the southwest portion, where rain is
still needed. The chinch bug is not
mentioned by a single reporter, but
the green bug caused considerable
damage in several south eentral coun-
ties, notably in Cowley, Harper, Sedg-
wick and Sumner. There is consid-
erable complaint in some of the more
prominent wheat producing counties
of the poor color of the wheat. and
uneven and spindly growth. This s
varicusly attributed to the Hessian
fly, poor seed beds, lack of vitality
in ssed and winds snd dry weather,

suffering the greatest injury, which is
reflected in the lower prospective
vields indicated, are Stafford, Pratt

Waters Uses Figures,

Captain Waters literally tore the
hide from the city commission, the
state supreme court, street rallway
company and Mayor Jay E. House in
particular. Most startling of any dis-
closures made at the meeting was that
read by Captain Waters which follows:

“In the report which the Topeka
Edison company rendered the city two
items appear:

“Depreciation for year 1914.%$39,275.59
“Depreciation for year 1915. 27,153.08

“TOWAl ....civese oieas.306,628.62
“The law under which their fran-
chise was granted them says: ‘They
shall make a report twice a year and
=hall pay into the city treasury. an-
nually, 10 per cent of its annual net
earnings upon sctual cash value of lt=
investment at the date of sach report.’
“As these reports are due the city
twice a year the actual depreciation
could, at the time the reports should
have been made und rendered the city,
have been only one-half the amount,
or $33,264.31, so that by their own
report they owe the city 10 per cent
on this amount, or 3$3,326.43 more
the check which they have of-
fered in payment.

“In other words, they have charged
up depreciation in advance of its hap-
pening, making the last half of each
vear's depreciation apply to the first
half statement*

On Payingr Taxes,

Continuing, Captain Waters deciared
thnt if the city raiflway company,
which he described as “a foreign cor-
poration with no Interest in Topeka
except to get iis money,"” would pay
taxes on an equal footing with the
small property owner. some of them
jitney drivers, the city would derive
twice as much taxes from the com-
pany as it does now.

After paying his respects to the rail-
way company, the captain turned his
attention to Mayor Jay E. House and
the city commission. First he insinu-
ated that an ordinance so drastic
could, or would not be conceived by
the commission unless some power
was behind it. There is only one way
to look for anyone Iinterested enough
to suggest such an ordinance, he de-
clared, and that is toward the rail-
way company. He left the commis-
gion alone after that and devoted all
his ensrgies to Mayvor House.

2 Blow at House.

“You have a mayor here,” sald
Captain Waters, “who declares that If
the whole town is against him he in-
tends 1o vole for the ordinance. Maost
people say that the opinion of good
men is the making of knowledge. Evi-
dently, your mayor doesn't want
knowledge,

“l want to tell you right now that
Jay House can't say I'll close my ears
to the people. If so he must not have
ag high an estimate of his constitu-
ency a# he did during election time-

“In short, gentiemen, Mayor House
is a mixture of Smart Aleckizm. 1f he
has o reputation of being smart, re-
member how much of the reputation
wias taken from. other paragraphers.
For years he has shunned decency
and shaken hands with vulgarity in
his columns.""

Captaln Waters next threw a few
shafts into thé supreme court of Kan-
sias for upholding the Wichita ordi-
nance and thus giving House and his
commission an excuse for presenting
a similar ordinance. In fact, Captain
Waters looks upon the suprems court
as more to bilame than any other body.
H= urged the audience to familiarize
itself with those men on the supreme
bench who had handed down such an
opinion and cast no more votes for
them. Judge Porter, he stated, de-
murred in ths oplnion written by
Judpe West while Judege Johnsop did
not concur in the opiniom.

Pr. Eva Harding was greeted with
round after round of applause when
she stepped to the platform.
