Theodore
Roosevelt has made public two letters
pertaining to naval affairs and pre-
paredness.

Dewey Tells " How Roosevelt
Upheld Rational Honor.

Letter Gives Inside of German-Venezuela- n

Controversy.

Oyster Bay, N. Y., May 29. A letter
from Admiral George Dewey telling
how Theodore Roosevelt, when presi-
dent upheld the national honor and
preserved peace at the time of the
controversy with Germany over Vene
zuela in 1903, has been made public
here.

The facts about the matter had been
changed by Colonel Roosevelt's critics.

Henry A. Wise Wood, of New York,
wrote to Admiral Dewey reauesting
full details.

Dewey's reply shows the vigorous
steps taken by Roosevelt ana tne peace
ful outcome of the controversy result
ing from the administration's firm
policy.

Colonel Roosevelt's supporters are
jubilant over this timely endorsement
of his peace policy Dy tne hero of
Manila bay. . Admiral Dewey's letter
is as follows:

Dewey's Letter.
"Office .of the Admiral of the

Navy,
"Washington, May 23, 1916. '

"My Dear Mr. Wood: I beg to
acknowledge the receipt of your let-
ter of May 22, asking me to set you
right respecting certain facts re-
garding Colonel Roosevelt's action
over Venezuela.

"I was at Culebra, Porto Rico, at
the time in command of a fleet con-
sisting of over 50 ships, including
every battleship and every torpedo
boat that we had, with orders from
Washington td hold the fleet in
hand and be ready to move at a
moment's notice. "Fortunately,
however, the whole matter was ami-
cably adjusted and there was ho
need for action."

Builder and Promoter.
Hill had had sufficient success in

the region to be seized with a con
suming desire to purchase the defunct
property. After five years ot rmanciai
dickering, including the sale of all his
other interests, which netted a fortune

$100,000, he and a syndicate of
three others Sir Donald A. Smith,
George Stephen, and JS orman W-- Kitt-
son. obtained the object of this de-
sire.

Line Laid to Paget Sound.
With the line to Puget Sound once

laid, he turned empire builder. He in-
troduced the live stock industry into
vast areas of bunch-gras- s plains, and
developed them by importing blooded
stock; he sent demonstration trains
through the country with men who
showed the people how to raise more
wheat to the acre; he made an outlet
for the grain by establishing a cheap
rate by rail and steamship to Buffalo
where he built great elevators; in
fact, for upwards of 20 years ne left
nothing in his power undone to de
velop the country where he had
staked out his claim as the great com-
mon carrier.

But at the Pacific tide-wat- er he was
not satisfied for he saw in the orient
still further opportunities. He or-
ganized a fleet of Pacific steamships
for the commercial invasion of Japan
and China. Japan at the time wanted
steel rails, but proposed getting them
from England, as the rates were less.

is related that when John w. dates.
the steel magnate of Chicago, came to
Hill with the proposition or gerans
American rails to Japan, the latter
replied:

Ship Rails "for Nothing."
"I will make you a rate of $8 a ton

from Chicago or Pittsburg to Yoko-
hama. If that is too much. I will car-
ry it for the axle grease used on the
locomotives and freight cars; and if
you can't stand that, I will carry your
freight for nothing."

At the $8 rate named, the American
manufacturer was enabled to secure
the Japanese" contract.

The same tactics ..were adopted in
getting American wheat and flour in-

to Japan and China, where rice was
the staple food.

His faith in the Far East was re-

warded as liberally as that in the
northwest. It is estimated that the
Pacific, fleet now carries nearly $50,- -
000,000 worth of products to the
Orient every year.

While Mr. Hill built up for him-
self and his associates an immense
fortune, he also helped to create for
the settlers along his lines a wealth
of over five billion dollars in real
propertywhich is represented by the
value of the .400,000 farms and their
65,000,000 xicres of improved land.

Upon his retirement at o, me
'streak of rust" he had bought 30

vears before, had expanded to more
than fi.000 miles and it was earning
gross profits of more than $66,000,000
a year, and carrying 15,000,000 tons
of freight annually. He still retained
a hand in the Great Northern's policy
as chairman of the board of directors.
while his son, Louis, who had worked
up from the humblest position of his
father's railroad became president.

No Secret for Success.
The secret of the Hill success was

no secret at alL. according to Mr. Hill
and he had jio new recipes to offer.
"The roan with-- , the big opportunity
today," he said, "is the man in the
ranks." But the secret of failure he
frequently declared to be extrava-
gance. He regarded this as a na-
tional tendency, against which he
strongly set himself, particularly as
concerned the natural resources."

The principal text of his railway
gospel was low grades, heavy power,
large capacity cars, and big train
loads on his main lines, and he began
to preach this at a time when these
things were held as visionary by most
railway men. : v.

