Mexicans and forced to accompany
them. They declared they were or-

ganizing an expedition that had for its
object the killing of "gringoes." A
sheriff's posse pursued them into the
wild country of Atoscosa county, ad-

joining this county, where the trail
was lost.

The bandits broke open the door and
dragged him out of the house. From
there they went to the Lopez home,
where young Lopez protested that he
had just been married and could not
join them. According to the story he
told the officers who were summoned,
his aged father appeared when the
bandits had stood him before a wall,
apparently for execution, and begged
to be taken in place of his son. The
bandits accepted him instead of the
bridegroom.

the City of Topeka, Shawnee County,
Kansas, t: A strip of land sixteen
feet wide, extending eight feet on each
side of the following described center
line :
' Beginning at the iron pin on the east
line of the Thomas Horsefield tract 283.5
feet north of the north Une of Greeley
Street ; thence southerly along the east
line of said Thomas Horsefield tract 65.75
feet; thence southwesterly at an angle to
the right of 71 deg.

Avenue East, in the City of Topeka, witha new concrete structure; and
WHEREAS, The Topeka Railway Com-

pany, under and by virtue of Ordinance
No. 2407 of the City of Topeka, has beengranted the right to occupy said bridge
with its railway tracks; and

WHEREAS, The continued use of said
new structure by said The Topeka Railway
Company will subject it to an extraor-dinary and unusual use and burden, dif-
