STOP GUN SALES

Gorernor Capper Issnes Appeal
to Kansas Merchants.

Not to Supply Mexicans With
Arms or Ammunition.

Governor Capper has appealed to
Kansas merchants not to sell firearms
and ammunition to Mexicans. The
warning was issued following receipt
of numerous letters, telegrams and
telephone calls to the effect that Mexi-
cans in this state are buying firearms
and ammunition in large quantities.

Since the call of President Wilson j

for national guardsmen to the Mexican
border, there has been an unusually
heavy sale of firearms and ammuni-- i
tion to Mexicans in Kansas, it is re- -
ported. Most of the sales have been
of revolvers and cartridges. Many of j

'the Mexicans, it is asserted, have ex--
pressed fear Of attack bv Americans
There is no danger of such an attack
in nansas, Governor Capper declares,
and the sale of firearms to the Mex-
icans. is merely letting down the barsto trouble. For that reason the gov-ernor has placed the ban on sales toMexicans whether guns are wantedfor defense in Kansas or for use inMexico.

"Our investigation has not disclosedwhether these guns a nri mm..t.ainnare going to the border to be smuggledinto Mexico or to be kept here," saidthe governor. "Merchants from allparts of the state have informed methat for several days Mexicans havebeen buying guns and cartridges inlarge quantiUes. Some of the mer-
chants think the Mexicans intend tokeep the guns here to use in the eventof trouble with local people.

"The merchants should refuse to sellguns and ammunition to Mexicans. Ifthe guns are to be smuggled into
Mexico, a spirit of patriotism shouldprevent the sales, as the guns and bul-
lets would be used on our own boys.
If the Mexicans want the guns to keep
themselves, they should be told plainly
that they cannot have them.

"There is absolutely no danger toany Mexican in Kansas, who minds hisown business as he has in the past. No
Kansan is going to start trouble with
a Mexican laborer. They don't need
the guns in anticipation of defense, forthey will not be disturbed. The pos-
session of a gun and toting' it around
makes a roan dangerous and toe quick
to shoot. . I want to ask all Kansas
merchants to refuse to sell guns or
ammunition to Mexicans or to anyone
they suspect of peddling arms to Mex-
icans.' , v. .
