German Speakers Agree on
Length of the War.

Berlin, Aug. 2. Speakers through-cu- t

the empire at yesterday's "hon-
orable peace" meetings agreed that
there will be another year of the war.
Reports of these meetings received to-
day emphasized the unity of feeling in
thi3 respect amons the public. Speak-
ers who delivered the same speech to
audiences in forty-nin- e cities outside
Berlin, and at the meetings here at
the capital were greeted by massed
crowds and the utmost enthusiasm
was evoked by the definition of Ger
many's pesition as to thct termination
of the war.

It was apparent, however, judging
from reports of all these meetings,
that German public opinion is a unit in
the belief that on the basis of Ger-
many's accomplishments to date,
peace cannot come about in the basis
of conditions prior to the war.

The "national committee." which
the government formeti to foster the
"honorable- - peace" meetings, was said
in well informed circles today to have
been devised as a measure with which
to bridge the- differences between the
Oclalits and conservatives, so that

Germany may present a united front
when peace does eventually come.

Officials 3fow Fear Flames' Toll

May Reach 500.

Burning Forests Incinerated
Every Living Thing in Path.

Haileybury, Ont., Aug. 2. Officials

today announced the known death list
in the great bush fire at 318. Stories
told by refugees who fled outlying
districts before the bliRhting blast
crumpled every living thing in its path
like tissue paper, led officials to fear
the total list may exceed 500.

The official figures so far obtained
show 14 dead at Itamore, 130 at
Matheson and vicinity, 137 at Nushka
and Montieth, two at Kelso, 15 at
Iroquois Falls and 20 at Cochrane.

Figures on Loss StUI Incomplete.
Communication with outlying dis-

tricts remains broken. It will be nec-
essary for searchers to visit the sec-

tions before definite figures can be ob-
tained.

A peculiar phase of the fire was that
it hay considerably enhanced hun-
dreds of acres by clearing them of
brush and undergrowth that would
have cost thousands of dollars to re-
move.

MAKE IT NATION WIDE

Street Car Strike Leaders In Jf.
Threaten Other Cities, Too.

New York, Aug. 2. The threatened
tieup of every car line in Greater New
York Is to be only the first step in a
nation wide strike of street car men in
order to win the union's demand for
the right of organization everywhere,
it was stated today by Louis Grediger.
counsel for the union organizers.

While some of the leaders of the
movement to involve all the street car
lines in New York in the strike on the.
Third avenue system were busy en
rolling the employes of other lines into
the union, others called on Mayor
Mitchel today, informed him of the
union's demands and agreed to meet
him tomorrow morning with repre-
sentative of the street railway cor-
poration in another effort to bring
about a satisfactory settlement.

Mayor Arranges Conference.
These leaders Informed the mayor

that there had been one instance at
least of the discharge by the New
York Railways company of an em-
ploye for union activities and that a
strike would be the inevitable result.

The mayor requested them to with-
hold action until tomorrow's confer-
ence and elicited a promise, it was an-
nounced at the mayor's office, that
his wishes would be respected.

Meantime the New York Railway-compan-

was making preparations
against a strike and already has gath
ered a force of several hundred pro-
fessional strike breakers.

Children Taken Captives j Par-
ents Insane' With Anguish.

Paris. Aug. 2. Poignant details of
the deportation at an hour and a half
notice of 25,000 citizens from the
FTcnch towns of Lille. Robax and
Tourcolng by the Germans last Easter
are given in a French yellow book re-
leased for publication today. The
German orders were for the people
in certain districts of these towns to
assemble In readiness for departure
at their front doors, which were to be
left open and none was to leave the
house before g a. m. The orders stat-
ed that "All protests will be useless
and any one trying to evade deporta-
tion will be pitilessly punished."

The victims In all cases were chosen
arbitrarily by the officer In charge of
the deporting party. Each person
singled out for deportation was allow-
ed sixty pounds of baggage, which it
was recommended should consist of
uten"il for eating and drinking, a
blanket, good shoes and personal
linen, if anyone exceeded this weight
his or her whole baggage was to be
thrown aside.

Packed Into Cars.
"The measure caused the greatest

anguish." the yellow book continues,
"among the population of the notified
district, while in some cases it led to
madness. Many people because so ill
they had to take to their beds.

"Parents espoc'ally suffered torture
at seeing their wives, daughters and
children of both sexes over the age of
14 led away or packed into street cars
promiscuously with bad characters of
all sorts, male and female not know-
ing what was to be their destination or
fate. The anguish was renewed nigh--afte- r

night during the ten days ofEaster. ,

"At the beginning of the deportation
some girls of the aristocracy were
seized, but they were soon released aswere also daughters of those in thehouses where German officers were
billeted.

Would Paralyze Western States.
Chicago. Aug. 2. A strike of the

four railroad brotherhoods threatened
as the result of the negotiations now
in progress in New York would para-
lyze the central western states and
work untold loss and hardship accord-
ing to statements today from railroad
and grain men.

While there Is not the promise of
the bumper crops of last year indica-
tions are that this year's crop will be
well above the average. Even under
the most advantageous conditions, fa-
cilities of western railroads are taxed
to meet the crop movement every fall.

" Assuming that in the event of a
strike at least sixty per cent reduc-
tion in railway carriage, shippers
pointed out that perishable products
would be given the preference and
that the grain and cattle movement
would practica.Hy cease.

Large Cities Short on Food.
The grain now In storage at the

eastern milling and shipping centers
vould be totally Inadequate to with-
stand a prolonged blockade. One re-
sult, it was ponted out, would be to
vastly Increase the cost of grain in ele-
vators and to decrease the value of
crops htld In the hands of the farm-
ers.

Unless such a strike be ended very
speedily or some way found to move
trains, the total demoralisation of the
crop movment would be speedily fol-
lowed by a period of extremely high
prices and food shortage In" the popu-
lation centers in the m!4H' west.

In the view of local transportation
authorities, western shipping points
would feed themselves first, and east
ern cities, depending on Chicago, Jvan-sa- s

City and St. L,ouis shipments for
tteir food supplies; would come as
near starvation as at. any time in the
history of the United States.

Insist on Demands.
Cleveland. O., Aug.. 2, "Sentiment

among the 400,000 members of the
railroad brotherhoods is overwhelm-
ingly in favor-o- insisting that their
demands be granted," Wm. G. Lee,
president of the Brotherhood of Rail-
way Trainmen, said here today be-
fore he left for New York, where the
"strike vote" is being counted.

"Railroad officials are trying to
make the public believe that by
granting our eight hour demands,
trains will be stalled between termin-
als," said Lee. "That la not true. The
men can still work sixteen hours a
day,, as federal regulations allow, but
they will get overtime pay,"
