Washington, Aug. 3.—Ths Chambar
of Commerce of the United States has
appealed to Presldent Wilson to in-
tervene In the threatened strike of
400,000 railway engincers, flremen,
trainmen and conductors on 2256 rail-
road systems In the United States,

It was stated at tha White Houise
that President Wilson had taken up
the matter and would give it hls most
suerious consideration.

The official view is that federal in-
tervention should not be undertaken
vntil the employes and the raflroads
kave exbausted all means for direct
settlement offered through the usual
formalities of conference.

It was deciared that unless some
agreement Is reached between the men
and the ronds at the meeting of their
representativez which begins in New
York on August B, the United Brates
board of medidation and cunciliation
will offer its services between that
date and Augnst 15.
