WEATHER IN EURO

March Conditlons in England—Fre-
quent Storms on the Continent.

London, Aug., 3.—Next to the war,
the abnormal weather which has teen
harsssing England so far this year s
the most talked of thing in this coun-
try. A sunny day this season l= an
event. The same holds true of all
northern Europe, where weather cf
the kind resembling March has pre-
vailed throughout June and July. In
Russia thers has been an unusuale
amount of rain and excessive cold. In
Moscow up to the middle of July there
had been no sign of summer or the
