steamer Letimbro by a submarine In
the Mediterranean.

Dispatches here today said that only
three boat loads o survivors have
been landed thus far. two at Syracuse
and one at Malta. Survivors declared
that a panic ensued during the low-
ering of the boats when the subma-
rine, overhauling the steamer after a
short chase, began shelling her at
close range. A number of passengers
and crew are reported to have been
killed and wounded by shell fire.

FOREST FIRES WANING

Rain and Lull In Wind Aid Volunteers
in Michigan Woods. '

'Detroit, Aug. 4. The efforts- of

hundreds of volunteer fire fighters,
coupled with rain and a lull in the
wind, have brought about consider-
able improvement in the forest fire
situation In northern Michigan, ac-
cording to latest advices received here.
Although a few small places report the
flames still menacing. It Is believed
the fire fighters have gained suffi-
cient control to assure the Bafety of all
the towns and villages In the affected
districts.

Fires have been raging in Kalkaska,
Otzego, Charlevoix, Crawford, Wex-
ford and Antrim counties for several
days.

Estimates of the damage are at
great variance, some placing it as
much as $1,000,000. Near Mancelona,
Antrim county, 26,000 acres already
have been burned over, it was de-
clared. Numerous narrow escapes
were reported but thus far no loss of
life has been discovered.

IT'S VERDUN AGAIN

Once More Meuse Fortress Cen
ter of War Stage.

French Regain Fleury and
Fierce Battle Is On.

Paris, Aug. 4. Verdun again is In
the center of the war stage. The re-

capture by the French of the village
of Fluery which had been held by the
Germans for more than a month has
caused great elation in France. It Is
the first fruit of the slow and method-
ical French offensive begun three days
ago and seems, in the opinion of
French military observers, to mark an
epoch in the six months' battle for
the great fortress on the Meuse.

Attacking simultaneously from the
west and southeast French troops yes-
terday stormed the village of Fleury,
three miles north of Verdun, and cap-
tured several hundred Germans. In
the evening, however, the Germans
launched a furious counter attack and
after several violent attempts suc-
ceeded In getting a footing In the
southern section of the place and
heavy fighting is in progress.

To sum np, the French In their last
three days' offensive regained all the
ground that the Germans had taken
several weeks to conquer. They took
all the positions for a' depth of about
a mile from the slopes of Souvllle fort
to the approaches of hill No. 820. as
well as in the wood east of Vacherau-vill- e

and in the Vignes ravine which
borders to the west of Froide Terrer-hil- l.

Battle Still Furious.

Highway Engineer Will Notify Conn- -
ties of V. S. Good Road Fund.

Manhattan, Kan., Aug. 4. W. S.
Gearhart, state highway engineer, will
notify county boards of Kansas that
3143,207.40 of government money will
be available for state highway Im
provement in the year ending June 30,
1917, so they may make arrangements
for their respective levies at their Au-
gust meeting. This money is Kansas' a
apportionment of the $5,000,000 set:
aside by act of congress for aid In the
construction of rural post roads.

' l see no reason why we should not
go right ahead with arrangements that
will permit the various counties or
benefit districts to take advantage of
the congressional appropriation," com
mented Governor Capper In a letter
received by Mr. Gearhart. "I take It
that this Is a case of 'first come first
served.' "

Governor Capper has officially no
tified Secretary Houston that the state
of Kansas assents to the terms of the
act.

Mr. Gearhart will attend a meeting
of highway engineers of the country
in Washington, D. C, August 16, at
which time rules for the appropria-
tion of the funds will be considered.

In order to avail itself of the bene
fits of the post roads act it la neces-
sary for the state highway department
to submit to the secretary of agricul-
ture project statements setting forth
proposed construction of roads, and
later upon their approval to furnish
surveys, plans, specifications and esti
mates. The act provides that the post
roads shall be maintained by the state
or Its civil subdivisions.

Food Dictator Says System
Wins Over Shortage.

BY CARL W. ACKF.RMAX.
Berlin, Aug. 4. Germany enters

the third year of the war with enough
food supplies to carry her through at
least two more years, despite the al-
lied blockade. Food Dictator Adolph
Von Batockl stated today.

"The food crisis has passed," said
Batocki. "The 'harvest is so good.
equalling the average in peace times,
and everything is so well organized
that we begin the year with a sur
plus enabling us to hold out for a
fourth, even a fifth year, counting
on the next crops. From the food
standpoint Germany is now indepen
dent of the blockade.

"Despite silly rumors, there is no
starvation In Germany. There have
been no riots in which women were
mowed down with machine guns. Sim-
ilarly, foreign reports that extraordi
nary limitations have been placed on
the individual supply of food so as
to injure the health of the popula-
tion, especially growing youths, are
based on absolute Ignorance or are
Intentionally false. Until recently our
greatest difficulty arose from imper
fect organization. Out of the mis
takes made earlier in the war we have
gathered enough experience to pre
vent a repetition. For instance, many
cities recommended meatless weeks
but found this unnecessary and Inad-
visable." -

The harvests in Poland, Belgium,
Northern France and other territories
occupied by the German army will
be sufficient for the civilian popula-
tions, Batocki believes.
