It Is Largely Supported by

American Contributions.

BY HERBERT FLINT.
(State Journal Correspondent.)

Paris, Aug. 7. Thte story of a
Paris policeman and his fellows Is re-

spectfully submitted to the policeman
of Tope a.

Paul Peltier is his name. He still
wears a glittering decoration given
him seven years ago for halting, at
the risk of his life, a runaway team
that was dragging the king of Ru-

mania to almost certain death. 8ince
August, 1914, Peltier has again been
doing the unusual thing this time
saving lives by the score and allevi-
ating the sufferings of thousands of
war refugees from Belgium and north-
ern France. But for this work he
wears no medal. His reward so far
hi to be estimated only in terms of
the benedictions of those whom he
has helped and the satisfaction of
knowing that he has done well his
part for France.

His story really starts in August,
1914, when the German invasion be-

gan. From Cherbourg, one day, came
a detachment of Fusiliers Marina, who
were later decimated at Dixmude
after valiantly holding the Germans in
check. They were without a place to
lodge here until Peltier found for
them the all but deserted seminary of
St. Sulpice, which is not more than
two blocks from where I reside, where
the Manns were housed during their
brief stay in Paris.

Pettier to Rescue Again.
A few more days, and refugees by

the thousand were arriving in Paris
from the devastated and invaded dis-
tricts. Again Peltier came forward.
First a moving picture theater was
used, and then the old seminary was
pressed into service to shelter the
helpless But therewere no funds to buy food, clothing
and medical aid for the hungry, rag-
ged refugees, many of whom were also
ill from privation and exhaustion.

In the two police districts adjoining
the seminary were some forty police-
men. From their none too princely
salaries these men made a "pot" of
800 francs and under Peltier's di-
rection made the old seminary into
what they soon called the "Secours da
Guerre." They solicited food from theneighboring merchants, who gave
liberally. The policemen found the
old seminary all but unfit for habita-
tion, so they took up their former oc-
cupations of carpenters, masons,
plumbers, etc., and with their own
hands repaired the old place paint-
ed, fumigated, remodeled, put in new
bedding, food, medical supplies, and
began taking in refugees by the hun-
dreds. The people of the city natu-
rally followed suit. Indeed, one man
whom Peltier had repeatedly arrested,
came to be one of the most ardent
workers and generous donors. Almost
over night, then, the Secours de
Guerre, now a byword in all Paris for
unselfish work and French initiative,
came into existence.

He Is Modest, Too.
I went through the building yester-

day in company with the modest Pel-
tier and saw that his work was good.
The old seminary is really a large
building, square with a large inner
court. It now has 600 rooms fit for
occupancy somewhat rudely fur-
nished, but clean and comfort-
able and, doubtless, veritable man-
sions to the all but naked refugees
who arrived here. The building regu-
larly shelters from 1,200 to 8,000 peo-
ple, mostly old men, women and chil.
dren, who remain until they can ob-
tain .positions and are independent.
The older people who are able do what
work they can about the place and
there is plenty for all the children go
to school. If those able to work re-
fuse to. they are invited to leave after
four days' time. In addition, the ref-
uge is open to stray soldiers without
homes to go to who are, in Paris on
laave. Here these men, whether they
be Tureos, Serbs, Belgians, or French,
may bunk for nothing, get their meals,
secure new clothing, and enloy all the
privileges of the Secours. which now
Include library, baths, and :a motion
picture theatre. In short, here in a
building covering the larger part of
a city Mock is complete village of
refugees who might have perished but
for the timely work of two score po-
licemen.

French Efficiency Greatest.
People talk about German efficiency

and organization, but the Germans
have nothing on the French, even in
this hastily developed institution.
I'verythtng is done as it should be,
particularly with the children. For
these there are volunteer teachers,
some of them from Paris, others them-
selves refugees, who conduct regular
classes in several large school rooms
located in the upper stories. The day
I visited the building most of the chil
dren were in the country at summercamps, r or tne babies there is a com
pieteiy nirnisnec pouponiere" ornursery wirn trained nurses, the best
in sanitary and medical assistance, andalways a doctor below in case of need.
Each .child has an individual cradle,
the blue covered ones holding boys,
the pink ones girls.

A medical department kecos strict
fitch on the sanitary conditions of

the building the health of the inmates.
The policemen have installed complete
plumbing facilities and fire protection.
Every person who enters is examined
for a clean bill of health. If ill, he
is sent at once to a completely fur.
nished hospital section, and if he lias acontagious disease, he is isolated in
especially prepared rooms. All cloth-
ing taken in by way of contributions,
and that of entering refugees, is im-
mediately fumigated before being put
to further use. The final toiich to the
li,aUh of the inmates is the shower

b&ths and concrete bath tubs, rude
but efficient, erected at one side of
the building.

