Former U. S. Senator From Nebrasks
Dies Following Heat Prostration,

Omaha, Neb, Aug. #.—John M,
Thurston, former senntor from Ne-
braska, died hers at 4 o'clock this
morning. He had been ill for four
weals, following a heat prostration,
And death had been expected for sev-
oral days. Thrombo phlebitis was the
immediate cause of death, sccording
to a statement by the attending phyai-
clans.

From Plowboy to Senator.

Thurston was in the senate from
1886 to 1801 and was one of tho
foremoat orntors In that bedy. His
famous speech In 1898, was largely
influential iIn bringirg about the
Spanish-American war.

He arose from plowboy and driver
of a dellvery wagon, to a prominent
position among the leading lawyers
af the country.

Family at Bedside,

His wife and two daughters were
at the bedside when Senator Thurston
died.
