western counties, where the drouth
has been most severe, report the crop

is practically ruined as far as grain
is concerned, while northern and east-
ern counties report that if rains should
come soon there is a possibility of se-

curing from half to a third of a crop.
In some places cutting corn for fod-

der has begun and a few farmers In
the central part of the state are filling
their silos with it.

The sorghum crops are also suffer-
ing but the effect of the drouth so
far has chlefl been to stop their
growth, and with rains reasonably
soon they will make a fair yield of
grain.

Pastures have dried up except in a
few localities that have been favored
by local rains, and in bottom lands.
The third cutting of alfalfa is about
finished in the south central counties,
where it was very light. Elsewhere it
will hardly be worth cutting until more
rain falls. The dry weather has been
favorable for making prairie hay,
which is an excellent crop.

Gardens and truck patches have
about dried up except where irrigated
and in some places apples are drop-
ping badly on account of the unfavor-
able weather.

Threshing is mostly over in the
eastern part of the state and about
half done in the western. In most
places the crop is turning out well, the
Quality of the yield in the northwest
ern counties being reported to be the
best ever known.

The ground has become so dry and
hard that plowing is very difficult and
it has generally been given up until
rains fall, except where tractor3 are
used.

Report From Washington.
Washington, D. C. Aug. 9. Show-

ers caused some improvement in the
condition of corn in parts of the Ohio
and central Mississippi valleys, but the
crop has deteriorated steadily in most
of Oklahoma, Missouri, Nebraska and
Kansas, except a few scattered locali-
ties where showers occurred.

The weather was generally favor-
able for corn in the eastern and north-
ern states and the early crop is ma-
turing north to Arkansas and South
Carolina.

Harvesting grain and hay continued
under favorable conditions. Damage
by rust and blight increased in the
spring wheat area, and the high tem-
perature was unfavorable to oats in
the extreme north. -

The weather was mostly favorable
for flax, buckwheat, truck crops and
fruit in the north and east.

Potatoes were damaged by the high
temperature in the central and north
portions.

Meadows, pastures, gardens and
fruits need rain in the central portion.

Tobacco and sugar beets are gener-
ally improving except in a few locali-
ties where rain is needed.
