Mr. Bair closed kis place at
G o'clock Imst evening. A midnight
srme one passing the store saw the
flames, ran to the fire station a block
north and gave the alarm. When fire-
men arrived the place was a furnace
and when the front door was smashed
in, the pressure of the heated alr in-
ride blew smoke and cinders to the
middle of the street. Much of the
damage to the stock was caused by
smoke and water., The fire, altho
well under way when the alarm was
glven, was confined to the rear part
ot the bullding by the prompt arrival
of firemen. The upstairs of the build-
ing, which is of brick, was not in-
