The prog-
ress of the Allies is exceedingly for-
midable, but slow; and the resisting
powers of the Central Powers are
doubtless much greater than common-
ly supposed; as the Allies progress, the
more desperate the resistance they will
have to encounter. The managers of
our industrial plants are, therefore,
calculating upon a continuance of this

stimulus of war orders,
which in turn induces continued heavy
exports, huge trade balances, gold im-
ports and further foreign credits, loans
or bond issues. For another year at
least. New York promises to be the
only free money market in the world,
and this means a further prolongation
of financial, industrial and commer-
cial activity, increased to a still high-
er degree by an enormous gold supply
and the new banking system, both of
which have permitted a huge but
sound expansion of credit. Beyond
question, the war is impressing its
effects upon this country more and
more as time progresses, and inflation
must continue until credit contraction
is enforced, either thru exhaustion or
the close of the war, which would per-
mit Europe to recall a portion of its
gold. For the time being t war is
quite powerful enough to offset an un-
satisfactory harvest, a disturbed labor

And while
there ii seldom anything to be gained
in crying over split milk, the Topeka
free fair management may well have
been pardoned if it helped to muddy
BP the fair grounds Monday morning
by adding a few of its tears to the
rainfall. However, these fair grounds
are well drained and have pretty sub-

stantial walks, and the grounds will
dry out quickly, and the rain of Mon-

day morning was Just what was need-
ed, perhaps, to lay the dust on them,
and place the race track in par condi-

tion. So if it isn't followed by too
much more during the next few days,
the fair from the attendance stand-
point will probably be as successful
as it deserves. And rain or no rain,
the friends of the Topeka fair from
other parts visited it in larger num-

bers last year than ever before in the
history of Topeka fairs. So there is
no reason why the Topeka fair enthus-
iasts should be discouraged because
cf the rains of Monday and even a
few more that may follow during the
week. Then, too, there is a famous
old saying that a bad beginning makes
for . good ending, so let's all cheer
up over the weather prospects for the
ensuing days of the fair.

I There are also probably not a few
mortals who ar- - on the ragged edge
of starvation, or who are underfed, at
least, that would grow fat on the
menus that a New York hotel has
prepared for fat folk and with the
guarantee that said menus will not in-

Contemplate
a luncheon of pickled fish, spinach
soup, broiled veal cutlets, boiled on-
ions, stewed and assorted fresh fruits;

breakfast hill of fare at this hotel is
not (riven, but it likely consists of
nothing more than fresh fruit, a deli-

cate cereal, broiled bacon or ham,
poached eggs on toast, and a few other
dainties that a working man wouldn't
find sufficiently sustaining tc keep
him on his job at top speed until the
luncheon hour. Jokes are jokes, all
right, but some of them seem to rub
it in unnecessarily.

I Not only was the first session of
the 64th congress a most try ng one
on the representatives ana senators
who comprised Its membership.

MARKETING APPLES.
"Ninety-fiv- e per cent of the apple

crop is marketed in the middle west
In barrels," writes Dan Le Gore in
Farm Life. "I have found it profit
able to market the fancy grade of my
Winesaps and Jonathans in bushel
boxes.

RMENIANS AJiD SYRIANS.
In response to the recent proclama-

tion of the President of the United
States designating Saturday and Sun-
day, October 21 and 22, as daya for
the relief of the suffering Armenian
and Syrian people, that is one of the
many terrible incidents to the - uro-pe-

war, the Federal Council of the
Churches of Christ in America has
issued a proclamation, in turn, ear-
nestly urging upon all of the churches
of the thirty constituent bodies of the
Federal Council, and upon all Chris-
tian people, that Sunday, October 22,
be set apart for earnest intercession
in behalf of these stricken races.

Announcement is also made that
the Federal Council will send to all
the pastors of its constituency full in-

formational material for use in pre-
senting this great cause to the people,
and it recommends that contributions
at all of the church services on this
day be set aside for distribution thru
the American Committee lor Arme-
nian and Syrian Relief.

This is a relief movement that
should strike just as responsive a
chord with the generous people of
these United States as have the sim-
ilar efforts in behalf of the Belgians
and the Poles.

The Armenians and the Syrians are
among the innocent bystanaers in the
Old World who have felt the heavy
hand of the great war in all of its
extreme cruelty. The ruthless Turks
have well-nig- h snuffed out the lives
of most of the able-bodie- d Armenian
males in massacres that are almost too
horrible to think abcut. let alone that
their details be set down In black and
white. The women and children of
Armenia are in the sorriest of plights.
And practically the whole of the Syr-
ian race, at its native firesides, are in
just as deplorable a situation.

Will the people of the United States
do less for them than they have for
the of Belgium and
for the innocent victims of the war in
Poland?

It's to be hoped not.

Just who may be getting the best
of It in what may be called the Ru-
manian arena of the war is surely a
matter of doubt in view of the con-
flicting reports that emanate from it
and other sources of war news, and
because so much active fighting is be-
ing staged on so many Rumanian,
Bulgarian and other fronts that have
developed since Rumania entered the
war. But from the reports of the
slaughtering that is going on in these
ends of the war it is certainly appar-
ent that all sides to them are getting
the worst of it.

FINANCE AND TRADE.
"The financial markets show re-

markable resisting power a,.ainst ad-
verse news," writes Henry Clews, the
New York banker, in his weekly fi-

nancial review under date of Septem-
ber . Neither the threatened strike
of the railroads last week nor the at-
tempted tieup of transportation in
New York City this week exerted any
noticeable effect upon the Stock Ex-
change. The concessions demanded
by railroad labor created surprisingly
little alarm, probably because of a be-
lief that present trade activity would
largely compensate the railroads for
increased outlays and that net earn-
ings, though diminished, would not
seriously suffer. In the case of the
railroads, it was noted that the new
arrangements for an eight-hou- law
did not go into effect until January
1st; that its effect was to be studied by
the government, and that if really in-

jurious to the railroads the Interstate-Commerc-

Commission might be in-

duced to grant them an ndvance in
rates as compensation. .Further, the
constitutionality of the new law is to
be tested before the Supreme Court,
whose decision will be watched with
widespread interest. . . .General busi-
ness has slowed down somewhat, bank
clearings now running only about 20
per cent ahead of last year, as against
40 and 50 per cent ahead a few weeks
ago. Nevertheless, trade has been
more active than usual at this season;
and, as summer draws to a close, all
indications point to an active fall
trade. A most important factor in
this connection is the immensely in-

creased purchasing abilities of the
masses, resulting from the active em
ployment of many classes of labor at
unusually high wages, particularly
those engaged In tho making' or hand-
ling of munitions. The war, the stop-
page of emigration and the great de-
mand for hands in many plants have
created a serious scarcity of labor,
the result being that laboi as a
class is unprecedentedly prosperous
and inclined, to spend freely and de
