The London dispatches during the past few weeks have contained glowing sccounts of the activities of a
new engine of destruction which the British army has just adopted. The weapon is a giant armored motor
ear, equipped with a battery of from eight to twelve rapid fire guns. The employment of the caterpillar type of
wheels enables this car to travel over even the roughest country at “high”™ and ita heavy armor makes it in-
vulnerable except to the heavier artillery. The picture drawn by an eminent artist, from word pictures of
the monster, shows it charging a trench, an occupation at which it has proved remarkably effective.
