It is the simple
story of an aged negro couple, the
young grandson, and a colored parson.
A group of white people, benefactors
of Aunt Liza, who is a cripple, enter
the story. and a. secondary plot is
worked out in the love affairs of two
of that group. The trouble for the
heroine and the hero has its begin-
ning in a oermon in which the preach
er expounded the text "Give her the
fruit of her hands, and let her works
praise her in the gates1." From that
sermon, delivered to the crippled
woman "Second nan'," thru her grand-
son, she learned about her "second
free day," in other words her po
litical emancipation, and it is from
the words of the text that the book
gets its name. The domestic difficul
ties of the Hollersons are traced thru
the ten or twelve chapters of th
book, with a happy ending in a recon
ciliation.

Miss Graham. has graced her story
of a primitive people, set apart from
an advanced civilization, with a fine
touch of sympathy that never for a
line becomes maudlin or false. - She
pictures her characters as they really
are, never investing them with the
"Uncle Tom" type of saintliness, but
making them perfectly human and
real.

The story is full of rich humor,
without any sting or prejudice; its
pathos ia unobtrusive, but still yield-
ing its mild flavor and giving charac-
ter to the story.

Practically all of the material in
the-boo- k is taken from actual observa-
tion of the writer. The characters
are living Kansas people. The story
of the old couple who lived near the
river bank in the Kaw valley, repre-
sents people whose homes were lost
in the 1903 flood and replaced by
other shacks. The book is full of
references to everyday life among the
people of the colored race in this
state.
