Lincoln Statue Fund Is Gaining
Each Pay.

Berlin, Oct. 19. The collection of
gold articles of all kinds for the pur-
pose of replenishing the tmpire's gold
reserve met with success which was
surprising even to the most optimistic.

In Berlin the rush of the people .o

the seven collection depots established
especially for the purse was so great
that it was found necessary to arrange
for the opening of more of these
depots in various districts for the con-

venience of the people and to save
time. The depot at the City hall, for
instance, presented exactly the not
unfamiliar picture in America of a
rush on the bank, the people swarm-
ing about the great building, filling
the corridors and forming endless
queues in front of the collectors', win-

dows awaiting their turn. To allay
this impetuous rush, the authorities
reminded the people today that the
depots will remain open several
months to afford all patriotic citizens
on opportunity to offer their golden
treasures for the nation's benefit.

The Itorlin goldsmiths' guild fur-lsh-

an expert at every depot. He
sits at a table behind the receiver with
scales, testing chemicals and solution
f.,r cleaning the golden articles in
front of him. Having tested and
priced the articles, they pass on to
the other tables, where they are sor'-e- d

out and placed In paper bags that
quicklv grow to small mountains on
some tables where the most ordinary
trinkets are collected. Everybody Is
paid in cash right there and then, but
where larger quantities are offered
the people are advised to bring along
a valuation certificate from an expert
of their own choosing to expedite the
transaction.

The variety of articles offered sur-
passed all imagination. No one ever
guessed what an immense amount of
gold was hidden in the coffers of Ber-liner- s.

Heirlooms that had not seen
daylight for centuries made their

gold cups, even coins'.
Medals that must have been of special
sentimental value to the owners were
offered. Young women brought brace-
lets, bronchos, watch chains, medal-
lions and pr'nid'v placed them by iron
trinkets of similar description pro-

vided by a great committee formed
under the projection of the crown
princess for making the collection
popular. There are many golden ar-
ticles of artistic or antiquary value,
but onlv their intrinsic value was paid.

Reports from all parts of the empire
mention the surprising success of the
collection.

TO INSURE CROPS

Pry Farming Methods Profit-
able on Humid Farms.

Kansan Advocates More Dairy
and Beef Cattle.

EI Paso, Tex., Oct. 19. Farming in
areas where light rains fall and the
use of "dry farming" methods in
humid districts where drouths are only
occasional, was discussed here today
by Dean W. M. Jardine of the agricul-
tural division of the Kansas State Ag-
ricultural college, before the interna-
tional Dry Farming congress.

Mr. Jardine, who is president oC the
congress, declared that the work of
the organization should be the bring-
ing about of conditions tending to-
wards more satisfactory home life, en-
couraging the production of more live
stock and providing more profitable
work the year around for the farmerand his family.
Produces liiRpcst and Surest Crops.

"The methods discovered by the dry
land investigators and popularized as
a result of the dry farming propa-
ganda are coming to be recognized as
the best and soundest methods to use
for insuring successful and profitableproduction of crop3 even in humidareas," he said. "While it is absolute-
ly necessary that the dry land farmer
follow to the letter the most approv-
ed practices if Vie wishes to produce
profitable yields, owing to prevailing
conditions, the humid farmer, because
of the occasional drouth, has found
that the methods of the dry farmer
are the ones that can be counted upon
to proauce tne oiggest ana surest
yields under his conditions."

Among these methods is that of fal
lowing the land every other year or
once in tnree years In order to store
in the soil two years' rainfall for the
production of one year's crop, thespeaker said. He gave 100.000 as the
number of farms in this country on
which dry farming should be prac-
ticed. Concerning the necessity for
more live stock ;n the drier districts,
he said:

Kansas a Butter State.
"Then we must ei courage the grow-

ing of more live stock in connection
with grain farming by the dry land
farmer, in order to provide a market
for many of the crops that do best
under dry farming conditions, and in
order to eliminate prohibitive trans-
portation rates; ruso to provide profit-
able year-aroun- d employment for the
farmer and his family, and to main-
tain the fertility cf the soli.

"Kansas sold 1,345,900 pounds of
butter to Xew Mexico, Montana, Wy-
oming, Texas. Utah, Oklahoma and
Old Mexico in the year ending June 30,
1916. These states are just as well
adapted to the keeping of dairy cows
and the production of butter as is
Kansas. Every one of them ought o
be selling butter and not so much
wheat." ,

Dean Jardine spoke also of the ne
cessity for silos on every farm, say-
ing that many r.rops now considered

could be converted into
ensilage of proven feeding value.

CONNELLY IS BUSY

Sixth District Congressman Isn't Per-
mitting- Grass to Grow. '

Congressman Connelly of the Sixth
district, is permitting no grass to grow
under his feet in a whirlwind campaign
in progress in his district. Connelly
expressed himself pleased with the Re-
publican support pledged to him this
year and declares that more members
of the G. O. P. have volunteered to
back him clear to the ballot box, than
in any of his three previous campaigns.

Connelly stood by the Democrat
guns in congress to the last minute and
as a result of the late adjournment of
that body will have difficulty in cov-
ering his district before election.

Employes of Company Go Slow

and Hamper Traffic.

Men Charged With Theft Were
Dismissed by Eoad.

London, Oct. 18. According to the
Daily Mail, the great bulk of trade
between Landsend and London is all
but paralyzed over a nice point of
honor, the principle involved being
whether the railway company should
continue to employ men who have
been convicted of theft.

Three carmen of the Paddington
staff of the Great Western railway
and a foreman employed in a flour
mill were charged with stealing and
receiving a quantity of flour. A West-
minster magistrate fined the flour
foreman and two of the carmen and
bound the third over. The railway
company promptly dismissed the car-
men and declined to reinstate them
pending their appeal against the
magistrate's decision, but promised to
take them en on again if the appeal
proved successful and make up the
wages they lost in the interim.

Upon this 2,000 odd employes in the
freight yard decided to show sym-
pathy with the dismissed men by "go-
ing slow" only doing just enough
work to keep themselves within ihe
law, until the appeal is heard in Jan-
uary. A railway official says they
are not doing more than 50 per cent
of the usual work, many thousands
of pounds running to waste. The com-
pany has issued notices that it can ac-
cept nothing from the public unless
it is delivered. Yesterday, to prevent
hopeless confusion in the freight yard.
the road stopped collecting all Lon- -
don goods. Four fish vans which run
daily from the west with a load of
150 tons or so have been stopped. So
have all the meat trains and fruit and
vegetable vans. The loss will have to
be borne, not by the railway com-
pany, but by the government, which
has taken over the railways.
