Former De Facto, Jfow an Ally
of Diaz, Has 22,000 Men.

El Paso, Oct. 24. Gen. Jose Robles,
in command of several thousand revo-
lutionists, has started a march on Mex-
ico City to drive out First Chief Car-ranz- a,

according to a statement made
here today by Kmiliano Cantu, secre-
tary to Robles, who arrived from the
national capital after delivering a
letter demanding that Carranza abdi-
cate and release certain political pris-
oners.

The revolutionists' columns have al-
ready entered the state of Fuebla,
south of the capital, Cantu declared.
Washington state department officials
here have reliable information that
Robles commands 22,000 men and
controls the entire state of Oaxaca.
Large numbers of this command were
formerly adherents of Felix Diaz.

Robles was sent by the Mexican de
facto government to campaign against
Diaz. Instead, Robles and Diaz fused
their commands, the former taking the
leadership.

V. S. Gets Confirmation.
San Antonio, Oct. 24. Confirmation

of the report that Villista forces have
reached the outskirts of Chihuahua
Citv and of fighting in the suburbs
between them and General Trevino's
command was contained in a dispatch
received today by General Funstorj
from General Bell commanding at
Paso.

General Bell's report is understood
to be based on information transmit-
ted bv General Pershing, commander
of American troops in Mexico. That
the people of Chihuahua have become
panic stricken as a result of Villa's
advance on the city following his re-

cent victory at Palomas over Carranza
troops commanded by Azuna, was stat-
ed in the dispatch. Information has
reached army circles from several
sources that General Trevino is short
of ammunition. It was pointed out
that this might account for his failure
to take more aggressive action against
the bandits.

W.E. HODGES IN TOPEKA

Vice President of Santa Ke Sees
Material Cost Italsc.

Cost of railroad material and sup-
plies has advanced. 60 to nearly 800
per cent, according to commodity, it
was asserted by W. E. Hodges, vice
president of the Santa Fe railroad,
headquarters Chicago, in Topeka
today.

Mr. Hodges came into Topeka this
morning and spent the day visiting his
department here and with various of-

ficials of the road.
Sitting in his private car on the

Santa Fe tracks, near the station he
outlined the "cost of material" situa-
tion, which has been a bugaboo tor
American railroads since the begin-
ning of the war. However, Mr.
Hodges does not believe the high cost
of material would prevent construc-
tion. "If the Santa Fe needed to
build any lines it would probably build
them," he said.

Mr. Hodges visited the storehouse
department this afternoon and was
scheduled to leave at 5 o'clock this
afternoon. It was said he will prob-
ably return to Toueka for the stock-
holders' meeting Thursday when a
special trainload of other Chicago of-
ficials will be here.

TRY TO AVERT STRIKE

Walkout on Canadian Pacific Would
Stop Movement of Troops.

Ottawa, Oct. 24. With the move-
ment of troops, munitions and crops,
involved in the threatened strike of
the trainmen of the Canadian Pa-
cific railroad, the minister of the gov-
ernment assembled today at an emer-
gency cabinet meeting to deal with
the situation. The government is en-
deavoring to formulate some plan to
avert a tieup of the system, which ex
tends across tne dominion.

The trainmen have voted that a
strike shall begin Wednesday after-
noon at 5 o'clock. Efforts to bring themen and the company together and to
induce the employes to defer action in
order to provide time for discussion
have failed. The cabinet issued apublic appeal to both sides to reach a
settlement. Reports of a settlementare not confirmed.

Put Over Changes in Command-

ments for Three Years.

St. Louis, Oct. 24. That the "Cath-
olic' party in the Protestant Episco-
pal conference still has considerable
vitality was the prediction today fol-

lowing a resolution introduced in the
house of deputies last night to incor-
porate the phrase, "The Holy Catholic
church" on the title page of the an-
cient church liturgy. The proposition
was referred to the joint commission
on common prayer and probably will
be acted on late today.

It was thought the "Catholic fac-
tion would not ask any changes fol-
lowing the lack of interest in a propo
sition earlier in the conference ses-
sion, to change the name of the
church to the "Catholic Church of
America. "

Didn't Change Commandments.
It was also learned today that no

change in the ten commandments
would be made at this conference.
Last week it was Yumored the house
of bishops, the upper house of the
church, favored the shortening of the
commandments. Today it definitely
said the joint commission on revising
and enriching the liturgy of th
church would not present the matter
at the present conference. Whether
the commission would continue its
work and report to the next Detroit
conference in ly 19 could not be
learned.

VALUES HERNAME
Woman Wants $10,000 From Man

Who Slandered Her, Is Claim.

Clara F. Cannon conducts a rooming
home at 226-22- 8 Kansas avenue, up-
stairs. George Christopher operates
the Topeka Fruit and Produce com
pany downstairs. Today Clara F. Can-
non brought an $11,000 damage suit
in the district court against George
Christopher charging him with ruin'
ing her business and slandering her
good name.

The plaintiff says in her petition
that Christopher persisted in calling
upon her roomers and offering them
money, fruit and beer, until finally,
one of them, Mrs. Irene Ready, a mar-
ried woman, left the place in order to
avoid Christopher and his approaches.

She declares also that Christopher
told Mrs. Ready that Mrs. Clara Can-nd- n

was entertaining Mexicans in
her rooming house and that it was be
cause of such "slanderous statements'
and her desire to avoid Christopher
that Mrs. Ready left the rooming
house.

It is the contention of Clara Cannon
that Christopher's statements con
cerning, her have .cost her 1,000 in
loss of business at the rooming house
and at a restaurant which she also
operates. That accounts for J1.000 of
the total. She adds that the "libelous
and scandalous statements" made re-
garding her by Christopher have
ruined her good name and she places
a valuation of $10,000 upon that.

Clara Cannon says she challenges
Christopher or any other person to
question her good name.

STRIKE VOTE IN OKLA.
Submit QnesUon at Special Convention

Affects 9,000 Men.
McAlester, Okla., Oct. 24. The

question of whether or not the coal
miners of Oklahoma shall go on a
strike will be submitted to a soeciai
convention of the miners here tomor--
iow. the special convention was calledas tne result or failure to reach aagreement with the Oklahoma Coal
Operators' association at a conference
nere two weeks ago.

Negotiations were broken off at theconrerence when the conference failed
to reach an agreement upon disputed
points in sections 4 and 6 of the tro- -
posed biennial working contract. Theseyectiens deal with the employment anddischarge of men and the collection of
fines for violations of contracts ai
promulgated at the Kansas City con
ference recently of operators and
miners from Oklahoma, Arkansas,
ivansas and Missouri. .

It is estimated that between 9,000
and 10,000 miners are affected, ap-
proximately 98 per cent of the coal
companies of Oklahoma being affili-
ated with the Oklahoma Coal Opera-
tors' association. If local delegates de-
cide to strike, indorsement by the
United Mine Workers of America is
necessary before the miners can for-
mally call a strike.

The work consisted simply in writing
a form letter to one's friends about
the wonderful line of garments put
out by the National Mail Order and
Brokerage Exchange, 520 Globe street,
Minneapolis, Minn.

It was just another of those "end-
less chain" schemes instigated by per-
sons who use woman's vanit; as their
material upon which to work. Fed-
eral agents are searching foi officials
of the company who are wanted for
using the mails to defraud.
