Kansas City, Nov. l.—New com-
plications were added to the stormy
situation involving the Kansas Natural
Gas company when the news was re-
ceived yesterday of the sale of ma-
jority of the stock of the company to
the Henry L. Doherty interests which
Already have extensive gas property
In both Kansas and Oklahoma, The
negotiations for the sale of the Kan-
sas Netural have been going on for
several monthe They wers conducted
by the members of the redrganization
committes which is composed of B, T.
Braden of Plttsburg, Pa.; 1. A, Long,
of Kansas City; M. L. Benedum, of
Pittsburg; W. W. Splane, of Oil City,
Pa.. E P. Whitcomb, of Pittsburg;
L. C. McKinney, of Titusville, Pa., and
Victor A. Hayes, of Independence,
Kan,, former president of the com-
Pany.

It Is understood that the committee
hos secured a contract by which Mr.
Doherty is fo pay all members of the
committee who wish to sell their
stock at the rate of §40 a share which,
under all the circumstances, s con-
sidered a falr price. Judge Flannelly,
under whose order the receivership
has been golng on for several wears,
Is =ald to have approved the sale and
to have advised the stockholders to
make the transfer. According to ito-
ceiver Landon this Is about the only
armangement that could be made by
which the towns and cities of Kan-
sas and Missourl served by the Kan-
sas Natural will be guaranteed an
aaequate rupply of gas. He insists,
however, that neither Mr. Doherty
nor anybody else will be able to get
an adequate supply without a higher
rate and it is sald here that Mr.
Doherty will ask for the same rate
that was put In by Mr. Landon.
