BUILD SUPPLY DEPOT

War Department to Erect One at Ft.
Houston for $730,000.

San Antonio, Nov. 1. Provision to
care for four infantry divisions and
one cavalry division, a total of ap
proximately 110,000 men, will be made
in the generaj supply depot to be built
at Fort Sam Houston. That figure
was fixed by the war department as a
basis for construction, in instructions
received by General Funston today.
and authorization was given for army
officers to proceed with purchase of
land required for the improvement.

The depot will be the first complete
military supply station in the United
States. It will embrace separate estab-
lishments for the various supply corps,
quartermaster corps, medical depart-
ment, signal corps and corps of. en-
gineers. An elaborate tearminal system
will be installed. An appropriation of
$750,000 is available for the work.

Arkansas City. Nov. 1. C. N. Hunt,
defeated candidate for mayor at the
election held last spring, has won the
first round in his ouster proceedings
against Mayor O. S. Gibson.

Noftzger of Wichita, who was ap-
pointed commissioner by the state su-
preme court to investigate the elec-
tion, says in his official report:

"I find that eleven votes should be
deducted from the votes cast for the
defendant and tke plaintiff adjudged
mayor of Arkansas City. He is en-
titled to the office and its salary."

NEW WHEAT SOURCE

Australia Has Bi Crop to Send to
U. S. When Price Is Right.

San Francisco, Nov. 1. Australian
wheat will compete with American
frrain while the price of the latter is
prohibitive, it became known today.
