1915,

ed to $11,362,000,000, or $227,000,000
greater than ever before, the Increase
was $455,000,000 over June 30 and
$2,1258,000,000 over September 2, 1913,

WHAT WAS IT?

Postseript, Addendum, Footnote
or Supplemental Note?

That “It Was Writ” Is Certain
—Is Wilson Quibbling?

New York, Nov. 3.—Senator Lodge
has chorged that Fresident Wilson
wrotes some sort of postseript, or ad-
dendom, to his Lusitania note the pur-
jort of which was a plain intimation
to Germany that the words of the note
ftself were uot to be taken too. ser-
jousiy, a sort of indireot assurnnce
that in the final analysis the United
State would be found “toe proud to
fight''; that Mr. Wilson not only pen-
ned, but intendud to sénd this moditi-
cation of the stern context of the note
itself which he purposed to give out
for publicaticn, but that Mr, Wilson
was, al the minute, dissuaded
from sending the posteript, addendum
or suppliemental note, whatever thse
qualification may be termed.

Senator Lodge has quoted former
Assistent Becretary of ar Breckin-
ridge as authority for his statement,
and has quoted & conversation ba-
tween Mr. Hreckinridge and Dr. Chas.
H. Balley of Tufts college. Mr, Breck-
inridge has retorted with & most em-
phatic denunclation of Dr. Balley, but
he does not deny that there was such
n postscript, or that Dr. Bailey quoted
him correctly.

Cuase of “What's In a Name.”

SBenntor Lodge says former Secre-
tary of War Garrison had full knowl-
oige of the postscript, Secretury Gar-
rison refuses to say anything by way
of either denial or uffirmation.

President Wilson has lssued a de-
nial that he wrote any "postscript,”
but John Temple Lioyd Jefiries comes
out with a confirmation of Mr., Lodge's
statement except that probably the
postseript took the form of a “supple-
mental note,” so that Mr. Wilson can
make his quibbling deninl that he
wrote a postscript: The fact is, how-
ever, that Mr. Lodge has made it clear
that President Wilson wrote some-
thing of the kind, whatever he may
call it, and that {t was his intention
to mend this communication to Ger-
many in confidence, meaning to give
to the American public his truculent
not#, but to suppress from the public
the confidential addendum. And the
public are much interested and are
already demanding that Mr. Wilson
state what it was he did write whether
he cualls it a postseript, & foot note or
& supplemental communication.
