Topeka Women Have Given Up
Lives for Orphans.

Now They Are in Need of Help
From People of City.

For sixteen years two aged sisters,
Martha Ann and Linda Blair, have
given their lives to the fatherless and
motherless babies who found their
way to the Topeka Orphans' home.
They have mothered hundreds of chil-
dren, many of whom are now blf;
enough and old enough to be out
earning their way. These, are scat-
tered far and wide. They have all
found homes.

And now the two aged women who
cared for them when they were un-
able to care for themselves are home-
less. Notwithstanding the hundred
of children they have cherished and
cared for they have not a child of their
own not a single human being to
whom they can look for aid in their
old age.
' The women are 74 and 76 years ofage. They have become too old to do
the necessary work at the home as itshould be done, altho thev are stillthere. They are too proud to accept
charity in the ordinary form a reg-
ular contribution of groceries and fuel
from the county.

They are refined women who believe
their work for the public entitlea them
to more than a pittance of groceries
and fuel weekly. And because they
are old and because they are proud
and because they have ' done a good
work they will be taken care of.

Arrangements are being madewhereby they will be placed in Ingle-sid- e.

The Kansas Children's Home
society, of which the Topeka home is
a branch, has made a proposal to thecounty commissioners of Shawnee
county. Its officers propose that the
society raise half of the amount nec-
essary to place them in the home by
contributions and that the remainder
be contributed by the county in cash
instead of groceries. The county com-
missioners have agreed and within a
short time the two old ladies will be
taken to Ingleside. The cost, for the
remainder of their lives, will be $400
each, of which the county will pay
half in cash.

Vice President of "I. C." Says Short-ag- o

Due to Delay in I toturuing Cars.
Louisville, Ky., Nov. 3. Hundreds

of witnesses flocked here today anx-
ious to tell Interstate Commerce Com- -

missioner McChord why they believe
there is a car shortage and coal prices
are up.

"Witnesses were so numerous that
Commissioner McChord said he would
be unable to hear all and asked writ-
ten testimony from the majority. Vice
President Parks of the Illinois Central
was the first witness.

Parks said the Illinois Central has
only 17,000 coal cars on its lines tho
it owns 14,000. All the freight cars it
has now are 78 per cent of what it
really owns and if it returned cars
owned by other roads it would have
only thirty-fou- r per cent. He blamed
the difficulty chiefly on the failure
of the roads to return cars as they
should. He advocated placing control
of the administration of car service
with the interstate commerce commis-
sion. .

STAMPEDE FOR COAL

Consumer Further Handicapped by
Large. Orders of Industries.

Washington, Nov. 3. Fears that the
private consumer is going to pay heav-
ily for his coal this winter were ex-
pressed here today by government
agents investigating the threatened
fuel famine.

A rush of wholesale buying by large
industrial concerns in all sections, in
fear of a shortage, has injected an un-
expected menace into the situation.
Reports of this "raid" on the market
poured into the federal trade commis-
sion today. Prices were from 60 to
100 per cent above normal.

Manufacturing concerns. It was
stated, were not only making large
spot purchases, but are tying up all
the fuel they can on long term con-
tracts.

Coupled with the rush in the mar-
ket, the already unprecedented de-
mand the inability of coal distributors
to obtain transportation and other ag-
gravating features, a marked shortage
in labor to operate mines has devel-
oped.

One of the best assets the Republican
party has is the record which W. R.
Smith, state printer, has made during
his two years in charge of the state
printing plant.

Smith has given his entire time to
the management of the plant, and has
had no private business to occupy any
of his time or attention. He has not
pulled off any "grandstands" in con-

ducting the business of that depart-
ment, but has conducted the business
as he would conduct it if it were his
own. "Efficiency", has been his
watchword, and he has established a
cost system and labor accounting sys-

tem which has brought the production
of that plant up to an efficiency stand-
ard.

Under his management the hour
cost has been reduced, notwithstand-
ing the fact that there has been a gen-
eral raise in the wages of every de-
partment. He has exercised a keen
insight into market conditions, and
by taking advantage of the market
and discounting the bills for supplies,
has saved the state not less than $20,-00- 0

during this present year. The
discounts on bills alone have been suf-
ficient to pay the salary of the highest
paid clerk in his office.

Whether the proposition of the stnte
publication of school books is the

40 per cent lower than that at which
private publishers can afford to pro-
duce the books, because of the extra
costs of marketing: and the profit they
must necessarily have to make, and
have a right to expect.

Kansas
classic series at 35c, as compared with
the old price of 75c. Primary reading
charts for $1.10, whereas the old price
was $12.00. Arithmetics for 16c
whereas the old price was 2 5 c, and
so on.

These are but a few to show the
comparative selling prion of books
produced by the state printing plant
as compared with the prices that have
been paid heretofore.

Smith's report on January 1, 1916,
showed that during the first five
months of the present Republican ad-
ministration the state publication of
school books had saved the taxpayers
$30,601.55.

Smith has a strong letter of en-
dorsement from the leading Repub-
licans of the state, and our own Tom
McNeal, te printer, and a mem-
ber of the school book commission,
recommends him as follows:

"I think the people should ct

him and keep him there as long as he
wishes to remain. What the people
want is honesty and competency.
Smith has proven to the commissionas well as to the taxpayers that he iscompetent and his records are anopen book."

This is a brief synopsis of what thestate printing plant has accomplished,

publican central committee had been
