producers' associations in different
sections of the country. State's At--(
torney Hoyne charged today.

Hoyne declared that Robert W.
Chllds, special assistant United States
attorney general, hasl copies of letters
indicating these officials were ex--
changing views on such a "milk trust."
These letters were obtained in con-- !
nection with the federal milk investi
gation here which will be resumed
Wednesday.

Can Take Care of" Friendly Agent.
One of these letters, written by W.

J. Kittle, secretary of the Illinois Milk
Producers' association, to R. D. Cop- -
per, chairman of the Dairyman s
league of New York, follows:

"Am enclosing you a letter sent to
Hull, a producer of Lansing, Mich.

"They are fully agreed that we, with
you and other milk producers of the
nation can take care of man who
will do the right thing by us as
Hoover's 'rirht hand' man. Mr. Pot-
ter (head of the Illinois association),
is of the opinion that Air. Haskell
(George K. Haskell, later named on
the food administration milk board by
Hoover), may make the rijht kind of
a man, but, like myself and you, has
his doubts because of the great
money interests here presents

Nicholas Michels, assistant state's at-
torney who has represented the public
at the milk hearings, said he would
try to have these letters made a part
of the commission's records.

Afraid to Testify.
I tried last week to get these let-

ters into the records, but failed' said
Michels. "With one of the correspond-
ents Mr. Kittle on the commission,
I have small hopes of success.

BOMB ART EDIFICES

Padua, Mon1S.y. Dec. 31 (By the
Associated Press). The third succes
sive night air raid last night scattered
havoc among the famous churches
and art monuments of Paduah. The
front of the sixteenth century cathe-
dral was demolished.

The Santo or the Basilica of St.
Anthony, where the body of St. An-
thony of Padua is buried, lost its
bronze doors and the sepulchre of St.
Anthony was missed "narrowly by a
bomb.

Donatello's famous equestrian stat-
ue of General Gattamelata. which
stands in the square before the Santo,
has been removed to a place of safety
but the base- - also the work of Dona-tell- o,

was damaged severely. The
paintings and frescoes in the Santo
by Titian and other masters were torn
and scratched by the concussions. The
rose windows and the renaissance
stained glass were shivered to frag-
ments.

The building opposite the Santo,
where the guild of St. Anthony issued
leaflets to be sent thruout the world.
was destroyed. A pilgrimage to the
sepulchre of St. Anthony was in prog
ress when the bomb struck the Santo.
The cathedral was struck above the
gable facade, the entire gable and the
upper part of the facade falling in the
street.

The raiders came at three different
times, at 8 and 11 o'clock at night, and
3 o clock this morning. Twenty incen-
diary bombs were dropped.
