She re-
ports that the buildings, now under
way, are being erected by German
prisoners.

sand people," Is another outstanding
statement in this letter.

tablish their new hospital building.

"This latter place is the one in
which we will permanently be estab-
lished, taking in the surrounding small
towns and the larger ones of abres,
Rocquefort, Mont-de-Mars- (no doc-
tor in this city of 13,000 or 14,000
people) and Dax, as 'dispensary
towns. Laboubeyre is small Just a
village but it is expected to place
several thousand refugees under our
care here.

"The mayor, M. Bacon, is most cor-
dial and interested and has given us
a site on his own property for the
houses of our personnel."

The Topeka committee, of which
Miss Helen Estey is chairman, has
raised in the neighborhood of $1,000
towards this overseas hospital fund.

Tbis flag is in honor of all native
born Kansans who shall serve in this
war for world freedom. It will be
hung beneath the dome of the. state
house.

The dimensions will be twelve by
thirty feet. The design consists of a
blue field studded with a multitude
of white stars of various sizes, to rep-
resent the shy at night, the seat of
Kansas placed at the bottom of the
flag with a prevailing color the same
as that of the field above it, and a red
border about eighteen Inches wide
around the field and seal. The starry
field represents the sky of the seal
extended indefinitely and there will be
white stars on the seal also. The lat-
ter will be separated from the rest of
the flag only by a thin circle of gold,
as tho one held a golden hoop at arms
length and viewed a portion of the
surrounding landscape thru It. The
objects and scenery on the seal will
be painted in a shadowy black so as
to look as tho viewed at night.

The design is declared by compe-
tent judges who have seen the pre-
liminary sketch o be beautiful, ar-
tistic and impressive notwithstanding
its simplicity.

In order to get the right shade for
the field or sky, white material has
been especially dyed for the flag.
Mrs. L. H. Munn is in charge of
obtaining the material, and of the
dyeing, cutting and sewing. Mr.
tJeorse M. Stone made the design and
is painting the stars and the seal.

Making Oar Houses TroptcaL
It really does seem as if to within

a decade or so ago all our city and
town houses, except In the extreme
south of the country, were made with
a complete disregard of the fact that
altho for one season of the year we
are frozen in ice and snow, for an
other we are dipped into the sun and
climate of the tropics. Most Ameri
can houses save in climes that are
warm, all the year round have until
recently been adapted to frigid zones.
Their architecture is entirely suitable
for the few extremely cold months.. It
is suitable for Iceland and Labrador.
But it is not at all suited for the warm
and hot seasons.

Ideally speaking, of course.-th- e fam
Hies that lived in those frigid zone
houses, all migrated on the first of
June to seashore or mountain all
save perhaps the wage-earnin- g, bread-gainin- g

male of the family, who
sweltered on all alone in the frigid
zone nouse wnere stray breezes ofJuly and August are as successfully
excluded as boisterous breezes of Jan-uary and February.

Now the problem has nresented It
self to us and has been very well
met by domestic architects of mak-
ing a house that shall be habitable in
both summer and winter. Instead ofa town house and a summer cottage
nowadays, we like to have a suburban
house where we can at least be com-
fortable all the year round or a town
house where we may manage to
breathe during the warm months
when we happen to find that It is con
venient to stay in town in summer.

The main thing to make the house
do for warm weather is to have more
and larger windows, and these win
dows, ot course, must be fitted well
enough to withstand winter winds.
This is not an impossible problem at
all and we are finding out that often
in a southern room these enlarged
windows serve the purpose of letting
in a flood of sunshine in winter that
adds to the cheer and warmth in cold
weather.

Plenty of porches, too, that In thesummer may be used as outdoor liv-
ing, eating and sleeping rooms, and in
winter may be enclosed In glass forsun rooms, are another advantage in
tne nouse that Is to serve for both
hot and cold weather comfort Ofcourse, these porches must be madeover a regular cellar or heavy brickor cement foundation in order to keep
the cold out In winter.
