Says It Is Not an Honmest At-
tempt To’'Obtain Peace,

PURPOSE IS TO DIVIDE ALLIES

Written Wilhelmstrasse,
Berlin, Says the Express.

“Ntalest of Diplomatie Tricks,"”

Declares London Times.
——

TL.ondon, Sept, 16, —A_ J. Baltour, the
British foreign scéragary, glving his
personal  viewpointa on the Austrian
pouen note to visiting journalists, said:

‘It s Incredible that anything can
come 6f this proposdl. Coming after
th= reoont spesch of Friedrich von
Payér, the Cermean imperial vice chan-
collor.” Mr. Balfour said, ““this eynlcal
proposal of the Austrian government

is not & genuine attempt to obtain
peace, It is an attempt to divide tha
alllen,” The forelgn secretary sald he

was utterly vnable to ses that a con-
farence proposed by Austrin  could
have the desired end.

“In the proposals now made to us
as I have been able to study them,”
Mr. Balfour sald, "I ecannot honestly
nee the aslightest ho that the goal
wea desire—the gonal a pence which
fhall be more than & truce—can really
ba nttained.*

Mr. Balfour said no one should take
upon himself the task of rejecting
with a light heast any proposal which
would shorten the length of the war.
He also declared that no coalltfon sver
Bad been w0 mtrong ns the allled
ccalition, and that the enemy would
not succeed In breaking It

Conversations such as were pro-
posed by Austria-Hungary, Mr. Bal-
four =aid, undoubtedly would have
Erent value under ceortain  olreume
stances, He sald they would serve to
smooth out obscurities such as gues-
tiona of pride, but he declared that
the questions now between the hel-
ligerents were definitely defined.

“I am not taking the proposals of
two years ago or of lamt year, but of

Iust week,”” Secretary Balfour sald,
“The German vice chanbelior, speak-
ing for the derman government,

clearly and without obsocure verbiage,
showed where Germany stood on the
question of Belgiuvm, Alsace-Lorraine,
tha Cerman colonles and Brest-
Litovik and Bucharest treatles.*

The foreign secretary*sald he ngreed
with the Austrian note when ita
authors pointed out that the whola of
clvillzation was at stake. and that thes
prolongation of hostilities was a risk-
Ing or sacrificing of A great deal that
wiu renlly denr to everybody Interested
in the progreas of mankind.

*It is disingenuoys, cynical and In-
sineere, while the proposal to Belgium
Ia both Insincere and insplent. We
must find & repentent and contrite
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Germnany, and German policy carried
out by very different rulers before we
can even'hope to discuss peace. It is
trae that al nations Jdesire the end of
the war, but peace must be lasting. K
must be one founded upon the recog-
nition of thé independence of n:itions.
Above all, it must be one which, In Mr.
Wilson's words, makes the world safe
for democracy.”

The Dally Chronlcle, grouping the
Austrian notg with the offer to Bel-
gium and the proposal to withdraw
from Karilia, as rclated Incldents,
SAYN;

“Every one of thess proposals will
certainly be rejected. The fact that
they are made mncurren?y Is proof
that the central empires are in a very
bad way. In Berlin and Vienna It is
realized for the first Lime that the cen-
tral powers cannot possibly win the
war.”

The Times says:

“The note is the stalest of diplo-
matic tricks Austria and Germany
hope for its rejection in order to per-
sunadn their disheartensd peoplesand
armies that a conclusive reason exists
for continuing the contest. This move
will not deceive the allied democra-
cles.'

London, Sept. 16.—There will be no
hasty response to the Austrian peace
proposals,

According to the best available In-
formation the reply will come only
after the most intimate exchange of
opinions beétween the entente and
American governments.

Meanwhile &ll official opinion will
bhe held pending this declsion,
which diplomats declarc wfll be the
“most dellcate” question of policy
since the declaration of war.

Unofficial opinlon Is divided, “stal-
warts"” believing the propusal merely a
super-peace offenslve, scceptance of
which would he to trap the rllles into
compromise ferms.

