JWO TICKETS IN THE FIELD

The League Worked Thru Both
Tickets in State. "

Full Congressional and State
V.v Officers Chosen.

Bismarck,- N, D Oct 26. The poli-
tical battle' between the Nonpartisan
league and its opponents increases in
bitterness as time draws near for the
general election in which voters will
name full congressional and state tick-
ets in North Dakota.

In the gubernatorial contest. Gov.
Lynn J.-- r seeks on
the Republican ticket and is opposed
by S. A. Doyle on tho Democrat ticket.
The Republican ticket was nominated
at the primaries by the Nonpartisan
league. .. Independent Republicans op-

posed to the league had a .hand in
framlng-t-he Democrat ticket.

The candidates for congress on the
Republican; ticket ar John M. Baer
in that first district, who was sent to
congress Tjy- - tne league; ueorse m.
Young in the Second district and John
H. 'Sinclair in the third. On the Demo-
crat side, Fred Bartholomew is can-
didate in the First district. I. N. Tor-so- n

in the Second and Halvor Halvor-so- n

in the Third.
There will be but two state tickets

In the field, the developments of the
Nonpartisan- league having marked
the passing-o- the Socialist state party.
For the first time in many years, the
prohibitionists have no candidates for
state office and the Progressive party,
active in the last three elections, has
dissolved.

The league has renominated on its
state ticket all but two of the officers
it elected two years ago." They are
M. P. Johnson and Charles W. Bleick,
members of the railway commission.

A majority of the Republican can-
didates for the state legislature have
been nominated by the Nonpartisan
league.- - .In some districts where it
failed to get candidates on the Repub-
lican ballot, the league nominated
men on the Democrit ticket, or inr
dependently by Ind'vidual nominating
petition".- - In - the last Iiousa of rep-
resentatives the league had a clear
majority of about sixty. It also elect-
ed a majority of the senators, but be-
cause of twenty-fiv- e holdovers was un-
able to control the senate. If It elects
less than half of the present candi-
dates for- the state senate, the league
will have a working majority in that
body. Control of the lower house is
conceded the league.

At the primaries. Frazier was op-
posed by John Steen, state treasurer,
who was supported by the anti-leag- ue

Republicans. Fraaicr received a ma-
jority of more than 15,080 out of ap-
proximately 90,000 votes.

The Republicans then amalgamated
with, the Democrats under the name
of the Independent Voters" association
in support of S. J. Doyle, United States
marshal at Fargo, who was nominated
by the Democrats over G. W, Wilkin-
son, recently deposed as postmaster of
Fargo. Wilkinson sought the Demo-
cratic nomination wiyi the support of
the league.

Doyle has wasted an energetic cam-
paign, vigorously attacking the econ-
omic program of the league as em-
bodied in ten proposed constitutional
amendments to be voted on this fall.

These amendments include a single
tax, increase of the state bonded debt
limit from $200,000 to JIO.000,006. in
the instance of any single bond issue:
a smaller number of signatures re-
quired on initiative and referendum
petitions, and the. Investment of. state
funds and the operation by the state
of any industries not denied a private
individual or corporation.

A TYPHOON IN JAPAN

Belated Reports Show Great Ioes of
Life and Property. .

(CerrespoadaDce ef the Associated Press.)
Tokio, Oct. 24. Belated

reports filtering in from southwestern
Japan show that a typhoon which oc-
curred early in September caused a
considerable loss of life and an exten-
sive damage to property. The corpses
of 27a persons were washed ashore
on the coast of tlwami on the sea of
Japan. They were those of the in-

habitants of th coastal districts of
TattcrJ' prefecture who were drowned
In the floods.

Some one hundred and seventy per-
sons lost their lives in other places and
a large number of people were injured.
Railroad, telegraphic and telephonic
communication was Interrupted or
destroyed, thus hindering relief meas-
ures. Scores of railroad bridges were
carried away by the flood. In the pre-
fecture ef Tattorl, S17 houses were
washed away, 144 houses collapsed
and ES bridges were destroyed. About
Server drowned and six unaccounted
for.

