'New York. Dec. 20. Director Gen-

eral McAdoo's proposed plan to ex-

tend federal control over the railroads
for a period of five years is to meet
the vigorous opposition of the execu-
tive officials of the nation's leading
railroads.

Robert S. Binkerd, assistant Chair-
man of the railway executives' ad-
visory committee in session here today,
authorized the announcement that the.
executives were opposed to the exten-
sion of control beyond the twenty-on- e

months fixed by law.
The executives expected to complete

a definite constructive plan for reme-
dial legislation under which the rail-
roads would return to private control.
This plan will be held In confidence
until it is submitted and acted upon
by all American executives at a meet,
lng to be held in Chicago.

County Home 8quabbk.

The location of the proposed new
county home is a subject which has
brought about a misunderstanding be-
tween business men of the city and
tha county commissioners. Charles
L. Mitchell and Horace L Hall, two
of the leading boosters of the project
have intimated that an injunction
against the commissioners may be
asked to prevent them from building
the home on the county farm three
miles north of the city.

Boyd Pollom, one of the commis-
sioners, stated today that he was in
favor of erecting the home on the
present county farm because if it was
close to town it might offer more in-

ducements for inmates to leave and
come to the city Furthermore, he
stated, the 114 acres of ground there
would give ample room for the county
to supply n.ilk; eggs and butter to
the inmates, which would be almost
an impossibility were the county com-
pelled to buy these articles at the pre-
vailing high prices- - Pollon stated
that no promise had ever been made,
to his knowledge, as ;to where the
home would be located. He expressed
the belief that nowhere in Kansas
could a county home be found located
close fo a city.
