“ALL IS PURE BUNK”

Talk of Advocation of Sinking of Ger-
man Fleet by Americans.

Paris, Dec. 21.—The report that the
American commissjioners had decided
to advocate sinking of the surrendered
German flegt Is “pure bunk,” a high
authority informed the United Press
today.
