“Those Sentsnced to Life Imprison-
ment." In condemnation of the ac-
tlon taken hy the Kansas Teachers’
associntion Chiles says:

“We believe any organization ef
peaple who attempt to draw the color
line on poor defenseless children, who
are entitled to an education at the
expense of the tax-pavers, should be
ostracized and not allowed to hold
pogitions us educators.”

Pinet Cites Expericnoe,

Hinet, in his answer, asserts that he
has had.experience which has tnught
him the best thing for the colored pu-
pll is to place him in a school to him-
self. He relntes experiences he had
while superintendent at Chanuts,
where there weahe no separate =chools,
and at Parsons, where thare were
gchools devoled exclusively 1o the ed-
ueation of the celored children,

Chiles intimates in his letter that the
