There was every Indication today
that withln a week Germany's answer
will be known—she will either accept
or reject the revised peace treaty.

This was based on the assumption
that the repl{ to the German counter
proposais will bs submitted Monday
and that the enemy will be given five
days In which to reach a decision. It
is the understanding In the highest
American gquarters that this period
also will Include the three days for
renunciation for the armistics, pro-
vided for in the original terms of that
document.,

If ths Cermans do not accept the
| new oonditions, ths armisticea would
| be declared at an end after the first
| two days, and the allles would be free
Im resume hostilities on Saturday, the

final day, or rejection or accepiance.
Big Filve Hard nt Work.

The council of five continued the
work of editing the revized peace
treaty this morning, at the same time
enabling Baron Mnakino, ths Japanese
rébresentative, to aoquaint himself
with the document, The work !z near-
Iy completed and it is belleved the
treaty will go to the revision commit-
tee lute tonight. It is said that it
will be printed and ready for delivary
to the Germans Monday or Tuesday.
l It is the present plan of the council to
renew consideration of the Austrian
terms Monday. Representatives of
Turkey will be received today. If no
other developments arise President
Wilson probably will make his trip to
Brussels between Wednesday and the
expiration of the German time limit
| Modificatlons Made.
| Some modifications were mads by
| the eounecil yesterday in the labor cov-
enant In the peace treaty.

The existing iabor situation in wa-
rious ecountries ecoupled with clever
German tactics, had result®*d in this
part of the treaty becoming one of the
principal pointa of attack in the coun-
ter proposals. The sijuation caused a
lsngthy discussion which resulted in
certain modifications in the conven-
tion.

The allied reply to the German pro-
| posal=, it developed today, will jay par-
ticular stress upon the character of
the permanent reparations commis-
slon, It will bs explained to the Ger-
mnans that this commission s not a
tyrannieal bBody, but that it will aa-
minlster {ts duties in a spirit of fair-
ness and helpfulness so as to facilitate
Cermany's economic reconstruction.

Chose Short Time.

County Aftormeys Are Mesting
in Hutchinson Today,

Jack Gavell, L. W. W. Leader, Is
Arrested There.

y Hutchinson, Kan., June 14.—County
attorneys from some thirty counties
of Kansas will meet here today with
W. L. Holloway, of Kansas City, Kan,,
assistant Tnited States attorney for
Kansas, and with a representative
from the office of Attorney Geaeral
Richard J.. Hopkins to make plans
for concerted action in c¢onnection
with the threatened Invasion of In-
dustrial Workers of the World into
the Kensas wheat fields .

Reports from many parts of the
wheat belt, to the federml authorities,
indlcate the gathering of persons well
supplied with 1. W. W. Uterature and
membership blanks. One so supplied,
upon his arrest here, gave the name
of Jack Gavell, and admitted he had
been inditted in Chicego in the Hay-
wood group for conspiracy to dsfeat
the esplonage act and the selective
draf: law. Word from Chicago last
night indlcated Gavell was one of the
editors of Solldarity, an L. W. W. pub-~
lication.

Indicative of the number of I. W.
W. coming is a report to tha faderal
nuthorities from Bheriff J. H. Griffin,
of Belleville, Republie ec¢ounty, that
the county jall is filled with persons
held in conaection with the visit of I.
W. W. to the whent fields,

In connection with the plan for con-
certed actlon by tWe county attorneys,
Attorney General Hopkins a few days
ago sant a letter to all county and
city police officers calling thelr atten-
tion 1o ths Inws regarding wvagrancy
and the makifig of threats, mnd lodi-
cated that these lawa would cover
much of the Industrinl Workears of the
World activities, and be available for
eurbing these activities If they inter-
fered in any way with the harvesting
of the wheat crop:

BARE BLACKMAIL PLOT

Big Conspiracy To Extort Money From
Leading Hutchinson Cltizens.

