A national
viewpoint on woman clubdom ma giv-
en at the twenty-fir- st annual conven-
tion of the Third District Federation
of Women's Clubs hers today by Mrs.
jH. O. Garvey of Topeka, te pres-
ident and present Kansas secretary of
the national federation; Mrs. Garvey
discussed the biennial convention of
the national federation to be held in
Des Moines, la., next spring;. Kansas
clubs will be represented at the con-
vention by eight delegates one from
each district and Mrs. Garvey urged
that because of the proximity of the
next national convention a large num-
ber of Kansas club women should at-
tend. At each of the district club fed-
eration meetings this fall a delegate
and alternate to the national conven-
tion Is elected.
2 Pointing out that the trend of wo-
man club work in recent years has
been to break away largely from its
former bounds of literature and art,
Mrs. Garvey said the club women in
every state as well as Kansas are

a generous share of their ef-
forts to civic and welfare work. The
latest departure, she stated, recently
was announced in a circular from the
national secretary, advocating that
club women In each state conduct an
organized anti-fir- e crusade. This cam-paig- n

is to embrace not only removal
of fire risks in the home, but in pub-
lic buildings as well. Especially is it
urged that the club women inspect
choolhuses and see that they are

adequately provided with fire protec-
tion facilities and that the children are
trained in fire drills.

hinder the corn crop. Thru the cen-
tral third of the state corn is almost a
failure. Some counties in the north-
east bave a fair crop and sone in
the northwest a very good crop. Prac-
tically all the crop is well matured tho
light In those sections of the state
where the summer drouth was very
severe and long continued.

Oats Yield.
. Preliminary estimate shows an aver

age yield of 28 bushels of oats this
year as compared with 22 bushels in
1918 and 31 bushels in 1917. The
1919 production will amount to

bushels as compared with
bushels in 1918. 70,804,000 in

1917, and 45,524.000 bushels the ten
year average. The ten year average
yield has been 26 bushels per acre.
The quality of this year's .crop is very
fair, being rated at 86; 100 repre-
senting a high medium grade. Oats
are much lighter in the eastern third
of the state than elsewhere.

To this years crop of 144,807,000
bushels of Kansas' winter wheat a to-

tal of 279,000 bushels of spring wheat
is to be added. This spring wheat rep
resents an average yield of 9.3 bushelsper acre on 30,000 acres grown largely
in the northwest, altho a scattering
acreage is found thruout the state. No
estimate as to the acreage of winter
wheat to be seeded this fall will be
taken until December 1st after drilling
is completed. From present outlook a
much reduced acreage is to be antici-
pated. In the rectangle formed in
the southern part of Kansas by a north
and south line thru Dodge City and an
east and west line thru McPherson, it
is quite generally too dry to permit of
seeding and preparation for seeding.
There is some exception in the north-
western portion of this rectangle.
Elsewhere in the state moisture ranges
from ample to abundant and seeding
is being pushed to the maximum altho
the average seeding date is very late.
It looks as tho the state would seed at
least 35 less than last year's phe-
nomenal record acreage. Some coun-
ties will not seed half so much as in
1918.

Kansas this year broke all her past
record in barley production. Althothe acreage was less than In either
1917 or 1918, the yield per acre Is
estimated at 27 bushels this year,
which is the largest yield per acre
recorded in the past 15 years with the
exception of 1915 when the yield was
31 bushels. This year's yield is almost
double the ten year average yield of
14.1 bushels, and the 1919 production
of 14,499,000 bushels Is three times
the ten year average production of
4,690,000 bushels.

Sorghum Crops.
Kafir, milo and feterlta came un to

harvest with a promise of 80 per cent
01 a normal crop. The sorghum crops,
both grain and saccharine, have sel
dom reached as generally satisfactory
maturity In the state. Even in theextreme northwest connties nearly"
every variety nas matured grain with-
out frost damage. A crop of 27,514,-00- 0

bushels is forecasted this year.
The average production of the last
four years has been 21,490,000 bush-
els. The record, grain sorghum year
in Kansas was 1915 with 35,100.000
bushels. Harvest has been pushed In
the past two weeks and an earlier com-
pletion is promised than for severalyears.

This year 80,000 acres was devotedto broom corn which supplied a yield
of 334 lbs. per acre with a total pro-
duction of 3,340 tons. The year 1917
produced the record crop of 9.300 tons
on 62,000 acres. In 1918, 58.000 acres
produced 8,500 tons, but the broom
corn market broke and the spring of
1919 saw a big carry over still on
farms with few buyers because thecrop was only mediocre is quality. A
66 per cent reduction in acreage was
the result this year. This year's crop
shows a better quality of brush witha larger per cent of hurl than lastyear.
