WANTS NEW LOAN

Gloss Wants Congress to Give $150,-000,0-

for Eoropeun Belief.
..Washington, Jan. 12. A request by

Secretary of tne Treasury Glass that
congress grant authority for additional
credit loans for European food relief,
amounting to 1150,000.000 today was
before the house ways and means
committees. Before taking action the
committee arranged to discuss with
Herbert Hoover .the general situation
abroad.

The money sought would be used
for relief chiefly in Austria and Po-

land where many thousand of persons
are reported to be facing death from
starvation. Under Secretary Glass's
plan the loan would be advanced by
the grain corporation out of 'the bil-

lion dollar wheat guaranty fund and
would be used to establish credits in
this country. Some form of securities
would be obtained from the borrow-
ing countries.

Doubts of the reality of peace be-

hind the formal act of ratification are
expressed by the Daily News. "'

'There is not a nation which can-

not. if it wishes, manufacture new
jerievancea out of the settlement to
trouble the peace of the world," It
says. "Occasions of offense are so
numerous they obscure the very fact
of peace."- -

The News admits the possibility
that the present situation may lead
to a more real peace "than to the
more rbudly heralded millennium."
t "Are we near peace?" asked the
Graphic. It adds that nobody can an-
swer this question with a hopeful af-
firmative, and cites the present in-

dustrial unrest, the troubled state of
3ndla, Egypt and Ireland, and the "so-
cialist conspiracy to destroy by re-
lentless eiass warfare the whole exist-
ing structure of society."

Ieagna Plan Hampered.
The Chronicle expresses the hope

that allied governments will imme-
diately go ahead with the league, but
questions whether Great Britain,
.France and Italy without the support
of America can assume a position to
act as dictators to the rest of Europe
adding: ''America's concurrence would
have made a great moral difference."

Pershing" laughed as much at the
story as any one present.

General Pershing stood up on a
chair. That Jhff tone nf this second
talk was to be different was vfsible at
once. . It was soldier to soldier, buddy
to buddy, a talk among men who un-
derstood each other. He announced
that he had observed that it appeared
the intention of men to
make him do all the talking, possibly
to get even with him for things that
had not exactly suited them.

"The common service draws men
together," Pershing stated. lf it be
in a great cause, such as the' war for
humanity, ie- results In a perfect unity
between the - men who shared their
experiences and dangers in common.

"I have a high regard for the Kan-
sas troops. No state sept a more ef-
ficient or splendid body of yourag men
into the war. It Is a source of grati-
tude and congratulation how the Kan-sa-

performed in battle and how they
gained thier objectives without fail."

He mentioned" the Eighty-Nint- h and
Thirty-Fift- h divisions and expressed a
high regard for their efficiency.

IiOglon Creed Americanism.
5 General Pershing said the creed of

the American Legion contained every-
thing worth while to an American n.

He expressed the hope that
every man entitled to membership
would see fit to join at once. He
pointed out the necessity of taking a
firm stand during this period of uni-
versal unrest. '

Demonstrating pure Americanism.
General Pershing declared, "I am a
strong advocate of the principle that
every man, woman and child who lives
under the protection of the American
flag be compelled to speak our lan-
guage. .' If they can't be taught Amer-
ican Ideals then send them away
from this country."

In closing the general lapsed from
the serious and told a few funny in-

cidents how in a town in Georgia,
when he talked to some of the natrves
from the back of a train, they told
him if he would could to their town
they would make him a colonel. Then
how a Michigan Legion post had con-

ferred upon him the title he thought
the most of "Buddy."

"I guess I'm Just an ordinary Mis-

souri 'Buddy,' " said the generaU. "but
the two states are so close together I
feel I am a Kansas 'Buddy,' too."

Kemper Defends His Price list Will
Stake New One.

W. H. Kemper, chairman of the
county zair price committee, has con
eluded that his committee was not
so far wrong in its price fixing activ
ities, criticisms and injunctions to the
contrary notwithstanding. In a state
ment Issued by nim today, the fair
price head said that the percentage of
fair profit on groceries arrived at was
26. per cent, while thst figured by
one of the largest Topeka grocers was
27.7 pet" cent. This is taken by Kemper as an Indication, that the com-
mittee was not so "ignorant and in
competent' as some people claimed.

