Plac-
ing his own aulomoblle crosswise In
ihe strest, Bain persunded ths crowd
to return to Lexington, thirty miles
away, A few overenthusiastic mem-
bers of the mob were arrested but re-
jensed when they agreed to return.

Feb. 9.—Appeals
have been received by Governor Mor-
row that troops be se#nt immediately to
Lexington to quell tha riots thegg-and
bring quist to the disturbed ccm-
munity, as well as to protect theé con-
victed nogro.
