The nction was hrought by W,
MeRKeever and J. B, Larimer, attorneys,
in the name of the Kansas Amusemen)
company owned by L. M. and Roy
Crawlford. It clted the caxe of thwe
Novelty theater only, but involved all
theaters in the city.: It was sallegnd
that the cloging order of the eity health
hoard was dlscrimatory, unjust and
unjconstitutional th that it clozed only
theaters, schools, ~hurches and simi-
lar gatherings whils the Santa TFe
shops, offices. the department stores,
the street cars anl other inatitutions
where largs crowds congregate were
allowed te go unmolested.
