vacant property to build houses on It.
3'robably money could not be spent in
any way that would be more benefi-
cial to the progress and welfare of the
city. Our population has about
reached its limit unless we can pro-vid- e

shelter for those who desire to
locate here. Kvry apartment house
has a lung Touting lit of applicants
in face of the fact that rents have
been advancing steadily. Prices of
vacant property are low and there
never was a time when inducements
to build were so great. An offer of a
bonus might induce action.

An investigation of the railroad ad-

ministration for its failure to provide
sufficient cars for the transportation
of livestock and other farm products
is contemplated under the terms of a
resolution introduced by Senator
Gronna of North Dakota. Why has
the senator waited until the roads are
about to pass out of the hands of the
government? There has been . a
shortage oj cars ever since Uncle Sam
took over the roads. No purpose, un-

less it be political, could be served by
starting an investigation at this time.

cepted as a fair indication of prosp-

erity-! not merely the prosperity of
normal business, but the extraordinary
prosperity that leads to indulgence In
luxury.

It is the belief
not only of many wage earners, but
plso of many who style themselves
'advanced thinlter" that if. the ni

or industry were more equitably
divided the wage earner would receive
this large increase in wages.

A writer in Leslie's has been com-

piling figures cm this subject and
finds that according to the report on
incomes made by the secretary of the
treasury of the XTnited States, the
number of persons in 1917 who had
for the year an Income of $3,000 or
over was 3325. Their total income
in excess of 3,00d per Individual, he
reports as $6.145.99,87J. Now, If all
this income in excessof $3,000 per in-

dividual had been taken away from its
recipients and divided pro rata among
all the 110,000,000 inhabitants of the
United States without any regard to
any possible difference among them
of services rendered to society, each
individual would have received $61.
In other words, if in 1917, a year of
great prosperity and war profits, all
individual incomes in excess fit S3, 000
had been divided, so that neither Mr.
Rockefeller nor any one else had had
an Income of over $3,000 there woul l
have been only $61 per capita to be
divided.

It might well be said that the divi-

sion should not be made among all
but only among wage earners. Fol-
lowing this line of thought we find,
says this writer, that according to the
census of 1910, 41.5 per cent of the
population of the United States was
engaged in "gainful occupations."
This was an increase of 3.2 per cent
over the percentage in 1900. It is
commonly acknowledged that since
1910 there has been a further increase
in the percentage of those engaged in
occupations. Using, however, the per-
centage of 1910, namely. 41.5 per cent,
we find that the equal division among
all "engaged Jn gainful occupations"
of all surplus Income over and above
$3,000 received by any individual dur-
ing the year 1917 would have resulted
in the ciivislon of approximately $147
par wage earner.

if this division of income were made
all pt ssibilities in this direction woujd
have been exhausted, and after the
small increase was obtained by the
wae earner, a resulting loss in pro-

duction thru the killing of the reward
of initiative and unusual ability might
prevent the maintenance of the in-

crease. After the division was made,
if the amount divided were used for
living expenses, there would also be a
decrease in the amount of capital
available for equipment to increase
production.

All of this goes to show that after
the wage earner had spent his $147 he
would be worse off than he was before
he received it and we would be under
the necessity of starting all over again.

HOOVER'S INDEPENDENCE.
In his statementto the press, de-

claring himself an independent in pol-

itics. Mr. Hoover is entirely within his
rights as a citizen, and he has a large
comradeship. Mr. Hoover says that
he believe in parties two and no
more. He proposes to wait until the
party "managers" make the platforms
and then determine which he will
support. But unless Mr. Hoover par-
ticipate: in the making of one or the
other platform, he 'may find that
neither is built to his liking.

Under the party system which has
been built up in this country, and
which Mr. Hoover and most other peo-

ple agree to be necessary, the members
of the two parties hold primaries for
the selection of delegates to county
conventions; these delegates select
delegates to state conventions, and the
state conventions select delegates to
national conventions, except that in
some .states where the direct primary
system has been most extensively de
veloped, the national delegates are
chosen by direct vote. But in all the
states the principle of representative
government has been adopted in party
management. Jt a man believe in
parties, is It not just as much his duty
to participate -- in party organization
and party management as it is to par-
ticipate in a gei eral election? If he
believe in parties, how can he consist-
ently decry the results of party man-
agement if he refuse to help shape the
party policies?

The only apparent excuse for Mr.
Hoover's position seems to be that
he feels that he is being pursued by
a presidential nomination and desires
to know for what he will be expected
to stand before surrendering to either
party. It would be awkward to be
forced to refuse a nomination after
it had been tendered. This was done,
however, in Kansas by the late Judge
Tolin Martin.

On that occasion, when the state
Democrat convention assembled, no-
body but Martin was thought of in
connection with the nomination for
governor. The program was carried
out, and he was duly nominated, but
when he was brought in by a commit-
tee to make of acceptance he
declined the licior on the ground that
he platform ul jiot suit him. Geo.
V. Click was then nominated on the

same platform and was subsequently
' elected- -

"Stoue walla do not a prison 'make.Nor iron bars a .cage."
This would be an opportune occa-

sion to recall the great souls who tri-
umphed over bondage Daniel, Peter,
Paul,- - John the Beloved. John Bunyan,
Samuel , Rutherford at Aberdeen:
what a fragrance of faith has filled
the centuries from their prisons.
Whenever we sing "The sands of timeare sinking," with its refrain. "In

Land," we should recall that
it is only an echo from Rutherford'sseagirt prison.

Most of us are shut in by some sort
of Imprisonment or other; some of us
settle down to the deadened life of
convicts; whereas God means us to
be free. In spirit. If not in body. Only
a morbid soul can delight in bars.
Resignation is not the first of the
Christian virtues; it belongs far downon the scale of faith, below courage
and initiative and diligence. Tou may
be sure that Peter was the sort who
did not stop to argue with the angel
about the spiritual benefits of im-
prisonment; he was ready to go freeat the firSt touch of the angel's hand.
The obedience and of
Peter with the angel was fairly mili-
tary.

A Man as an Angel.
At the time of the famous

"conspiracy case." when one hundred
and twenty-fiv- e Korean Christians
were in prison, a Korean missionary
was at dinner in the home of an
American newspaper man. She re-- 1

counted the whole story vividly, and
then said, with some degree of con-
cern, "And, do you know, those simple--

minded believers really expect
that God will send an angel, to open
their prison doors, just as he did for;
Feter."

That evening, upon retiring, the
newspaper man said to his wife.

That Incident Illustrates the prin-
ciple made clear in the lesson story,
that God never sends & celestial angel
to do what a human servant can as
well accomplish. The angel left Peter
as soon as the otherwise insurmounta-
ble barriers were passed. God never
docs supematurally what man may do
of hin own powers.
