A minority report, filed by William
8, Evans, one of the thirteen mem-
hers of the commiliee, asgerts that
while the fiva Soclalists have been
proven disloyal, the asseambly has no
constifutional right to prescribe loyal-
ty a= a test of eligibliity for its meém-
bern, and urges titht they be reseated.

Reghrding evidence lending o show
'the Beclalist party i= a rev lutionarcy
body, Evans says: “We cannot Iry
and nuqult or convict the Socjallst
party.”

The majority report recommends
1 that the assembly vole to declars va-
cant the seats of the five men—Aust
Claessens, Louls Waldman, Charles
Solomon, Samuel A, Dewltt and Bam-
uet Orr, It holds that all charges
made against them on the opening
day of tha session have been fully sus-
tained: that the Sociallst party has
béen proven to advoeate foree and vio-
lence for overthrow of the United
States government.- and - that the
American Bocillsts are in- full -accord
and sympathy with the Russian soviet
government, 2

Further, the majority report urges
lagisintion which would in effect, pro-
vént the Socialist party from occupy-
ing a place on the officlal balIPl.

This recommendation reads:

Indict Whole Parly,

or the milftis, the report declares |t
“is part of thHa plan of the Socialist
parts to destroy the existing form of
gsovernment and substitute the gov-
ernment of the proletariat, aa Tully
appears hy. theiy propagondas.’”

Contlnuing, the report says: *““Thore
Iz butl ona inference from the position
of the Socinlists ip relation to military
and naval appropriations and war.
They would reénder tha country and
government helpiess agninst all ene-
mies. so that it would he halpless
dgninst them, thes enemies of estabe
lished order.”

Sccond Dissenting Opinlon,
