Washington, Dec 31. Approxi
mately sixty million dollars will be
squandered in merrymaking celebra-
tions of New Year's eve tonight if
the nation rung true to form as shown
In government reports of other years.

vProbably ten million men, youths
ahd young women, will spend the eve-
ning at theaters, hotels, cabarets,
dance halls and other public places
whose proprietors are banking on to-
night's gate receipts to pull them thru
a financially dull December.

The government, however, will coin
money in consumption taxes on the
national revel in all cases except
liquor consumption. Tax receipts on
admissions to theaters and cabarets
are expected to net the government
at least 8500,000 for the evening, or
16 per cent of the sum spent for this
purpose.

Dinners and parties will account for
an expenditure of probably 150,000,-00- 0,

It was believed. Bootleggers have
been unusually active during the last
few weeks, according to reports from
prohibition agents and police of big
cities.

Presentation of permits for the
withdrawal of liquor from bond have
increased, in the last few days. The
permits stipulate that liquor withr
drawn from warehouses must he used
for purposes only, but
prohibition officials admit much of it
will be used as beverages.

a longshoremen's strike In Galveston,
wherein the governor established mar-
tial law for "protection, pf non-unio- n

workers." J
- The industrial commission bill pro-
vides that the governor shall appoint
a commission of five to pTpbe any disr
pute arising between employers and
emnloyes.

The special legislative session cre-
ating the measures adjourned October
2 and the bills as passed Were stipu-
lated to become" effective ninety days
afterwards. .
