"EAGLE" HAS A BIRTHDAY.

"Wichita Paper Has Been Established
for Fifty Years In State.

Wichita. Kan.. April 1 2. The
TVichita Daily Eagle is fifty years old
today. The half-centu- mark is
passed quietly by the Eagle, with only
brief editorial mention of the signifi-
cance of the date, and a miniature
reproduction of the first page of the
paper that was printed half a cen-
tury ago.

Col. Marsh Mitrdock unloaded a
hand rress and some type from a
wagon at what is now the corner of
Main and Second streets, in the littieoutpost called Wichita, in April. 1ST2.
At once he went to work with his
type, and on the morning of the 12th
he produced the first copy of the
Eagle, which he called, out of def-
erence to the future greatness of
Wichita. "The Wichita City Eagle."
The. "C.ty" was dropped when Wich-
ita actually became a town.

Victor Murdock. afterwards con-
gressman from his district and atpresent a member of the federal trade
commission and editor-in-chi- of theEagle, was a baby when the first copy
of the Eagle was struck off. and Mar-cell-

M. Murdock. his brother, thepresent publisher, was not born.
The Eagle continued as a weekly

until IS 84. when it appeared as a
daily. Marsh Murdock edited the pa-
per until his dath in 1908.

The paper has had the Associated
Prss service since 1895 and the As-
sociated Press leased wire since 1901.
