SHIPPING BOARD IH THE AIR

Disadvantage In Building Up
the Merchant Marine.

Pass Up American Ii
'Foreign Threat.

London, Oct. 7. Foreign shipping
companies may cease to call at New
York and other United States porta
because of the ruling of Attorney Gen
era'l Harry M. Daugherty at Wash
ington 'that no ships carrying liquor
may enter the three-mil- e limit off the
American coast, it was reported hers
today.

Halifax or some other . Canadian
port may be substituted for New
York, Boston or Philadelphia.

At the foreign office. It was stated,
that the American ruling was "in ac-
cordance with international law and
perfectly ccrrct and logical in a le-
gal sense." but foreign office officials
laconically commented:

"It win be ft long Journey for Amer-
ican tourists to go to Halifax."

Government Jo Enforce Order.
Washington, Oct. 7. The executive

branch of the government was pro-
ceeding to the immediate enforcement
today of the interpretation of the pro-
hibition amendment arrfi the enforee'
ment act by the legal branch as pro-
hibiting the transportation or sale ot
liquor on American vessels ?herever
operated and the presence f liquor
on foreign ships anywhere within
Americaa territorial waters, acting on
orders Issued by President Harding
immediately after publication yester-
day of the oplniort handed down, by
thedepartment of Justice.

Chairman Lasker of the shipping
board was moving to stop at once the
sale or transportation ot liquor on
government ships while"- - Secretary
Mellon was proceeding to give due no-
tice to private owners, the prohibition
as to both', to take effect at once, or
as sooh as vessels reached home ports.
The treasury secretary also was
charged with the formulation of regu-
lations for'the enforcement as to for-
eign ships, to begin as soon as such
regulations can be promulgated.

Take Vp Foreign Ships Next.
The next development awaited .in

the situation as foreseen by both At-
torney General Eaugherty and Chair-
man Lasker, was a move by foreign
lines to secure a final determination
in the courts of the application of
American dry laws to foreign ships
entering American territorial waters.
In the opinion these were construed
to include waters not only within the
three-mil- e limit of continental United
States, but also of the Philippines, the
Hawaiian Islands, Porto Rico, the
Virgin Islands and Alaska, the (Pan-Americ-

canal xone being exempted
because ot its specific exemplification
in the enforcement statute itself.

With the government already ad-
vised that ase is to be filed which
would bring the issue as to foreign
ships to the supreme court, Chairman
Lasker was of the opinion that the
foreign lines would first seek to re-
strain enforcement of the law by an
injunction which he states it was rea-
sonable to suppose the courts would
grant.

- Disadvantage to 17. B. Ships.
Mr. Lasker foresaw not only a Stay

of enforcement as to foreign ships by
this course but also expressed the
opinion that regardless of the decision
of the supreme court, American ships
would be placed at a permanht disad-
vantage, citing as an illustration that
even tho the interpretation as to for-
eign ships was upheld, it would notprevent their selling liquor up to the
thfee-mil- e limit, where remaining
stocks could bo dumped over board. -

Tho shipping board chairman
further expressed the opinion that the
enforcement would undoubtedly ham-
per the board's efforts to build up
American shipping to the Orient and
South America. The disadvantages
which he believed would result to the
American merchant marine would
make more necessary, he said, enact-
ment of the ship subsidy bill if the
American flag was to stay on the
high seas.

Ordered to Give Up Uqnor.
Masters of --shipping board vessels

Were ordered today by Chairman Las-
ker by direction ot the president and
in accordance with Attorney General
Daugherty's liquor opinion, to remove
and surrender to treasury department
officials all intoxicating liquors aboard
suri ships.

The order, which applies to govern-
ment ships operated Py the board and
under charter to private concerns, be-
came effective immediately with re-
spect to vessels in American ports and
will be made effective on those at rea
and in foreign ports upon their arri-
val at American ports.

o'clock oh Friday," when he hoped
to receivfe an answer from theallies'
accepting his conditions.

This time limit, as stated, was sub-
sequently extended. It is thought here
resumption of the conference may
await the result of Foreir Secretary
Curion's conversations in Paris with
the French premier.

British to Quit Rhine?
A sensation has been caused by a

letter from Andrew Bonar Law, up-
holding the British government's at-
titude in the near eastern crisis, which
!s "given conspicuous publicity in all
London newspapers today. The pro-
nouncement is widely held to be
equivalent to a direct enreat to withdraw

the British trpops frem the
Rhine and completely terminate the
entente unless France comes into line
with the British policy in the near
eaet.

B.mar Law's position as potential
head of a potential conservative gov-
ernment in the near future and his in
timate relations with several of the.
present cabinet ministers are regard-
ed as giving his views special weight.

Indeed, it is surmised that the cab-
inet members, especially Lloyd George
and Colonial Secretary Churchill had
something more than mere previous
knowledge of the launching ofthls
utterance at the moment of Foreign
Secretary Curzon's mission to Paris.

The Daily Express says that Bonar
Law's intervention has "saved the
country from war." for which thfc
British public owes mm a debt of
gratitude.

Has the Saltan Quit?
A report that Sultan Mohammed Vl

of Turkey had abdicated was received
thia afternoon by the Russian delega-
tion here in a wireless dispatch from
Moscow. There is no confirmation of
tha report, but Moscow is believed to
be in close communication with Con-
stantinople,

Since the successful campaign of
the Turkish nationalist army against
the Greeks there have been several
reports of the abdication of the sul-
tan. In reply to these reports he de-
clared in a letter to a friend on Sep-
tember 0:

"I shall continue to discharge my
holy duties until the end. When the
nationalists enter Constantinople I
shall have something to say to them."

Nevertheless press dispatches have
continued to intimate nis intention of
