Investigation Under Way,

Investigationse ware put under way

Comparatively little property dame-

Conductor Among Dead,

Conductor William Campsey, of
Houston, and News Dealer M. Clark,
of Houston, were the two white men
who dled Inst night. Others cooked Lo
death on the spot ware five negroes.

The seven met denth when 4 tTwo-
Inch steam pips. torn loose from the
aylinder head by the colilvlon swept
