In Connecticut, according to tho Scientific
American, while tho natural oyster beds remain
freelo all comers, the remainder may be sold
to private individuals. Outside tho shore lino
the State's oyster commission have in their
charge some 309,000 acres of water territory
suitable for the cultivation of the bivalve. It
is their business to map it out and iesipnato to
applicants the portions survey ed for the pur-
pose of actual cultivation. The price is $1.10
per acre, tor which a deed of permanent posses-

sion is given. Should the purchaser fail in fivo
years io cultivate his " iarm," it is forfeited to
the State. Mr. H. C. Howe, of Fair Haven, now
controls between 10,000 and 11,000 acres of
oyster ground, and lias it all stated off with
buoys, so that lie can go from one field to
another sis & gardener does from patch to patch.
Other persons have farms ranging from 2,000 to
6,009 acres. With the modern appliances for
drafting, a thousand bushels per day can bo
obtained from grounds 25 or even 50 feet be-

neath the fcurfece. That the idea of hatching
and planting oysters is not an unsound one
there is much evidence to show. During tho
present year, says the Scientific American, Lieu-
tenant Winsiow has been able to reduce the
period of hatching from six to two or three
days, and has been engaged in. Connecticut
waters in exiwrinienting to devise a method of
ra&uig oysters artificially that would bo of
practical value. His process is to cut the parent
oyRtens up witfc. knives at the breeding season,
and tibe ejrgs and fertilizing fluid are mixed in
glassware. Each female oyster is estimated to
contain from one to ten million eggs, half of
wkich, it is hoped, will by the artificial process
be vitalised. Each five gallon plauting-ca- n

employed by Lieutenant YTiuslow is thought to
contain about iifry million young oysters. The
can is lowered to the spot at which it is desired
that the oysters shall attach themselves, and
titerc ojMwod.

The stateiu-- nt of the business of all lines of
the Penasylvnaia Railroad Company east of
Pittsburg sad Frie for February, 1S3, as com-
pared with the same month in 1832, shows an
increase in gross earnings of an in-
crease in expenses of $14e,392, an increase in
net oarniags of 237,073.

Perhaps the largest transaction in cattle ever
madein thiscountry was effected at Fort Worth,
Texas, last Saturday, the sale being of 75,000
head of full-grow- n cattle by the lkards and
Harold Brothers to the Franklin Land and
Ca&je Company of New York, composed of
Charles G. Franoklyii, Frank G. Brown, presi-
dent of the Bassick mines, Colorado, and B. B.
Groom fc Son, of Lexington, Ky., extensive
breeders and importers of short-Lor- n cattle.
The price paid is kept private, bat the figures
are understood to be baut $25 per head, which
would aggregate about $2,000,000.

The Pennsylvania State board of property
rendered an important decision on the 21st
inst. in a land case in Butler county, which in-
volved the title to thirty-eig-ht acres of valua-
ble oil bearing soil. The Forest Oil Company,
whichisanoflshoot of the Standard, laid claim
to the property, and fought the Purviance heirs,
the alleged rightful heirs. There are two wells
on the tract, one producing 300 barrels and tho
other 50 barrels per diem. The patent to the
land --was so-d- ay issued to the heirs. There
re eight heirs, and the land, as it stands un-

developed, is estimated to be worth $300,000.
The Philadelphia common council on Satur-

day passed an ordinance instructing the city
sohoteTto bring suit upon the $20,000 bond of
stw Mutual Union Telgraph Company, and the
superintendent of the police and fire alarm tele-
graph to take possession of its wires and fix-
tures ia that dry. The suit will be based upon
the consolidation of the Mutual Union and
Western Union Companies. The bond and
privileges of the former company are alleged to
br forfeitable upon consolidation witb any com-
peting line.

Diqpetchas from various points in the inte-
rior Of California state that there has been
quite a Jail of rain, which greatly enhances the
crop prospects.

The Sad Fate of a Weather Prophet.

The career of Wiggins calls to mind the pun-
ishment which Dean Swift and some of his
friends inflicted upon a weather-prophesyin- g

impostor in Queen Anne's time, known as
Partridge, the almanac maker Partridge started
In life as a shoemaker; but he soon left that
for the more profitable and less laborious pur-
suits of quack, pi out, and humbug generally.
His pretensions imposed on credulous people
aud his almanacs were bought by tho thou-
sands. To show wliat sorry quacks Wiggins
aud Venuor are, notwithstanding the lapse of
two centuries, duriug which the art of hum-
bugging has been developed immensely, they
have not improved in the least on Partridge's
system. He, just as they, foretold storms in
March and December, showers in April, hot
weather, in August, aud frosts in November,
and made as loud boasts as if a hit was made.

