FIGHTING THEM OVER.

What Our Veterans Have to Say About
Their Old Campaigns.

_— e —

An Towa Soldier’s Story of Shiloh.

To the Editor NaTio5AL TRIBUNE:

The Sixth Towa infantry volunteers wag the first
regiment to disembark ol Pittsburg Landing, and,
after making quite » reconnaissance out on the
Purdy road, returned and went into eamp and
formed the extreme right wing of the army, rest-
ing on Owl €reck. Company D, Captain M. M.
Walden, was placed on guard atl the bridge over
Owi Creek, near the litle water-power mill, which
was used by the command for grinding corn,

By request of the otlicers and men of the com-
pany we were allowed to remain on duty as picket
guard at the bridge until we abandoned the post
on the first day of the battle, We enjoyed the nice
warm weather and spent the time from Alareh 10th
to April 3d in fishing andsecouting over the sur-
rounding country. On Thunsday before the battle
the enemy was discovered in considerable force on
our front, well out on the Purdy road, and on Fri-
gay they became bolder and rode down to our
outpost and fired on us, wounding one man in the
hand. On Saturday they pressed their scouting
parties in greater force nearcr to our lines, and
every man doing duty on the picket lines in our
part of the army was well aware that the encmf'
was in our hmmediate front in great force. All
these facts were mepll,\- communieated to bri-
gde and division headquarters by our officars.

On Saturday night 1 was one of the four men
detailed to stand guard st the litle field across the
swamp, on the Purdy road, and we were the eye of
the army on that main road leading into our
camps.  Ajl that long night we could hear the
enemy cutting roads snd building bridges above us

They came down very near to the post several
times during the night in large foree.  As soon as
it was light enough to see, the enemy was discov-
ered, in large forcee in our front, and ail going Lo-
wards the main Corinth road,about half or three
quariers of a mile to our lefi.

Thore was no doubt in the mind of any soldier
on Owl Creck during all that long and sleepless
night as to what the morrow would bring., I re-
member so well how we tslked abont the chances
of battle and the messages commitied, one to
auother, in case the giver should fall in the coming
engagement, and the bequests of little personal
eflccts that were made, From our picketl post we .
could see the long line of skirmishers advaneing in
front of onur camps up on the hills, and they were
soon engaged and pressed back as the heavy col-
uinn of v filed down through the timber, We
saw the brigade move away and push back into
the woods to the rear of onr camps, Our tents
were taken down by the enemy so that the lines of
battie could pass over the ground without brenking.

The battle had opened m all its farry, the roar of
musketry and loud booming of artillery made the
scene awfully grand and terrible to our youn
minds, The grard at the bridge was rr-enforr--.-g
by Capiain White'secompany during the morning,

and we remained there until about 11 o'clock, when
we retreated down the ereek through mad and |
water knee -deep, receiving an oocasiounl shot |
from the blufl, until we camea opposite our line of |
battle, and then we joined the regiment in front of |
MeClernand's eamps.  The regintent wae hotly |
engaged in the fight votil night closed the battle of {
the first day. We lay down in the mod and water
in front of Colonel Webster's line of big guns, |
where we remained until morning,

That we were there and had good staying
q;ua‘.itios the list of killed and wounded attests:
Gut of less than 780 fit for duty that morm-

Sherman and the other officers in eommand may
have been surprised at the bold dash made by the
enemy on the morning of the 6th, but they were
not surpri or unaware of the enciny being in (
their inmediate front, because they had been re-
peatedly informed of the fct. It was well known |
to all in command that the hosts of the Union and
Confederate armies were concentraling in that vi-
dinity. I know that 1t was the conviction of myself
and all who were near me that there was a great
battle impending in that vicinity, and that the
enemy would be the attacking party.

1 have no doubt but that many regiments and
brigades were surprised at being rushed into the
fighit that morning and meeting the enemy in sueh
great force.and there can be no doubt that it wounld
hate been the part of discretion in our commnnd-
ing ofiicers to have prepared a line of earthworks
in front of the camps, as they soon afterwards
learned to do, but the officers, like the men, felt
confident and were willing to meet the enemy in |
any position and under any ecircumstances,
armies jearnoed o , lesson at Shiloh,

I admire the honesty and patriotism of General
Hovey and General Veatch, and am glad to see
themn discnss this matter in Such good humor, I
am of the same opinion as some others: that if the
Sunday forces were able to repulse the whole force
of the enemy in their last grand charge, while they
were flushed with the capture of our camps and
mad with the desire to drive us in the river and
capture us before relief could come, we would have
been abie with the nid of Wallace's division to hold
our position on the nextday. That grand army
should not be judged by the actions of the team-
sters, musicians, camp  followers, and slightly
wounded found at the river,

The Filiy-fifth TEnols at Shiloh.
To the Editor NATIONAL TRIBUNE:

