Third divis-
ion. Twentieth Army Corps. Colonel Coburn says:
"May l&th Uh 'ricade moved in the morning, with
the division to the loll some two miles, passing the

"Fourteenth, Fourth, and Twenty-thir- d Corps, and
here, luiviug halted, received an order to advance
in rear of tht-- First brigade, in echelon, in twolines,
end in their support as an assaulting column onlbe
works of the enemy. On coming to the position
where the formation "was to be made, it was Jouud to
be impracticable on account of the location of a
part of the Fourth Corps on our right. The brig-
ade mu thon formed in close column of battalion
immediately in rear of Uie First brigade Soon
after this order was changed, and the brigade was
directed to bo formed in two lines in rear of the
First brigade, which was being done, but before
the completion of the deployment orders were
riven to advance at once, and as rapidly as possi-
ble, to support the First brigade, which was mak-
ing an advance on the enemy's works. The brig-
ade was moved forward at once, in the following
order: Finsl line, Eighty-fift- h Indiana, Colonel
Eaird, on the right; Nineteenth Michigan. Colonel
Gilbert, on the left. Second line. Twentieth Con-
necticut, Colonel Ross.ontherigln; Twenty-secon- d

Wisconsin, Colonel Utlcy, on the left. Third line.
Thirty-thir- d Indiana, Major Miller, in the rear of
the Twenty-secon- d Wisconsin. The brigade was
thus formed in a narrow raine, thickly wooded
with low and bushy trees, with sleep hillsides, and
out of view of the enemy and their works. The
advance wasdiilicujt up this stcop hill.

"At the Timeof receiving this order to advance,
and throughout the movement up the hill, the
Second division of the Twentieth Corps was mov-
ing by the loft-Han- k, in from six to eight lines,
from right to left, through my brigade, breaking
and intercepting the lines, and preventing every
regimental commander fromseeing his own troops
or the possibility, for the time, of managing them.
The bripidc, notwithstanding, moved forward
over the hills and onward, carrying some men of
the Second division with them and losing others of
its own men, who were swept with the licavier
current to the left. The summit of the hill is cov-
ered with woods, but the slope beyond and the
Valley, are cleared in front of a portion of the
enemy's wot ks, which were situated on the hill be-
yond, end which, here presented opposite our
right a salient angle receding with long sweep
sharply to our left.

Tbe brigade advanced across a portion of the
field to the works.nnd the left along the woods to
its left. This was done under a tremendous lire of
artillery and musketry, which killed and wounded
many ofour men; but they bravely advancd, and
planted the colors of the Nineteenth Michigan and
Twenty-feeon- d "Wisconsin in a small fort of the
enemy, occupied by four of their fieldpieops. Such
was the fury of the enemy's lire, that tnc men could
notadvance further, and here a portion of thoFirst
and Second brigades remained during tho day,
holding this position under the very brow of the
rebel earthworks."

Comrade Gaff says the First brigade captured the
"battery, and that there were three guns. I contend
that llio battery was not captured, but silenced and
stolen cautiously after dark. Tho above report
says there were four guns, wliich I know to be a
fact, as my location on that day was close up to the
embrasure, where I could seo every gun. Accord-
ing to Uie official report the Second brigade lost
during tho engagement twenty-eig- ht killed and
200 wounded, of which number my regiment the
Nineteenth Michigan lost its colonel, one captain,
fourteen men killed and sixty-si- x wounded.

Comrades, in our communications let us confine
ourselves to what we know by actual experience,
and therewillboless chance for disputes. It is use-
less for privates, ed or lino officers
to undertake to make an accurate statement as to
the movements of brigades and divisions. If possi-
ble, back your statements by official records.

To theEditor XraosAi, Tmbcxb:
On Sunday, the 15th day of May, the Twentieth

Army Corps was relieved from the center of the
line by the Fourteenth Corps and moved to the
left and right of the Fourth Corps. The Third di-
vision was assigned the duty of taking the rebel
works. The First brigade of that division was to
make the charge, and nobly did they do it. This
brigade, composed of western troops, had never
been in a battle before, although they had been in
tho service guarding railroads for nearly two years.
This brigade was composed of the following regi-
ments in the charge, right to the front: The Seven-
tieth Indiana, One Hundred and Second Illinois,
Seventy-nint- h Ohio, One Hundred and Twenty-nint- h