Promoter- of Great System.
In contrast with the late E. H. Har- -

riman, who outdid him in the extent
of railway ownership, Mr. Hill was
not only the financial head, but the
practical head, of his great railway
system. He was the chief promoter
and president of the Northern Securi
ties company, organized with a pur
pose to bring the Northern Pacific
and Great Northern under one owner-
ship, to which such opposition de
veloded that a suit wae brought in the
United States circuit court, which de
cided that the acquisition was an il
legal combination affirmed in March,
1904, by the United States supreme
court.

Active in War Loan.
For several years James J. Hill had

been in the habit of insisting both to
his friends and to the public that he
was not actively engaged in business.

Just how active he was during the
last two years of his life can be Judged
only by little evidences of his master
hand in matters affecting the Great
Northern road and the First National
bank of St. Paul and by three out-
standing accomplishments in which his
will and genius asserted themselves.
From a world viewpoint it would be
hard to say whether his staunch sup
port of the Belgian people following
the invasion of the Germans, or thepart played in the negotiations for the
$500,000,000 loan to the allied gov-
ernments is the more important. From
each local viewpoint his influence in
the upbuilding of South St. Paul stock-
yards principally through the decision
of Armour and Company to come to
the suburb, claimed first rank.

Sent Large Sum to Belgians.
From .the time the work of succor-

ing the Belgians began, Mr. Hill took
a leading part in the movement. It
will probably never be known how
much money he sent to King Albert,
a personal friend, and how much he
induced others to send.

His place as an international figure
was never more prominently displayed
than when the representatives of the
allies came to New York in quest of a
huge loan. One of the first men to be
sent for by J. P. Morgan was Mr- - Hill,
and his assurance that he and the peo-
ple of the northwest were prepared to
do their share in taking up the for-
eign bonds is believed to have con-
tributed largely to the success of the
negotiations. The names of contribu
tions to the bonus by which the Ar
mours were brought to St. Paul were
not made public but it is said on good
authority that without Mr. Hill's fi
nancial and moral support the deal
never would save been consummated.

Built tTp Live Stock Industry.
His claim to being the original ad-

vocate of livestock development in the
northwest is unquestioned and since
the retirement of A. B. Stickney from
the presidency of the Chicago. Great
Western railway he has been the most
ardent proponent of the upbuilding of
the industry at this center, a work
which has been taken up enthusi-
astically by his son, Louis W. Hill.

The business of the American ex
press company is handled by the Rock
Island railway which recently moved
from Topeka the general manager's
headquarters for this district, locating
it in El Reno.

Following removal of the general
managers ortice wnicn resuitea in
practically emptying their Topeka
building, officials of the road prom
ised to bring here a department oi tne
system, employing as many or more
persons than were employed In ornces
taken from xopeKa.

Still Nothing Doing.
More than four months have elapsed

since officials of the road first prom
ised to replace offices taken from To
peka. but no definite action has oeen
taken to bring anything here, as nearly
as can be learned The movement to
bring new offices to the city has taken
a decided slump within tne last month,
it is said.

Several months ago a delegation of
local business men journeyed to Chi
cago to urge officials of the line to re
place offices taken from tne city.

A KANSAS HANGING

Robert F. Stroud, Convict, To Be
Hung; at Leavenworth In July.

Leavenworth, Kan., May 29. Rob
ert F. Stroud, convicted of killing An
drew F-- Turner, a guard at the United
States prison here today, was sen
fenced to be hanged, Friday, July 21.
Judge John C. Pollock, of the united
States district court pronounced the
sentence

The hanging will take place be
tween the hours of nine and twelve in
the morning.

The execution will be on the govern-
ment reservation here. Stroud, a con-
vict from Alaska, killed Turner in the
prison dining room in the presence of
more than one thousand prisoners. He
believed Turner had reported him for
a violation of the rules. When the
prisoners were at dinner Stroud asked
permission to leave the dining halL As
ne passed out he stabbed the guard.

The Kansas law prohibits hanging
within the state.

Washington, May 29. Manuel Men- - isdez, an attache of General Carranza,

foreign office arrived here today and
conferred with Eliseo Arredondo, the
Mexican ambassador, but denied that
he brought a note as had been ex-
pected or that he brought any instruc- -
tions from his chief. He declared he
was merely in the United States on a
vacation.

Mr. Arredondo and other Mexican
officials professed to be puzzled. It
has been reported from Mexico City
and the border that a special messen-
ger was bringing a new communica-
tion from General Caranza. No indi-
cations of its contents have been given
but it has been generally assumed by
American officials that the expected
note renewed the demand for the with
drawal of American forces or made a
protest against the second punitive ex-
pedition led by Colonel Sibley and Ma-
jor Langhorne, which has. however,
returned to American territory.