There are no idle persons in the
building. Some help in the kitchen,
others wait o:. tables, or do other
chores suited to their physical condi-
tion. There is one room given up en-
tirely to cobblers, and another to
women who repair such contributed
clothing as needs making over. These
people are constantly at work repair-
ing great supplies of old clothing, hats,
shoes, underwear, overcoats, and the
like, most of which are received, by
the way, from the United States.
Very often, however, the goods, .ri

nro new. Among the "old
shoes" I saw were many pairs that had
never seen a day s- - wear. ine store
rnnm of the refuges resembles that of
a great department store, where ev-
erything necessary for men and wom-
en and children is stacked, ready for
distribution. Indeed, the store room
is a "melting pot" of American con-

tributions. In one room I saw a truck
load of old toys from American homes

horns, sleds, tops, guns, dolls.
games which will be repaired by the

d nut to immediate use.
The principal need at present for
babies shoes, very smaii. inu work-
ers who do this repair work receive
besides their lodging a small sum per
day.

For recreation the refugees have a
motion picture theater. Here several
benefit concerts have already been
given at which some of the best talent
at the Paris theaters and music halls
appeared. There is also a good sized
library, and only yesterday small
green windew Doxes tinea witu sruw-in- g

plants were placed on every win-
dow ledge of the building. The tiny
chlldron have a sand pile and nearby
by several outdoor school rooms are
in process 10 construction.

Supported by AmericsnB.
In short: the Secours de Guerre,

started and supported by policemen.
has grown into an estaojisnment
which has drawn the attention of
the authorities to the extent that it is
now subsidized by the government
and the city. Its monthly expendi
tures now reach 30,000 francs Dut it
Is well enough fixed financially that
should It sources of income be totally
cut off. it could run a month before
being forced to turn its helpless in-
mates out. During the 23 months of
its operation it has sheltered more
than 30,000 persons. Daily it serves
more than 1,600 meals, and at times,
double that. And don't forget that it
is very largely supported at the pres-
ent time by American contributions.

Farm Loan Banks of Great
Benefit, Says C. B. Merriam.

But Predicts They Will Do Lit
tle Business in This' Section.

HELP TO WESTERN KANSAS

In Certain Parts Mortgage
Companies Won't Loan Cash.

Banks Will Not Hurt Compa
nies Doing Business Here.

expansion of the western Kansas
plains into a better farming country
will be realized by the establishment
of farm loan banks by the govern-
ment, was a forecast made this morn-
ing by C. B. Merriam of the Merriam
Mortgage company, one of the largest
farm mortgage companies in the stat3.
Similar conditions will exist ln the
southern states, in Arizona, parts of
Colorado, Nevada and Utah, Mr. Mer
riam believes.

But the farm loan banks will do
little business in this section of Kan-
sas, in eastern1 Nebraska, in the s.

in Minnesota.- - Wisconsin. . Mis
souri and Iowa, Mr. Merriam declared.
This, Mr. Merriam. says, Is because
the hig eastern investors are satlsied
with loans made on rarm mortgages
in the great Mississippi valley and
with the of the eastern
investors in local mortgage companies
can' make as cheap loans and loans
that-ca- be carried through With less
red-tap- and more speed.

Laughs at Rumor.
Mr. Merriam laughed when asked if

his company contemplated transform-
ing itself into a joint stock bank, pos-
sible under the provisions of the rural
credits bill. Rumors to this effect had
been current, he admitted, but his
company had no intention of being
other than a mortgage company.

"Many national banks shook in their
boots when the federal reserve banks
were established and expressed fear
that they would be run out of busi-
ness," said Mr. Merriam. "National
banks today are more prosperous than
they were two years ago when the fed-
eral reserve banks were established.

Won't Affect Them.
"I don't believe the establishment

of the farm loan banks will affect
bona fide mortgage companies in this
part of the country in the least. We
will offer the same rate of interest as
the farm banks and our loans will be
free of red tape and will be brought
about promptly. I don't believe the
Insurance companies and trust com
panies of the east will buy the "bonds
orrerea Dy tne iarm loan nanus in
preference to our iriortgages.

"The farm loan banks will be oper-
ated purely on local capital as a rule
and not 75 per cent of the money we
loan is Kansas money.

- Effective ln Short Gross.
"Out in western Kansas where it is

(east or famine, the farm lean banks
will have an opportunity to loan mon-
ey. This will be true in the south and
west, as well. Eastern . investors are
afraid to put money into loans in- that
part of the country ana pror.amy tms
makes it impossible for western Kan-
sas to expand as it should. In east-
ern Kansas and throughout the Mis-
sissippi valley the investors are satis-
fied that the loans are good and we'll
continue to do business in the same
old stand.

"Then, too, the maximum rate of
interest of 6 per cent placed by. the
government on loans will be the means
of putting a clamp on companies
whioh do charge an excessive rate.
But the current rates in Topeka on
farm mortgages right now do not ex-
ceed the maximum rote placed by the
government on its loam?."