One Element Wavers,

On the other hand those who favor
peacs by negotistion, uassert that a
compliance would not be dangerous
and would be the best way of learning
whether it will be nacessary to carry
on the war mueh longer, or if the al-
lled terms can be obtained In the fu-
ture. Both faetions agrees that the al-
lled decision depends upon which
opinion the government conslders the
correct onas.

At the same time the allled diplo-
mata must take cognizance of Ger-
many's offer of a geparate peace to
Belglum,

The London morning papers com-
mented on Austria’'s proposals as fol-
lows:

Chronlele—"Two motives inspire the
note—first, the desire to embarrass the
antente by throwing upon it the odium
of continuing the war. Second, & gen-
uine longing for peace. Berlin and
Vienna now realize for the first time
that the central powery cimnot win the
war, Instead they ure fenrful with
the dread of defeat and disaster, No
one wants to oontinue the war a day
lopger than necessary, but the entento
are not going to be fooled with an un-
real peace. It would be foolish to ex-
pect good results from a gonference
until Berlin and Vienna change their
meéthods of negotistions. In Wison's
language, ‘no general peace, no peace
worth the infinite sacrifies of these
years of tragical suffering’ can be ar-
rived at under the old method of bar-
ter and concession.”

A Gorman Trick,

The Times—"Germany is amploving
Austria to sham place proposals anpd
Lover up her efforts to gain time while
Hindenburg organizes his forcea. It is
one of the oldest and stalest tricks of
diplomacy. What the central empires
really bope for is rajection of the pro.
posal so that they can agnin present
to their disheartened peoples their ren-
sons for continuing the war. They also
hope to break the entente’s solid front.

Should Demnnd Definite TProposal.

Manchester Guardian—*"It would be
& monatrous flout if the proposal, as
such, should be flouted as heretofore.
It would malso be unwarrantad to lay
down definite military conditions as a
prerequisite to any discussion. On thas
other hund, we fear pence will be de-
layed If wa entertain the central pow-
ers’ proposition without some sugges-
tion of the enemy's approach to our
well known proposais.

SEEKING THE LOST

Heartrending Scemes Among
Galway Castle Survivors.

Children Cry in Vain for’ Par-
ents Who Drowned.

Plymouth, Sunday, Bept. 15.—Heart
rending scenes were witnessed here
when hundreds of survivors of the
torpedoed steamer Galway Castle were
landed at 7 o'clock Thursday morning,
The ngers were mostly women
and children, and it is believed that
whole families have beenlost.

Among the survivors were little tots
scarcely able to walk, crying in vain
for their parents Parenta were
segrehing in all directlons for news
of their children and women were
sceking valnly for their lost husbands,
It mattered mothing that warm, dry
clothing was disiributed to take the
place of the scanty attire survivors
snatched as they left the ship. Their
one thought wns tn get news of their
relatives and friande,

Sub Gave No Warning.

There secms ..o reason to doubt that
the vessel was torpedoed without the
slightest warning. The explosion oe-
curred bhetween the enpgine room s&nd
the stokehold, a fact which is taken
to rule out any possibility that the
ship struck a mine, The explosion
made comparntively little noise, but
caused the ship to huckle in a2 mnst
extraordinary muanner. She was in-
jured at the extreme bottom and was
bent and torn elear to the upper deck
and seemed likely to break in two at
ang moment. In spite of the extent
of the damage done to the Galway
Castle, some of the crew decinred that
the impact was hardly greater tham
that of the vesssl bumplng heavily
against the side of & quay. The inrush
of water was tremendous. One engi-
neer was swept {nto the tunnel from
the engine room and drowned.

Beveral Boats host.

Fearing that the liner would founder
at eny moment, Captain Dyer ardered
the boats lowered and insued 1ife beltas
to mll passepgers. One boat was
swamped, mnother was damaged be-
cnume the falls beeame fouled, and
nnother was swépt back ngainst the
liner hy a wave and smashed by the
propeller. Another narrowly escaped
a similar fate.

Henry Burton, minister of rallways
of the Union of Soath Afriea, who was
among the survivors, was not inclined
to speak of his own experience, but
joined with ether survivors in pralsing
the devotion to duty and the self-sac-
riflece of the officers of the ship and
the mén on the naval vessels shich
rushed to tha rescue.