In Hyogo prefecture, a landslide oc-
curred on a mountainside and over 20
houses were buried. Seven persons
belonging to ope family were burned
to death, in a fire which followed a
collapse of the house.

The building; itself is now nearly
completed, Biby said, and within a few
days now the work on the interior of
the building will be started. The
building when finished will represent
an investment of $50,000,' exclusive of

" its equipment. It is the first of a
group of buildings which will be built
on the home and hospital site on Mar-
tin's hill within the next few years.

More than $3,000 has been or wilH
be spent with Topeka merchants in
equipping the rooms m the new dor-
mitory, Biby said today. Every stick
of furniture used in the new building
will be purchased --in Topeka and To-
peka merchants will reap their first

fharvest return on their investment in
the home and hospital. All of this

S, 000 has been donated by the vari-
ous councils of the Knights and Ladies
of Security for the sole purpose of fur-
nishing the rooms In the dormitory.
The money is exclusive of the sums
the councils have pledged yearly for
the support of the institution.

Memorial in Each Room.
In each room in the new dormitory

a tablet is to be placed giving creditto the particular council, which fur-
nished the funds for furnishing the
room. It is a good deal on the same
plan that hospitals are equipped with
memorial beds.

Another series of articles of equip- -'
merit which is to be bought in Topeka
stores is the furnishings for the big

i kitchen and dining room. The kitchen
; is to be a model of sanitation, accord-- Iing to Biby, and the best culinary en--

gineers in the country have contribut-
ed their ideas to the lay-o- ut and the
equipment of the department.

Blby's announcement today includeda statement of a chance in plan for the
home and hospital. The institution is
to have its own water supply the
first installation being of a capacity
laree enough to meet all future needs
of the home.

Have Good Water Supply.
Four wells are to sunk near the riv-

er bank the kind of wells used infurnishing the state hospital water
supply. This water is then to be
pumped into an underground reservoir

n Martin's hill, thru a big four inch
main. The reservoir is to be twenty
feet by thirty feet by ten feet and ac-
cording to competent engineers will
be capable of holding a supply for ev-
ery need of the farm and the home
and hospital.

Filtration tanks, pumping station,
and settling tanks are to be complete
in every detail and are to represent
the last word in waterworks engin-
eering. The total cost of the individual
waterworks system for the home and
fcospitat will be $10,000. Biby an-
nounced that the contract has already
been let and he stated that work on
the system will be started immediately.

News from New York of interest to

Mr. Cobb is one of the few editorial
writers who have had close relations
with President Wilson, and has been a
frequent visitor at the White House.
At the time Lindley M. Garrison re-
signed from the, cabinet, it was said
by his friends that he could have had
the post now occupied by Secretary
Baker.

THE OFFICERS GUILTY

French Find Irregularities in Airplane
Manufacture.

Paris. Oct. 2. Three lieutenants
have been sentenced to a year in
prison and demotion and three non-
commissioned officers have been sent
to jail for three months as a result of
a trial by court martial for accepting
gifts of from 900 to 6.000 francs from
manufacturers in connection with the
acceptance of airplanes on behalf of
the army. One lieutenant was ae
quitted. A Swede named Unne, a dl
rector of the airplane company, was
condemned to five years in prison,
civic degradation and a fine of 27,000
francs. He did- - not appear for trial
and sentence was pronounced in his
absence. Unne went to the United
States on an official mission which has
since been cancelled. He is believed
to be there now.

War Correopondent Telia of Inter-
view (Bang! I With General!

Lowell Mellett, well known United
Press war correspondent, whose fas
clnating" stores from Franc have
thrilled thousands of Stat Journal
readers, .has written the following ac-

count of an interview with an Ameri-
can general for the "Hell-Box- ," the
official "shop" newspaper of .the press
association:

Somewhere'n France (by mail).
The gentle art of interviewing as prac-
ticed on the front has some points of
difference from the same art applied
elsewhere. Budding U. P. Correspon-
dents de guerr should know how it's
done.