Hutchinzon, June 14—A conspiracy
to extort blackmall from thirty-two
leading citizens of Hutchinson was re-
ported to the aunthorities today by
Charles Coffey,: 2 teamster, who =avs
he ovorheard two men relating de-
talilx. The detactives are trying to lo-
cate the men,

According to Coffey, threats of dy-
namiting and sabotage were to be
used to galn tha ends desired. Those
in the plot had likted the names of
thirty-two leading Hutchinson men,
among them J. R. Baker, Emsrson
Carey, George Gano, president of the
Chamber .of Commerce, and D. A
Moore. Hutchinson seems to be head-
quarters for I. W. W. agitators in this
district, and the authorities are leav-
ing nothing undone to capture the
leaders In any such conspiracy.

ALL IS IN A MIXUP

Salina Bank Crash Causes
Gloom in State House.

Attorney General' and Bank
Commissioner Apari.

SALINA PEOPLE WON'T HELP

i =
Try To Hide Broeker Transac-
tions, It Is Charged.

State Probe Means Loss to
Fund, It Is Declared.

Resentful and bitter becauss Sa-
lina and Saline county peopie have
not taken kiddly to the apparently
premature arrest of Felix Brooker
in connection with the Kansas Stats
bank failure, Maurice McNeifill has
told just whnt he thinks of the situa-
tion. McNeill is agspecinl assigtant at-
torney gensral, and was sent fo Ba-
lina to Investigate some of the records
in the bank fallure.

MeNeill is anxiouk for Baline county
to pay some of the expense of [nvesti-
gating. But Instead of encourage-
ment, MoNeill appears to have run
stralght into opposition. In an inter-
view &t Salina, McNeill admits that
bank  officials, attorneys and the re-
celver in chargs of the case resent
the action of R. J. Hopkinzs, attorney
general, In ;the PBroeker matier. Bul
McNeill calls the atiention of the pub-
lic to the fact.that “the attornsy gen-
eral's office now Includes a different
personnel than in former days"™ This
remark was given In support of claims
of wholesale prosecutions by the at-
torney genaral’'s office.

In the state house thls week there
has been much gloom and sorrow in
connection with the Salina bank case.
Just when It was apparsnt that Felix
Broeker and his assoclates were in &
position to pay over the shortages, At-
torney Genernl Hopkins i= sald 1o have
causpd Broeker's arrest, frightansd
his associates and caused the bank
fund to lose saveral hundred thousand
dollars in funds which would have
been avnliable for payment of short-
ages. It was the plan of Walter E.
Wilson, state bank commiesioner; Col.
Fred Fitzpatrick, receiver; and attor-
neys employed by thes receiver, to get
the money first. Then arrests might
be made.

Hopkins smashed the plans hich
had been so earefully lafid by calsing
the l=suance of 4 warrant {or Broeker.
Then Hopkins gave A long interview
to the newspapers.

MeNeill Tells of Attitnde,

Cut at Salina this wesak, McNelll Is
trying to overcome the ool and slight-
Iy unfriendly =sttitude of the people
of the communily. In an interview he
suid:

“Thera arée so many peaopla hers sewed
up ln some direet or remote way with the
Fellx Droeker ‘ransactivns that they may
they ¢ 10t el anything swithout jeopnr-
dizing thelr intergats. whetber persoual or
business,™ Mr. McNelll sald today.

We Intend
te g0 back to transactions In the Gilobe
Life Insurince buslness, as well as iuto
affaire of the old Traders' State Bank.

“Hank officlals, recelvers, sttorners and
many others have been bitterly resentful
becauss of the rtecent arrest in Kapsas
Clty of Fellx Broeker Mr. MeNeill sald,
“which Is another hlndr‘nw to our efforts
at prosscuting the case. 1 realize that
!k'a‘-pte here have some gronuds for doubt-
ng the prosecution, bul the attoruey gen-
eral’s office now incindes n different per-
somnel than In former dayse. We had re-
fied on Salina amd Sallne county people
to help ue with the securing of evidence,
thinking that if evidence could be secured
enywhers It woulldl be here. The attitude
we enconnter fs a surprise snd a disap-
pointment. '