Kemper's statement today follows

received in tile questionoaipe sent to by
the tTocers. the fair nrice committee con
cluded that 2.ti per cent profit on tbe cot
price was riKlit' It is refreahing to note
toac one or tne msgest grocery mervBHnia
had figured it to be ST.? per cent Still
some people Insist that the committee is
lirnnnint and 4neomnetent.

private personal right, became a pub-
lic matter and duelling was stopped in
the interest of the public. Time was
when a quarrel between a slave and
his master was a private matter and
the master haji private rights with his
slave. That was stopped. Time was
when a man's money invested in bank
stocks ob railroads was considered
private money. It was considered an
infringement of private rights to Inter-
fere with that money, but government
affected all money invested in banks
and public utilities with public inter-
ests and regulated and controlled that
money in the interest of the public
and took away personal rights for the
private good.

For Safety of Public.
"The pirate's right was once a pri-

vate rightbut that right was removed
for the public good, and now when la-
bor and capital engage In - a brawl
which threatens dally processes of civ-
ilization, we are taking away the right
to that brawl and saying the quarrel
must be settled in public interest.

"Now, the chief interest which the
public has in this quarrel between
labor and capital is the interest of jus-- ,
tice to each. "Government demands
that every man participating In gov-
ernment shall do so intelligently. To
do so intelligently he must have time
and opportunity in his youth for an
education; leisure in his manhood for
information and reflection and steady
employment to teach him habits of
thrift and give him a stake in the
country.

"The public in establishing ' wages
will be interested, not in labor as a
commodity but in labor as a citizen,
and in ten years the labor unions will
look back to this step of the Kansas
legislature as the day that heralded
the emancipation of American labor.
The public is interested in capital
chiefly, to see that capital gets Justice,
that it has a fair return and a profit
sufficiently large to encourage enter-
prise, which is our God-give- n gift r
the gift which distinguishes America
from all the world, and by trusting to
the public, that is to say. trusting to
the organized forces Of society in gov-
ernment, to adjudicate wages, capital
will find a just and equitable bureau,
or oourt, or commission, or what you
will, and Iri ten years capital will re-
gard this day as the beginning of a
new era in its organization. We are
not trying to throttle capital and la-
bor in Kansas, but to emancipate them
from their own stranglehold upon each
other, and to establish an equitable
and living relation between them."

Urges Consideration Capital.
" Doctor Kulp urged that rights of

capital as well as organized labor must
be considered in the new legislation.
He stated that combinations of wealth
were necessary In the .nation and that
rights of labor unions and collective
bargaining, as well as the right to quit
workeven the strike Itself must be
recognized, in many instances.

"But if the state possesses the right
to conserve the morals of her people,"
said Doctor Kulp, "there must be
somewhere the right and power to
protect the community as a whole. If
that is not true, there is no govern-
ment in Kansas. If that Is not true,
you are adjourned go home. If such
law is not constitutional, then in God's
name, let's do the thing we have al-

ways done make a constitution that
meets our demands and our needs.
Our rights as a people can always be,
conserved and will he conseved now.

"I believe in the Tight of an individ-
ual to quit work. I believe in his right
to counsel with another man or sev-re- al

men to quit work. But is there
no limitation to this right? There
must be a limit somewhere. When
that right is assumed by agreement,
there must be somewhere a social
limitation.

"We have the right of free speech
and plenty of it. But in certain

there is a limit. These rights
cease when they conflict with the
rights of the public as a whole. If
not, there is no government. The
right to destroy things is no right. '

"If we haven't the right and the
power to prevent strikes being made
Instruments to start revolution, we
haven't the right to defend our gov-
ernment, I believe this bill defines
the point correctly and that with Ha
adoption will come requests from
labor interests not covered in Its pres-
ent provisions to come under its gen-
eral scope."

May Pass It This Week.
Kansas legislators today started the

second week of the special session
with determination to send the indus-
trial court bill to Governor Allen for
his signature before Saturday night.
Discussion of the bill was resumed in
the house at 10 o'clock this morning.

Legislative Interest in Kansas is cen-
tered in the final passage of the labor
court measure with its provisions
seeking to prevent strikes and lock-
outs. So far speeches before the joint
sessions have received most careful
attention, but have changed few if any
votes. Both houses, it is bellved, will
pass the bill by safe margins. Once the
court measure is out of the way, the
legislators will prepare to start for
home.

It is today apparent that the senate
may get down to consideration of pro-
visions of the court bill almost as sopn
as the 1 juse. While numerous speak-
ers have been before the sessions In
the houss, the senate judiciary com-
mittee has been whipping together
various proposals for changes in the
bllE" The bill will be reported back
to the upper house Tuesday or
Wednesday. Discussion of Its provi-
sions wilt be taken up immediately.
Senate leaders believe the bill can be
passed before the end of the week.

In that event it
may not reach Governor Allen's desk
until some time next week. Should,