Swift became disgusted at Partridge's pre
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tensions, and determined to put him down.
Walking around London one day, he noticed
over smith's ahop the sign, "Isaac Bicker-staff- ."

It struck his fancy, and he stored it in
his memory for future use. In January, 1703,
Partridge came out with his almanac us usual.
A few weeks afterward London was astonished
by the publication of a small sheet which pur-
ported to contain the predictions of Isaac Bicker-staf- f,

astrologer. It made a profound sensation,
and the sale was great. Instead of the vague and
indefinite hints at futurity which Partridge's
almanacs contained, it foretold foreign and
domestic events with tho greatest particularity,
giving even the hour of the day when deaths
of famous men, great victories and defeats
should occurr. But one statement created the
most talk; for at 11 o'clock on tho 29 fch ofMarch
it was predicted that Partridge, tho almanac
maker, would die. Partridge himself stoutly
denied its truth ; but it was of no use. On the
30th of March another pamphlet came outgiv-
ing a circumstantial account of his death, after
a sincere repentance of his sins and a confes-
sion of the worthlcssn ess ofhis almanac. Every-
body believed ho was dead, and Partridge was
never able to convince the public that he was
still alive. It broke up his business, and in a
few years he really did die. It is a pity that
tho Dean isn't still on earth to deal with Ven-n- or

and Wiggins. A good dose of ridicule is
probably tho most effectual weapon which can
be used agsinst them, and the Dean was a
master of tho art.

The Story of a Soldier's Watch.
From the Philadelphia Press.

Among those who, fired with patriotism,
started for tho South in tho summer of 1861
was Captain William E. Otter, of company C,
Seventy-firs- t regiment Pennsylvania volun-
teers. The regiment was then called tho First
California. Captain Otter fell at Ball's Bluff,
October 21st, 1861 the first battle his regi-
ment participated in, and in which his colonel,
Edward D. Baker, was also killed. The cap-
tain's body was rilled by a Confederate soldier
of a gold watch and Masonic mark, on both of
which was engraved his name. The Otter
family hoard nothing more of the timepiece
and mark until a few weeks ago, when Wil-
liam A. Otter, of 5011 Franklin street, Frank-for- d,

received a letter from Dr. H. B. Collins,
of Town Bluff, Tyler county, Tex. Tho doctor
wrote that ho was in possession of tho dead
captain's watch and mark, aud would return
them if Mr. Otter could prove himself the
true heir. It appears that Dr. Collins' brother
was the rebel soldier who robbed Captain Ot-
ter's body. Ho subsequently died in a hospital
at Eichmond, Ya. The watch and mark wero
given to his father, who turned the timepiece
over to his other son, tho physician, still re-
taining the ownership, however. The watch
has been constantly worn by the doctor ever
since. His father dying last fall, he deter-
mined to make an attempt to find tho heirs of
the dead soldier and return the jewelry. Last
November a communication from the doctor
reached Michael Nesbitt, Grand Secretary of
the Grand Lodge of the F. and A. M. of Penn-
sylvania, asking him to find the heirs of Wil-
liam E. Otter," formerly a member of Rising
Star Lodge, No. 126. By this means the doctor,
who is himself a Mason, found the son. Tho
mark was returned last Saturday.

The Worst Indians In America.
General George Crook telegraphed from

"Whipple '.Barracks, A. T., March 26," to the
Secretary of the Interior, as follows: "The
outrages just reported here havo been commit-
ted by a small raiding party of tho Chericohua
Apaches coming back from Mexico, where they
have been living since they left hero one year
ago; up to'preseut moment seven persons are
known to havo been killed on our side of tho
boundary. The troops are in pursuit. So far
as the threats made by tho people ofTombstone
are concerned, I am in full sympathy with
them, and should bo glad to learn that tho last
of the Chericohua was under ground ; they are
an incorrigible lot. Ten years ago when the
other Apache bands wero whipped on to the
reservation, the Chericohuas were specially ex-emnt-ed

bv tho Govern tnnnfc from cnh.
jugation. Since then it is believed that they
uaiu luiicu HUUitoa U1UU 1,UUW pm&UIIS 111 U1IS
country and in Mexico. They are constantly
trying to stir up mischief among the agency
Indians, aud so Ion? as they can run back and
forth across the border, this Territory and New
Mexico must look out for trouble. Thoy are
the worst baud of Indians in America. Tho
agency Indians are bohaving well ; not one has
left tho San Carlos, aud thoir assistance can be
relied upon in case all the Chericohuas return,
as they may do, if pressed by tho Mexican
troops or the desire of plunder."