In answer to Henry Reinock, who wants to hear
from the Fifty-fifth Illinois infantry, I will say that
I was a member of company D, Fifty-fifih linois,
and took part inthat long-remembered battle. I
cannot agree with him as to the surprise of our
brigade, which conzisted of the Fifiy-iifth Illinois,
Filty-fourth Ohio Zousves, and the Seventy-first
Ohio. This brigade was commanded by Colonel
Stewart, of the Fifty-fifth Illinois. It belonged to
Sherman's division, and was encamped on the ex-
treme left of the line, rather detnched from the rest
of Bherman’s division, and on the left of Prentiss'
division. On Friday evening, April 4th, some rebel
eavalry were discovered by our pickets, which
cnnsed the long-roll to be beal inour camp. The
Fifty-fiith Hiinois fell in line, but nothing unusual
transpired, and we were all allowed to return toour
quarters, except the guards and pickets. Then all
was quite still.  Sunday morning, the 6th, we were
gelting vendy for inspection, when we heard can-
nonading on our right,about 7 o'clock in the morn-
ing. The long-roll beat again, and we were soon
in line of battle.

We were marched a short distance from our
emup and ordered to lie down, but finally moved
into line with the rest of our brigude—sll this before
we were fired on. Compuny A st the time was out |
skirmishing. We kunew there would be a battle,
and were not surprised when first fired on. In-

a battle. They saw one that day. When the ball
opened, the Seventy-first Ohio, who were on our
right, guve a“i: under the first fire—all but a small
detaclunent, which stayed with us. The Fifty-
fourth Obio, on our lefi, (God bless those Zouaves!)

and helped to repulse Benuregard's last ¢fforl to
break the Union line. Before retresting, these two
reguments were at one time the only obstacle be-
tween the rebel’s right and the left flank of our
army. Had the rebel General Hardee known our
strength and position he could have easily cap-
tured us. We were under fire ngnin on Mondny,
and heiped finish the battle of Shiloh. - The Fifty-
fifth Illinois infantry went into that baitle with less
than 700 men, and its ofiicial loss in killed, wound-
ed, and missing was 278, The Fifty-fourth Ohiomust
have lost as heavily. The. Fifty-fifth 1llinois and
Fifiy-fourth Ohio were brigaded together mostly
during their three vears' service, and took part in
many batties, but I doubt whether they ever did
betler service for Uncle Sam than they did at Shi-
loh. I think General Sherman will agree with me

I have been very much interested in the leiters
whichh you have been publishing in regard to the
battle of Shiloh. I was a member of the Fifty-fifth
Hlinois, and I remember when we were ordered to
fall in line before the long roll was beat on Sunday
morning we were under the impression that it was
for the purpose of company inspection. It is true
that the firing on our right had been heard some
time before, but it was supposed to be merely artil-
lery practice, and no particular attention was paid
toit.  As to being surprised at company inspection,
1 can scarcely believe that any member of the
Fifty-fith wonld venture such a statement. So far
as our own company (Co. A) is coneerned, I wonld
say that we were sent out as skirmishers, and went
out on the left front at least half a wmile away to
watch for the encmy’s advance, aud D. O. Nagley,
Nathan Williams, John B, Ridenour and myself
were sent out u4s a detail in advanee of the company
to ascertain who and what the cavalrymen were,
We got close enough for some of our boys to tell
by the leiters on their accoutrements that they
were rebels.  Company A was out all Friday night
as a skinmish picket-line, On Sunday we were
out three or four hours before the enemy made his
appearance, We had no orders to hold the rebels
in check, nnd our captain sent back to know what
we were to do. 'We then got orders to form with
the regiment, which we found some distance in the
rear of om eamp. We held our position as a brig-
ade until our ammunition was all gone and then
retreated to the Lluff, but before reaching our des-
tination were met by General Grant, who ordered
us to halt and form a line to repel cavalry, which
we did afler being supplied with ammunition, two
boxes of eartridges being opened and carried along
the regiment from right to left. T, for ong, do not
think that we were surprised at company inspec-
tion.

In Tung Trisvse of March 20 “Private " asks:
*“Who was to blame for the surprige of the Seventh
Ohio infantry at Summerville, West Virgining2?" I
have sufticient reazon to know sometling of the
matler, and eannot to this day recall it without a
Inugh., We had been soldiers about four months,
and had been the pioneer regiment from Clarks-
burg to Carnifax Ferry, on the Gauley River, In
truth, the Seventh was a sort of independent fly-
ing column. We had come to think that it wasa
waste of time and money for any other body of
troops than our own darling invincibie regiment,
the Seventh Ohio, to exert themselves in quench-
ing the rebellion. We had had our own way,

retty mnuch, withont serious opposition, and were
st waiting for someboidy to tread on our coat tail.
And so it was until the moming of the 261l of
Augnst, 1861, when John B. Floyd put his fuot an
thet tail and tore the garment complelely off. We
then began to realize that there were other people
in the world than we of the Seventh.

The Affair of Falling Waters.