Illinois and One Hundred and Fifth Illinois.
The .Second and Third brigades of the Third di-
vision were held in easy supporting distance on
the brow of the hilL about six hundred yards from
the rebel works. About 11-3- 0 o'clock a. m. the
order was given to the First brigade to charge, and
with fixed bayonets and to the sound of a wild,
prolonged battle yell they started across the valley
ofdeath, and did not stop until the works had been
taken and the guns were oura. Tbey held the
ground until relieved by the Second and Third
brigades of our division. The guns, four in num-
ber, were taken from the fort that night by the
Third division. One gun was a beautiful brass
piece named tho "Belle of Alabama." By way of
conclusion. I will give a rebel viewof the situation.
After the battle the captain of the rebel battery
which fell into our hands wroto the following
letter, wliich was captured bv a member of the
One Hundred and Fifth Illinois, of the First brig-cd- ej

Third division. Twentieth Army Corps. It is
fPXCii verbatim cliiicraiijn: .

" Uesaca, Ga., May 15.
--3lv Bsab Wire: JohnTompson is going home

to Casville, wounded. 1 thought I would drop you
& line by him. The Yankees charged on my bat-
tery thte p. in. and oaptured two sections of it.
Many of our men and attendants were wounded.
It was as during an exploit as when my brother's
was charged at AutieLim bya New York regiment.
They threw themselves into the front as uncon-
scious of danger as ducks into a pond. I tell you
and Will to stow away everything of value, fearing
we shall have to fall back from here; if we do, the
Yankees will get everything in reach. We laid to
fight Hooter1 command here or else the battery
never would have been taken. I hear we are gain-
ing on the Yankees in Virginia, and we would
have whipjl them here if it had not been for
Hooker' command. They all wore the blue star.
If we hold oar ground here I will see you ere long.
I want yi to &ead Sis and James to grandpa's andyou go to Uaie John's. Take all the things you
can. J must eibe, as the train will leave imme-
diately. Yottr husband unto death, TV. W. C.

'P. S. Oar position bore was a very good oue,
but we have to fall back. Keep up good courage.
I h&pe what 1 have &aid will not prove discourag-
ing toyou. W. W, C."

. larc About the Battle cf Jonesboro".
To the Editor National Tkibust? :

I am a regular reader of The Teuiukj: and am
much pleased with the letters of your correspoud-ents,jm- d

would like to give my view of the part
taken by the Fourteenth Corps at Jcnesboro', Ga.,
September 1, JJSG4, partidariy Uie doings of our
brigade- - the First brigade, Second division. Four-
teenth Army Corps, ooinioaed of the Tenth and
Fourteenth Michigan, Sixtcnth and Sixtieth Illi-
nois and the Seventeenth New York veteran vol-
unteer infant ry. I copy from my diary of Septem-
ber 1, ISM, tlte following: "This a. in., at C o'clock,
the Fourteenth Jorps mored to the left and front,
in the direction of Jonesboro'. At 3 o'clock p. in.wc came in range of the rebel batteries, and four
men of the Fourteenth Michigan were killed by
the explosion of r. shelL We could bee the position
of the oric across the open field. The First
brigade was put into position iw follows: Advance
line, with Ivst joining iiaird'j Tlurd division, Four-
teenth Army Corps; Seventeenth New York Zou-
aves, Tenth and Fourteenth Michigan, with the
Sixteenth and Sixtieth Illinois veteran volunteer
inumtry as support."

I belonged to tho Sixteenth Illinois and was in
the rear hue on the left of the division, and saw the
p.irtial repulse of Uu: Regulars of Baird's Third di-
vision, but the second line stopped Uie nbs, and
the whole line, so far as I could see, did not stop
until the work, were carried. I do not doubt the
correctness of Comrade Fibh'jj statement, but I
want afuir sliaruof credit for the Second division.
We, of the I"irst brigade, captured one&ix-gu- u bat-
tery. 800 prisoners, mx stands of colors and u large
number of wnalt arms. The captain of the bat-
tery was bUutding with one arm around a gun andholding a flag in his hand. He was mortally
wounded and died during the night at the head-quarte- r;

not participate in the charge at Jonesboro', is an
error of my own, resulting from reading "Gendral
Sherman's Campaigns," in which, on page 213, 1
saw an account of the operations of the Third di-

vision, on the 31st of August-- , when that division
was four miles from Jonesboro'. The chargo
spoken of took place on September 1, 1S04. I
would not say anything to tho disparagement
of the comrades of the Third division. Com-
rade Scott, in his necount of the Second division,
remarks that, while tho Fiit and Second brigades
caino up nobly to the worlc, the Third brigade
failed to do so. The fact is, the Third brigade car-
ried the works gallantly, and I saw no falling back
anywhere along our line. Comrades of the Four-
teenth Corps, one and all, the victory was ours.