At the Mexican embassy it was said
if a note was coming it probably
would be brought by some other mes-
senger. Representations are about to
be made to the state department for
the release of a quantity of copper and
machinery consigned to the Carranza
government, but now detained in New
York. Mr. Arredondo declared to-
day that, lacking other instructions,
this was the only question he had to
take up with the state department at
this time.

State department officials had be-
fore them today a telegram from 84
American oil operators at Tampieo
nrotesting against decrees promul
gated by the Mexican authorities de-
signed, it was declared, to render it
impossible for Americans to conduct
business in tnat country.

The message addressed to President
Wilson related how one or their num-
ber had been arrested and imprisoned
for three hours because of the refusal
to pay his employees wages fixed by
the authorities in excess or terms pre
viousry agreed upon with the men.

JUST AND STRONG, THEN PEACE

Make It Evident That Insults
Won't Be Tolerated.

Roosevelt Spoke Softy, but

Used Dewey Big Stick.

New York, May 29. To the music
of 'The Army and Navy , Forever"
and "Star Spangled Banner," three
thousand pilgrims, nearly every one
carrying an American flag, marched
four miles from Oyster Bay and
climbed Sagamore Hill to pledge
their support to Colonel Roosevelt and
to hear him plead for real American-
ism and an army and navy that would
forever preserve the peace and honor
of the United States.

Deeply moved by the wonderful
demonstration. Colonel Roosevelt re
plied to the army of "pilgrims" in
speech that surpassed any of his pre
vious utterances in intensitg of feeling
and patriotic fervor. Standing on the
gallery of his home, while the army of
marchers massed around him under
the shade of the big trees, the colonel
enunciated anew his definition of true
Americanism.

His Oppoente In 1013. ,

In the crowd that came from New
York there were scores who in 1912
were, bitter opponents, many whose
opposition dated back to his first term
in the White House, Wall street men
who had declared, him the enemy of
business and of prosperity.

And men whose political activities in
the past have been Democratic, so
also were there many men of German
birth and of German blood who came
to tell the colonel that they were with-
out the hyphen.

Colonel Roosevelt,, addressing the
visitors from the porch of his home,
said in part:

We have a right to demand of
every man who comes here and be-
comes a citizen, that he become an
American and nothing else.

Hyphen as a Bar.
We regard the hyphen as a bar

sinister drawn across our national coat
of arms, and we don't intend to permit
it to remain there. To you, both na-
tive of this country and those born
abroad, and above all, to you old na
tive Americans of old stock, you can
not expect to get loyalty from the im-
migrant or the immigrant's children
unless you make this a country to
which a proud man can be loyal. And
to do that you have got to demand
that the country stand for courage and
for strength. No man ever yet was
loyal to a coward. - No man ever vet
was loyal to a weakling, whose weak
ness was-du- to the fact that
not take the pains and undergo the
effort necessary to be strong.

"I was very glad to see published In
the papers the letter of Admiral Dew
ey describing an incident that took
place while I was president. Whenwe were menaced with trouble I actedup to my theory that the proper way
of handling international relations
was by speaking softly and carrying a
big stick. And in that particular case
Dewey and the American fleet repre-
sented the big stick. I asked on be-
half of the nation for nothing to
which we were not entitled. I was as
courteous as possible; I not only actedwith justice, but with courtesy to-
ward them. I put every battle shin
and every torpedo boat on the sea
under the American flag and Dewey
with instructions to hold himselfready and in entire preparedness tosail at a moment's notice. That didn'tmean that we had war. Dewey was
the greatest possible provocative ofpeace.

Don't Talk, But Act.
"We will do well to remember oneof Lowell's great lines: 'Peace won'tkeep house with fear.' It is a lineworth remembering, and the way toget peace is not by being so unpre-pared as to invite war, still less byusing words which are not translatedinto deeds, but by behaving withscrupulous justice and courtesv inward the other nations and at thesame time being so prepared, both insoul and in body, both spiritually andmaterially, as to make it evident thatinsult to this Nation by any othernation will not be tolerated by ourpeople."
Again and again Roosevelt was in-terrupted by cheers, particularly whenhe declared the way to maintain peacewas to be "ready, spiritually and ma-terially." The crowd armlaurioH nrilH- -

ly, too. when the colonel related howne naa spoken softly" but used the"big stick" in the form of Dewey andthe American fleet while he was presi-
dent and the threatened internationaldifficulty was averted.

After the colonel had finished, the
crowds pressed about him until Colo- -
onei Roosevelt told them to fall inmarching order and he would shake
hands with each one. There the com
posite of the nature of the crowd thathad come to pledge their support to
Colonel Roosevelt became most evi
dent.

"May father, began a man bearing a
tiny flag in his buttonhole, "and my
mother were born in Germany, but I
am an American."

"I am willing," declared the colo-
nel, "to rest the case for straight
Americanism purely with cithcens of
German birth and I will carry them
two to one for the American doctrine."