First, the correspondent must walk
into the general's dugout on cowshed
filled with an adequate understanding
of his own importance. He must keep

that whereas' what he writes
is to be read by millions of Anxious
readers, what the general writes is
read by only a few other officers, per-
haps only one other . officer ay,
Pershing. That will put him com-olete- ly

at his ease and enable him to
borrow a cigarette from the general's
desk without troubling, to ask the
general: (It is better always, of
course, to ask the general for the
match that goes with the cigarette, for
he then has to hunt thru all his pock-
ets and by the time he has found the
match tie lb so thoroiy flustered that
all the advantage of morale is with
yod.)

By the time he has round tne matcn,
he is so thoroiy flustered that all the
advantage of morale Is with yeu.

"Still giving 'em heM?" you ask
of the general, bright and easy like.
This is a good line. It shows that
the war is old stuff wltH you.

"Bang-ggg!- "
That is not the general roistering

his answer on your nose, nor yet with
his foet at some other point. It is
only one of our guns, nearby. It
shakes the cow-she- d, knit It does no
harm and it is wall not to jump, or, at
least, not to jump too far. Otherwise
the advantage of morals goes to the
general, for he never jumps.

"Good (bang) morning,' replies th
general.

"Anything doing-T'- " you ask, stick-
ing to your first query. (Sea above.)

"Baner-arsr!- "
"No," says the general. "Bvery-- q

thing's (Bang!) quiet. We (Ban!)
had a few (Bang!) patrols out last
(Bang!) night and picked up h. few
prisoners, but (Bang!) it didn't re-
veal anything (Bang!) new so far as
our (Bang!) front Is Concerned, What
do you (Bang!) know?" .

It is best to ancwer th general
frankly and give him th benefit of
anything you may know, keeping in
mind that you mustn't tell hint any-
thing that would be of value to the
cr.emy. It is nice, too, to tell about
things y64 saw last time yon were in
Paris, since he being only a general
seldom gets t: Paris.

That would be an unfriendly
shell, fresh from a German cannon,
and you can do, nothing better than
to accompany the general imme-
diately to his private dugout. In
fact, sine you are younger and more
active, it is the usual practice for you
to lead the way.

The interview can be continued en
the same intelligent lines in the dug-
out. Th correspondent should re-
main there until th boche shelling
has ceased, for, after all, a war cor-
respondent is a war correspondent,
and not to he thrown away carelessly.

TO BOYCOTT AMERICA

Weatphallan Gazette Sounds Keynote
of After-Wa- r Action.

Amsterdam, Oct. S. "No buying
from America If it can possisbly be
avoided," must be th German watch-
word after the war, is the assertion of
the Rhenish Westphaliaa Gasette, an
Important German industrial organ.
The reason given by the paper is that,
before the war, th balance of trad
between th United States and Ger-
many jvas against Germany to the ex-
tent of nearly 1,060,000,609 marks a
year. Germany imported from the
United States goods to the value of
1. 711.008, 800 marks while German
experts to th Up I ted States amounted
to 71l.8,000 marks. Dividends on
German holdings of American securi-
ties, in addition, helped to pay tho
bill for geods bought in America,

"How eoul we possibly meet a still"further increased debit balance."
asks the paper in despair. "We had
to realise our American securities to
pay for raw materials while the
United States was still neutral, to meet
demurrage en our ships held In Amer-
ican porta." s

Th conclusion sms Inevitable to
the Gazette that Germany must s cur-
tail her cotton and copper imports
from the United States that they do
not exceed, or only slightly exceed, her
own imports of fertilisers, dyes, chem-
icals, etc, Th rest of Germany's

tural machinery must cease." says the
writer. "The openings offered in
Russia. Rumania and the Balkans are
so great that we must push our own
machinery ther with all our might."

Church Will Train Preachers

. in Science.

They Will Be Fitted To Mak
Life Profitable. .