“In common with thonsands of others, T wonld |

like to read in Tae TrRiBUXE an accomnt of the
work of the cavairy of the Army of the Potomac.
Asone of Custer's boys, I am mrticulnrl‘y inter-
ested in the Michigan brigade and the division to
which it-belonged. Sometime ago I saw in vour
per a description of the engagement of Falling
Vaters, bub it searcely did justice to our side, or,
in fact, to the engagement itself. Custer's brigsde
came upon the rear of Lee's army ot seven or eight
o'clock in the morning, and, afiera fight of perhaps
an hour, we captured two picees of artillery and
one thouzand prisoners, with a loss on our side of
but nine killed and thirty wounded, while the
rebels left one hundred dead on the field and car-
ried off thirty womnnded, The whole number of
men engaged on our side was not more than one
thoosand. 1 would like to read a good account of
that engagement, as also of the march through the
mountains after Lee's wagzon train on the night of
July 4th, 1563, and, indeed, any other engaevement
in which Custer’s brigade took an active part. ' —

A Remarkable Display of Fertitnde.

“Perhaps the following will be of some interest
to vour readers: Joseph Perry, a private in com-
pany B, Sixteenth New York volunteers, during
the battle of Gaines' Hill, June 26, 1562, was shot in
the left eve, the bullet coming out under his right
car, nnd was also shot twiee through the calf of the
right leg. The fght occurred during MeClellun's
retreat before Richmond, and there were not hslf
enough ambulances to carry the wounded, so Perry
started to walk from the battlefield to Harrison's
Landing, on the James River. He was six days on
the road without receiving medical attendance,
and he lived through it all, and is now an industri-
ous farmer at Angeliea, Wis.

The facts in the cnse are
as follows: The Thirty-third Ilincis infantry, of
which I was & member, passed through St Louis
in the latter part of September, 1561, for Ironton,
Mo. Omnourarrival part of the regiment was de-
talled to guard the bridges on the Iron Mountsin
Kailroad. On the I5th of Uctober, Jeff. Thompeon
altncked company E at Big River bridge. burned
the bridge, and made the company prisoners. His
infantry and artillery were at Fredericktown,
twenty miles east of us. We received orders to at-
tack them, and marched on the evening of the 20th
of October, 8o as to surprise them by an attack at
daylight on the Zlst. Our eolumns consisted of the
Thirty -eighth Ilincis, Thiriy-third Hinois, Twen-
tyv-first llinois, Eighith Wisconsin infantry, 350 men
of the First Indiana eavalry, Hawkins' independent
company of Missoun cavalry, and battery H, Mis-
sourl light artillery, under command of Major J. M.
Scholleld, who afterwands became & major-general
aud fought ibe battle of Franklin, Tenn. The whole
expeditton was under command of Colonel W, P.
Carim, Thirty-eighth [llinois infanlry. We arrived
at Fredericktown just at dayhight, but Jelf. had
skipped out; we bad been betrayed. The landlord
of the hiotel, at Arcadis, had sent o messenger abead
of us and informed him of our movements, And
we were green—s=0 green thas we halted in the town
and went into camp, to awsit thearvival of the troops
from Cape Girardeaun; we stacked arms, and scat-
tered in every direction, looking for apples, pigs,
chickens—anything but what a weli-discipiined
army should., 1 don't think there was even
a pickel posted or ascout sent out. About noon
the troops from Cape Girardesu eame in, and
we all rushed over pell-mell Lo see them arrive—
the Eleventh Missouri infantry, Tweantieth [llinois,
Seventeenth 1llinois infanisy, two companies of 111i-
nois cavuiry, two guns of battery B, First [lh-
nois light artillery. A dispute as to who should
command the whole e,.tpaﬁnon then arose be-
tween Colonel Plummer and Colonel Carlin,
They could not agree, and, as Colone! Plum-
mer had brought a aupplj train with a
supply of proevisions, they decided that he shouid
take part of Colonel Carlin’s command to re-en-
foree his own, and pursue the enemy to Greenville,
where we supposed he bad gone. Coloue!l Plum-
mer marched out on the Greenville road at about
0 o'ciock and had gone but three-quarters of o
mile when he was attacked by the enemy. Our
regiinent was roasting meab, eating apples and
apple butter, when a 24-pound howitzer shell came
rolling across the fla‘ln!e where some of the boys
were trying to confiscate some mutton. There was

and 1 don't believe the Thirty-third 1llinois _ever
got in line as quick agnin during the war. The
Twentieth and Seventeenth [llinois and the
Eleventh Missouri and the artillery, under Scho-
field, were at work in earnest when we got on the
field. and right there, in front of the Seventecnth
1llinois infantry, Colonel Aden Lowe was killed.
It wasat a fence near the creek to the lefl of the
road. He was a brave man, and was cheering
his men on, and trying to Lold them to their work.
He was on foot and on the side of the fence next
our men, and the ball struck him in the forehead
at the edge of the hair and completely the
top of his head. Just after the death of Lowe the
First Indiana cavalry made a charge on the re-
treating enemy and fell into an ambush and were
badly eut up. Mnjor Gavitt and Captain Highinan,
with two privates, were killed, and twenty-eighs
were wounded.