Strciglit's Raid.
To the Editor National TitmosE :

In the latt issue of your valuable paper, Lieuten-
ant C. IL Fish had a very interesting letter con-
cerning Colonel Slrcight's expedition into Georgia.
If you have room to spare, I would like to give a
few incidents connected with General Hodge's
command. I was an humble member of company
H, Eighty-fir-st Ohio volunteer infantry, at the time
Lieutenant Fish speaks of. In regard to the cross-
ing of Bear Creek, I wonder whether he or any of
my comrades in that command remember what
trouble somo of the boys liad, after crossing tiie
creek or riverj which was some hundred yards
wide, in ascending the opposite bank. 1 1 was about
forty feet high and almost crpendicular in some
places, and being of a clayey nature it became very
slippery from so many climbing up the bank. Af-
ter getting almost to the lop, some dozen or more
at a timo would slip back again into the water,
thoir guns, knapsacks and themselves almost cov-
ered with mud. Then to hear the mild language
used by some of them 1 "While in camp, near the
creek, we took the Bark off of the elm trees, cutting
it as high up as wo could reach and as near to the
ground as possiblo, in order to liavo it long enough
to cover us and protect us from the ram. When
wo laid the oval side up and crawled under, wo
found that our heads or feet must be exposed to
the weather, and we looked like so many terra-
pins, with tiieir heads protruding from their shells.
Your humble servant put in a day, alternating
from the above position to standing in tho rain for
a change

Lieutenant Fish gives a very correct account of
crossing the bridge over Old Town Creek. I re-
member very well making the trip, with our regi-
ment crossing single file and at the mercy of the
rebels, without having much of a show to return
their fire. Before crossing tho bridge, and while
shelling each other, the rebels threw a shell at one
of our guns planted near a brick house. The house
was two-stori- es high, having a hall through the
middle. The family had not vacated the house
and were standing on Uie veranda watching thepro-ceeding- s.

The shell passed Uirough the hall, over
their heads, without injuring any of them, but they
beat a hasty retreat. In the yard two darkies were
standing. One of them went down to the creek
bank toward tho rebels, the other come on tho
double-quic- k toward our regiment. Some of the
boys wanted to know or Sambo, what made him
run. He said, "Lah! Massa; it's gettin' too hot
for dis chile." The last wo saw of him he was still
making 2.40 time to tho rear. Many amusing In-

cidents occurred during the expedition, which
tended to lighten our burdens. If any of the offi-
cers of tho One Hundred and Twenty-eight- h TJ. S.
C. T. should read this, I would like to hear from
them.

Who Eecaptured the De Orasse Batterj!
To the Editor National Tbtbunh:

A comrade writing from Oakland, Illinois, and
claiming to have been an " eye witness," is very
much mistaken when he says that Colonel Mer-
cer's Second brigade of the Second division, Six-
teenth Corns, retook De Grasse's batterj' on tho
22d ofJuly m tho battle of Atlanta. The singular
feature of this mistake is that the writer refers to
Sherman's Memoirs, which, so far from confirming
his statement, show that the battery was taken by
the enemy in a heavy and very sudden assault
upon part of Uie Second division of the Fifteenth
Corps about 4 o'clock in the afternoon. But, as
General Sherman says, in his report of the next day
to Halleck. " the ground mid batteries were imme-
diately recovered by tho same troops
And on page 81 of his Memoirs, volume 2, he says
that the were the First division of
the Fifteenth Corps, General C. R. Woods, com-
manding. He says he ordered Woods "to wheel
Ids brigades to the left, advance in echelon, and
catch Uie enemy in flank," covered by some of
Schofield's batteries. He adds : " We saw Woods'
troops advance and encounter the enemy, who liad
secured poession of the old line of parapet, which
had been held by our men. His right crossed this
parapet, which he swept back, taking it in flank,
and at the same lime the division which had been
driven back along the railroad was rallied and
fought for their former ground. These combined
forces drove the enemy into Atlanta, recovering
the twenty-poun- d Parrott guns (De Grasse's), but
one of them was found burstcd while in possession
of the enemy." I belonged to the Third brigade of
the First division, General Woods commanding,
and was in the charge which, as above described,
recovered the guns spoken of as De Grasse's Par-rott- s,

and no description of that engagement that I
have ever found mentions any brigade of the Six-
teenth Corps as having taken any part in it. The
Fifteenth Corps alone recovered the ground and
the guns, as General Sherman himself says. The
charge the " eye witness" was in must liave been
on some other part of tho field and on other guns
than De Grasse s. It is also a mistake to tay that
De Grasse's was an Ohio batterj'. It was an Illinois
battery and a good one. Yours, fraternally, "

I would
like to ask "Ej'c Witness" if he remembers the
battery team of eight horses that had been left
in the rear of the battery and liad been so badlv
torn to pieces bj'a cannon ball that those that were
not already dead had to be shot with revolvers?
Also, whether he remembers the hundreds of dead
rebels that lay in front of the batterj' that morning
after the charge? I should be pleased tohave "Eve
Witness" state whether he was a member of the
Sixty-sixt- h Illinois, and what company.