New York, Oct. 20'.-- To help make
farming profitable and rural life en-

durable for the farmer, his wife, his
sons and daughters, the Methodist
Episcopal church has undertaken to
spend $5,500,000 in training rural
ministers to teach scientific farming
and develop social activity in country
districts. The purpose as announced
by the board of home missions and
church extension is to keep the farm-
ers on the farms and thus help to win
the war.

Dissatisfaction with country life, it
is declared, has. caused a decrease of
rural population in Ohio, Indiana,
Iowa, Missouri,. Vermont and New
Hampshire. . The" boys and girls will
not stay on the farm when high wages
are to be earned .nearer the moving
picture theaters. c

To combat this-- the. Methodist
church is planhVp!t6 sena many of
its best men to the country churches,
of which it- - has upward .iof 12,000.
Rural pastors are to have special
training in agriculture so as to help
fan..ers with advice- - Demonstration
farms are to be established where
agricultural colleges do not meet the
needs.

Associations of rural ministers to
put these plans into effect already
have been started in Ohioj Wst Vir-
ginia, Iowa. South Dakota, Pennsyl-
vania and Nebraska. Chairs of rural
sociology to teach how to be happy
tho living on a farm have been estab-
lished in the theological" seminaries,
and plans are making to start similar
courses in colleges.

the services of an army of repair men.
With the shortage of labor, such a call
on the man-powe- r, - of the nation
would be enough to halt the tide of
victory In Europe by the return of a
force sufficient to correct the damage.
The time service department of the
Western Union suggests that the
hands be turned around eleven hours
on the clocks. It is all right to stop
the clocks, but there would be diffi-
culty in starting them again properly,
especially now that "central" serves
no more as a kind of municipal time-
piece.

The elockmakers say: "Just as
surely as Lot's wife became a pillar of
salt when she turned back to-- gaze
upon Sodom. Father Tims will be
transformed Into a repair shop if he
turns back to bemoan the fact that he
must step saving to help win the war."

Adjust the Clocks.
The telegraph clocks, of which there

are 80,000 now in operation by the
Western Union company, will have to
be properly adjusted by the company's
force, which is now planning to do the
work on Sunday, except in locations
where the users are awake at night
themselves and can be given special
keys with which to do the setting.
The delicate master clocks which cor-
rect the 60.000 every hour will becnangea ei me same time, as will be
tho government's radio and wire sigV
naling arrangement which is the
scientific basis of the time system.

Adjusting railroad train movements
proceeding over the time changing pe-
riod will present the most difficulty.
Director General McAdoo has author-
ized a general order on the subject
by which trains on the road will con-
tinue their progress until reaching a
station and there be held one hour.
At the same time the complicated sys-
tem of train order's and train sched-
ules is such that the railroad adminis-
tration general order specifically puts
it up. to local managements to use
their own discretion and to protect
train movements by other methods ifthey find it necessary. At any rate,
Sunday morning must find the rail-
roads thru the first time belts in the
United States, moving trains on theregular schedule and in the new time,
so far as possible.

Evidently daylight saving was a" dis-
tinct success, for Chairman Baruch ofthe war industries board asked con-
gress to extend the hour-ahea- d svs-te- m

thru the winter. The senat
assed such a bill, but it died in theHouse.

Saved Much.
Senator Calder. who fattiefei tolaw. has declared that daylight saved$2,000,000 in gas bills for the people.

The fuel administration estimated thaton the seven-mont- h basis 1,125,000tons of coal had been saved to relievepossible winter shortage. Definite re-ports from St. Louis said that con-
sumption of coal had dropped' 17.5tons per thousand population.

These were the demonstrable fea-tures, and enthusiasts for the davlightsaving plan placed no limit on the ex-
tra health and enjoyment of life se-
cured by the masses of people, whofound themselves free to be .out ofdoors under the sun for an hour afterconcluding their day's work. Charles
fcathrop Pack, head of the nationalwar garden commission, asserts thatthe crop for the home plots this year
is worth $525,000,000. an increase of
51 per cent over the 1917 results, andgives much credit for the result to the
evening daylight hour.