That Charge of Harrow's Division.
To the Editor National Tjubdne:

I dislike to spoil a good stoiy. but it is sometimes
necessary in order to get at the truth. In your
issue of the 10th ult. there uppearcd an article from
Uie lively pen of Lieutenant Fish about a grand
charge made by Harrow's division of the Fifteenth
Arm' Corj, capturing a batterj', &o., wliich other
troops of the FiflceaUi Corps had refusod to at-
tempt afraid, as it were. Now. tliis is all a mis
take. About the 15th of June, 18C4, our division- -
tseconu, iineontn Army Corps) tois on the extreme
left of the army, a little to the left of Big Kcnnesaw,
and in plain view of the town of Marietta. We had
been skirmishing with tho enemy the day beforo,
and found their line at the base of the mountain,
with a strong outpost half a mile south of the moun-
tain, in a small piece ofwoods. It was this outpost
Uiat General Harrow tried to capture on the 15ih of
June. There was no battery captured, and no hill
to be charged. It was simply a brilliant charge of
n well-support- ed skirmish line, and the rebols
(about 300 strong) were sent flying out of the woods
toward the mountain. It was while on the run that
General Logan ordered Captain De Gras-s- e of our
divibion to send a few shells after them, just to keep
up the excitement. I don't recollect that General
Sherman was there, and think he was not. The
rebel General Bishop Polk was killed at Lost
Mountain six miles away Juno 13th or I4tlu

it in his hands by the side of the stall". After the
battle of Chiclcamauga wo were ordered to join the
Eighteenth Kentucky volunteer infantry which
Ave " kicked " against, and as after a short time we
again numbered enough men to maintain our regi-
mental organization, we held our own, although
we liad no colors. The ladies of Brown countj.
however, made up a sum of monej and bought us
two flags. One of these the blue banner was
placed, utter wc" had them some timo, in charge of
our sutler, but on one occasion, when thelatter was
awaj' from tho regiment, Uie Confederate cavalry
captured the sutler goods, and one flag with them.
It remained in the hands of its captors for sixteen

but in Julj 1SS0, both the flag captured at
Chickamnuga and our blue banner were recovered
b' tho writer after a long search for them.

The Tiftconth Corps at Teach Tree Creek.
To the Editor National Tkibune:

Comrade Joseph Engoraar, in his letter appear-
ing in The Tribune of May 10th, vcrj' correctly, I
think, claims for the Twentieth Corps the chief credit
of liaviug fought the battle of Peach Tree Creek,
July 20, 1804. In conclusion, he makes the samo
mistake for which he was taking another comrade
to task, in this, that he saj's: "It was General
Gcarj''s division of tho Twentieth Corps that scaled
the rocky peaks of Lookout Mountain, fought the
battle in tho clouds," fcc. Now, then, while
Gearj''s division did take nn important part in that
engagement and did its whole duty nobly, the
First division of the old Fifteenth Corps, under
that gallant Dutch soldier, O&terhaus, boro its full
share in that battle, as did also several brigades
from the Cumberland Army. As to this there
is no room for controversy. General Howard,
in the Atlantic Monthly Tor August, 1876, de-
scribes that whole campaign in a very well writ-
ten paper, which is worthy of reproduction. Ho
saj's, in speaking of Hooker the daj' of the battle :
"Ho had now of his own troops Gearj''s division
and Osterbnus' division;" adding, in paicn-those- s,

"these belonged to the celebrated
Fifteenth Corps, that were good anywhere to light n
battle, clean out a village, or forage liberally on n
march;" and General Howard, who was an old
Eleventh Corps officer from the Eastern armj-- , can
hardlj' lie supposed to have been partial to our
.corps, though he was ever just, and that is all that
wc or nnj' ono should ask. Ho also puts with
Hooker on that day Whittnkcr's and Groso's bri-
gades of the Fourth Corps, under Cruft, and these
troops, like our division of the Fifteenth Corps,
must share with Geary whatever glory belongs to
the Lookout Mountain affair, though we never
considered the fighting of that day as ut all severe
compared to what we had done utDonelson, Shi-lo- h,

mid Vickbburg, or afterwards did in tho
Atlanta campaign.

General Hooker's report, as it appears in Part I,
"Conduct of tho War," p. 105, states that he had
the divisions above mentioned, one from the Fif-
teenth, one from the Fourth, one from the Twen-
tieth, under Osterhaus, Cruft, and Geary, in the
order given. In his description of the operations
of that and the next daj' an impartial reader could
not di&covcr that Geary was an' more activelj' or
effectively engaged than Cruft or Osterhaus. In
speaking of the Twcntj'-fift-h he saj's : " Whenever
the accidents of the ground enabled the rebels to
make a stand, Geary and Osterhaus, alwaj's in tho
right place, would pour a withering fire into their
ranks, and again the race was lencwed." In regard
to tho prisoners, he adds :" Osterhaus alone cap-
tured two thousand of them."

General Hooker pas the verj' highest compli-
ment to what he calls his "new command," when
hesaj's'in the rcort quoted from: "The greatest
difficulty I experienced with m' new command,
wliich caused me the most solicitude, was the dis-
position to attack regardless of circumstances, and
almost of conscquencea. It has never been my
fortune to serve with more zealous or more de-
voted troops." The writer was one of the boy sol-
diers of one of the regimenl3 (Seventy-sixt- h Ohio)
of the First Brigade. Firs.t Division of Use Fifteenth
Corps, and was wounded in tho fight at Ringgold
on tho 27th, where his brigade and the Thirteenth
Illinois, Fourth Iowa, Seventh Ohio, and several
other regiments suffered what seemed at the timo
a loss that could 03 well have been avoided.

It was not mj' purpose in this to give an account
of that campaign or any of its battles, but simply to
jct my comrades right in regard to the forces that
fought the battle above the clouds. It was not
much of a battle at best. It was bold and brilliant
rather than obstinate. The Cumberland Armj' bojs
can speak for themselves, but I venture the opinion
that they did not call it such fighting as they had
done at Stono River or Chickamaugu, and our old
division thought it a picnic as compared yith places
they had been in often before. It was a romantic
affair, and will live longer in storj end soug than
others more bloodj' and terrific.

Hike to see a soldier feel a special pride in his
particular command, and can pardon him for think-
ing his regiment or brigade just a little the best in
tho service, but he ought to bo just to others. I
share this feeling in regard to the old FiftcenUi
Corps, and am proud of its record and achieve-
ments as part of tho Armj' of Uie Tennessee, includ-
ing Fort Henrj", Donelson, Corinth, Shiloh, and
all the various battles that make up the siege and
fall of Yioksburg; Ghattanooga, the Atlanta cam-
paign, the battles of the 23d and 28th in particular,
and Jonesboro', the assault and capture of Fort
McAllister, the immortal defense of Allatoona, tho
march to the sea, and the final campaign up through
the Carolinos, ending with Uie surrender of John-
ston.

We had but finished the long and arduous Vielrs-bur- g

campaign, including the siege of Jackson im-
mediately following, when our corps was sent to
Memphis, marched over miserable roads and in
worse weather four hundred miles across the Chat-
tanooga, getting into Lookout Valley in the night
to help fight the Chattanooga battles beginning tho
next day. Our division, with Hooker on the right
and the otiier divisions on tiie left, was at Tunnel
Hill, and immediatelj' thereafter was put on- - the
march to Kuoxvilio over frozen ground, without
tents or adequate supplies, to relieve Burnsidc, who
was besieged bj' Longstreet. It was after this that
General Sherman said: "I assert that there is no
better bodj' of soldiers in America than tho Fif-
teenth Corps." See his "Memoirs," vol. 1, p. 3S3.

The Cuptnro of Candle's Brigade.
To the Editor National Trihune :

In reading The Tribune I have failed to see anj'
report of the capture of Caudle's brigade at Glades-vill- e,

Wise countj-- , Ya., July 5, 1S03, by the gallant
Major JohnMason Brown, commanding the Second
battalion, Tenth Kentucky volunteer cavalrj', and
McGlaughlin's cavalry, of First Ohio squadron, in
all SOi men. Major Brown conceived the idea of
crossing the Cumborland Mountain and tiyingit
a little on his own hook leaving his supnlj camp
and penetrating the enemy's country about 150
miles. On Julj' 5th, in tho morning, we started to
climb the mountains, the writer being on the left
of the advance or skirmish line, and Corporal Mike
Mannion on theright,with instructions tliaf no man
should show himself in the road, under severe pen-
alties, for fear of drawing the fire of the cnemj'posted in a th works at the summit of
the mountain, it being our purpose to surprise
them. Proceeding 'hand over hand through the
laurel and ivj', we approached within about 130

of the works, when all at once Corporal Man-
nion camedou n the mountain about twenty feet at
a jump, landing in the road, drawing the fire of a
vidcttc, whose gun reverberated through themoun-tai- n

like n 200-pou- Colmnbiad. When expostu-
lated with by me for disobedience of orders and.

--further, for exposing himself to fire, his reply was

dom'd if he'd fight rattlesnakes." All hopes of
surprising the enemy were now given up, nndwo"
immediately formed m column and charged up tho
road, and entering tho gap, snw the enemy "skin-
ning out" on the other .side of the mountain. Cor-
poral Mannion, being an Irishman, was as bravo
as an Irishman under ordinarj circumstances, but
in climbing up the mountain had got upon n ledge-o- f

rocks, and in a crevice had struck n perfect nest
of rattlesnakes. Hence his unceremonious descent
from the gap in the mountaiu. Major Bnvvii now
withdrew, conveying the impression to the enemy
that wo were on the retreat having had five men
wounded and the horse of Lieutenant White hav-
ing been killed under him. Making a detour
through another gap called Beef Hide Gap, by a
forced march during the whole of the night, we
captured, ju&t before daylight, by crawling several
miles almo3t on our hands and knees, the Tobel
pickets, and charged the enemy, capturing General
Caudle and most ot his staff, and brought awaj'
with us 118 prisoners, and, though hotlj' pressed,
returned across the mountains in fctifctj'.

Speakiugof Corporal Mannion reminds me of an
episode in his career. Mike was a devout Catholic
Being detailed in 1862 as orderly for the colonel of
tho Twenty-secon- d Michigan infantry, who com-
manded our brigade, he was sent, the night ho re-
ported as orderly, to sleep in the chaplain's tent.
Mike undressed and retired early. The chaplain
entered his tent, lighted his candle about taps, and
kneeling down, after preparing hinibelf for sleep,
read a chapter from tho Bible, said his prayers, andreaching over to n camp-sto- ol picked up what Miko
said looked like a pillow-ali- p, unfolding it andspreading it out on the ground, put ono corner up
to his mouth and commenced to inlluto n rubber
bed ! Mike stood it for n while ; but, as the thing
began to swell and swell, ho finally exclaimed
to the chaplain, " Ye'readom'd heretic," and .slid
out from under the tent and broke for his camp,
about a mile away, in his drawers and shirt. Arriv-
ing at his old mess, his messmates could get noth-
ing out of him but "dom'd heretic." Wc could not
induce him to return, and had to bend for his horse
and clothes und make detail of another man as or-de- rlj

Major Brown was afterwords made colonel of the
Forty-fift- h Kentucky volunteer infantry, and tho
writer followed him into that regiment." The col-
onel is still living and doing well in Louisville,
Kentucky.

A Reminiscence of Cross Keys.

To the Editor National Tribune:
In your chronology for the first week of June,

1E62, in the paper of May 31, there is no mention ofthe engagement at Cross Keys. Virginia, June 8,
when Fremont tried to keep Jackson from getting
back to Lee after having driven Banks over into
Maryland. Jackson slipped away and ciossed the
flood-swolle- n river on the bridge to Port Republic,
where he engaged a part of the armj' under Shields
June 9, 1802. This was a sanguinary conflict, and
the odds were terrible. Only about 8.500 met tho
thousands of Jackson's army. Their loss was
three to oue of ours, and this made them very
crusty. An officer threatened to kill mo, and told meI lied, when I told him how manj' we had engaged.
They said they had never met Yankees that would
fight before, though they know bettor. There
seemed to bo a feeling of uncertainty on both aides.
I was left hopelessly wounded where somo of our
men dropped me, m th near approach of the ene

my's firo made it uncomfortable. While lying
there a general rode up ahd dismounted, taking a
stono for a seat. He took out his lunch and began
to eat, when an officer rode rapidly up and, in as
rapid speech as an excited man could use, said:
"General, are we necessarily cut Off ?" and was
answered: "Not as long as Brown's Gap is open."
Even the soldiers wcro far from being kindly dis-
posed. When our wounded requested to be taken
Into an ambulance, they would answer, with oaths,
that thej' had no place for Yankees tiiey liad
enough of their own to attend. A quiut place in
the fence corner invited me to sleep lor part of tho
night at least, until something better offered.
Many of our dead were eaten by tho hogs, which
eeenied to have a desire to save tlierebsthotroublo
ofburj'ing them.

I have often asked mj'self the question, while
reading Tiie Tribune, why some one doesn't write
up a history of the Peninsular campaign, dur-
ing which so many died in tho Chickahominy
swamps. I participated in that campaign from the
beginning to tho end, and when I saw Comrade
Puller's question as to whether General Casey was
surprised at Fair Oaks, I became interested at once.
If he was not surprised, some of his command
were, at anj' rate, for I Wft9 in his division, ond I
know that our regiment and brigadeweresurprised,
and I think General Negley, who commanded our
brigade, was surprised too, when his horse was
shot under him as ho stood on the right of liis
"Yankee squad" ns ho called our regiment, the
Eleventh Maine volunteer infantry ol which he
said that if he had had ten thousand men such ns it
was composed of he could have taken Richmond.
After the battle, wo were, like Comrade Puller,
minus everything but our canteens and equip-
ments, for just nssoon as the pickets began firing
we were ordered to fall in, ana, expecting only to
have a little fun driving tho Johnnies back, hur-
ried forward at double quick. Wo met, however,
such a shower of lead and iron, and encountered
such a heavy force that wo were considcrnblj-- sur-
prised, and rtill more surprised when we were
ordered to fall back, leaving half of our regiment
either killed or wounded. As a consequence, tho
Johnnies gobbled up everj-thln-

g in our camp
even our "salt horse" that wc had slung over the
fire to cook for dinner and you bet there were
some hard words Used that night when we had to
bivouac in the rain with nothing but ihc heavens
to cover us. But it was somo satisfaction the next
daj' to drive them back post our camp towards
Richmond. I would like to hear from some of my
old comrades through TheTribukb.

Recollections of, Trier Prison.
To tho Editor National Tribune:

Sometime ago I saw a. call for a history of Tyler
prison, and, with your permission, I will endeavor
to give my experience there. I was taken prisoner
on uie ioui oi .uay, xvtyi, ana exchanged on tho 25tn
of February. 1S65, a iieriod of ten months, nine of
which 1 spent in Tvler prison. Tosrether with
others I was captured af iho battle of Mark's
Mill, Ark., about forty miles from Pino Bluff.
From that place we were marched back to Cam-
den, and confined in an old cotton press. While
there we were robbed of everj'thing wo had left
money, knives, pocket-book- s, watches, and ring3.
The rebels even traded boots, hats, coat3, pauts,
shirts, and socks with us. Well does everj man
remember that filthy hole. From the cotton nress
we were marched to Fort Tyler, crossing the Red
River at Shrcvciort, La. Colonel Allen wn3 in
command when we reached there, but was soon
relieved, Colonel Sweet Liking his place. He in
turn was roiieyed before long by Colonel Borders.
I do think that he and his adjutant, McCann, were
the most lynumicidraeu in the Confcdcracj', or, at
least, on the we&tern side "of the Mississippi. Thoy
would ride into camp and abuse- - the men in everj'
conceivable wj-- that their devilish dispositions
could suggest. One of their orders posted- - in tho
camp was that everj man who attempted to escape
should be shot by tho man who captured him.
There wero many plans made for escape, among
which was the dirt cart, which has been much
written about. Tunneling was also tried,, but few
ever succeeded in that way. Their plrnis were
either reported to the rebels, or the rain flooded the
tunnel. Something always happened. When a tun-
nel wasdiscovered, we wero made to dig the hole out
while the guards watched over us to seo that it was
doneproperlj. Somoforged passes and wen tout on
them, and somo bought their way out with the
buttons off their coats. In fact, it woo not so hard
to get out as it was to travel to Fort Scott or LitUe
Rock, Ark. The rations were very light at the
best, being oue pint of corn-me- al a day with once
in a while a quarter of a pound of besf. At one
time we were three days without anything to eat,
and nt the end of that timo they gave us half a
pint of corn-mea- l. Somo of the boys boiIcd.it and
some parched it, while others ate it raw. I swal-
lowed nunc as soon as 1 got it The rebels often
swept the floor of the mill and gave us the dirt
with tho coru-iuea- l, which, of course, we could not
cat Some of the prisoners kept thoir share and
brought it home, and I suppose have ityet. I do
not think it would wear out dirt never grows leasl
1 saw Captain Bead stationed on a barrel head for
trying to escape, and forced to stand thcrcall tho
Fourth of July, in the hot sun, bare headed and
bare footed. We invented amusements of various
kinds, among which were mock lawsuits. The
Johnnies shot prisoners on every occasion without
the least provocation, and thoy wore often promoted
for such acts of bravery. The doctors said we had
good water. Itwas good, perhaps, when it left the
bpring, which was on tho outside, but il was flithy
bj the time it reached us, from the fact that it ran
into some boxes in the stockade which were sunk
to the level of Uie ground. Tobacco was hard toget and expensive, a email twist bringing 5 in
greenbacks, while Confederate money would not
buy it nt all. 1 have known urmy blue pants toeoll
for ?28 in greenbacks. Three potatoes would sell
for 51, which was tho smallest amount Uiat anv-thin- g

could bo bought for. The scurvy killed
hundreds, i have seen men's legs turn black and
the flesh drop off in crcat lunins. until death nut an
end to their nifeery. Vermin, too, were thick, and
causeu rauim uioiress. uiiArLAlN,

"Potomac Jack's" Prison Experiences.
To the Editor National Tribune:

A few days ntro a friend cave me Uiree conios of
Tiie National Tkiui-sk- , and T now regret that I
uia not become ucmiai ntcd with it sooner. 1 m- -
close j'ou nost-ofilc- e ordtn- - for two dollars. Pleasft
send me back numbers from January, 1SS2. to pres-
ent date. Permit mo to cay that I have found in-
formation in the threo copies which is verj im-
portant and interesting tome. I was confined in
rebel prisons for fourteen monttis. I was captured
near wuipepor, va., on tho Uth ot Uotouer, 18GJ,
and sent first to Richmond, Va., and incarcerated
in Pemborton prison. Tn November. 1SG3. 1 was
sent to Danvillo, Va., and about February, ISO!, to
Anderswivillo, Ga., and thence, about September,
1801, to Charleston, S. C, thcie 1 remained for
aoout, iwp wceus. j was next sent to i'loreuce, S.
j., aim hi l5(Ht was pnroieu with the
first lot that left Florence. My Richmond prison
was occupied by men who, had been taken nris- -
oners at tho battle or ChiQkaniauga, under Rosc-
crans, and, as 1 was the only prisoner from the
Armj of tho Potomac, tho lio3Ccrans boj's gave ms
the name of "Potomac Jack," by which name Iwas known through all my prison life. I liave
been writing nearly all over the West in search of
Chickamaugu prisoners of IBM who wero sent to
tho abovo prison. From tho building I was in nt
Danvillo an attempt was ihade to escape by tun-
neling fiom the cellar, with a view of coming out
under a barn that stood about twenty-fiv- e feta from
the main building. Shortly before the tunnel was
completed tho earth caved in, ond, to the surprise
of all, instead of having been run in a straight line,
it was found to bo of horseshoe shape, so that if the
prisoners had dug seven feet furUier tho tunnel
would have led to tho wall of the main building. Ishould like to hear front rrv of my fellow prisoners
thwe who reraemberTotoniao Jack. Some of my
curly acquaintances were Aia Ohllds and James
Gardner. I thmk they were from Uie Fourth Ken-
tucky volunteers; nLso, William Miles and Jack
Dougherty, whoso regiments I do not lecall. Tho
four were mj' comrades all through my prison life
Can any ono give ine anj Information about them ?
I hnvo no doubt manj' of vour readers would ha
pleased to have that tunnel "fully described.

The good lady of the house, however, whose name
was, I think, Overton, told the rebs. plainly that
they could not take him away, as he was put there
on guard and had been there several months. I
don't know why she took such a fancy to him. un-
less on account of his jouth and good looks. He
certainly was a fine looking soldier. In a short
time General Hood established Ins headquarters at
the house, anirwhen he heard the lady's story he
gave Cyrus protection papers, and he certainly
fored as well as any other prisoner of the late war.
During his stay with Hood he was Invited to tho
wedding of a rebel major at Brentwood Station,
and he participated in the festivities. He seemed
to be a goodfellowund possessed ofwinning ways.
Ho remained at Uie house till the rebels were
whipped back across the Harpeth River, when he
had a chance to rejoin the boys in blue. He had the
opportunity to meet a good many rebel generals,
and they often twitted him about being about to
take Nashville; bnt when shell and solid shot
came crashing along and one shell passed dixectly
through the house. Cjnw asked if that looked like
going into Nashville. When tho cannonading be-
gan the general present hnrried away, and the
rebel army came along in fall retreat some with-
out guns, some bareheaded and barefooted, and
every one making all possible haste to get out of
reach of our guns. I think they did not stop until
thej' reached Florence, Ala.
