dust; in the defense of his countrywhen all was peril
and alarm, and that country called upon her loyal
sons to abandon tho pursuits of civil lifo and en-
gage in a lonfr and bloody war. AVhat sacrifices
and what sufferings were endured in responding
to that call, you all remember well.

Thank God, that sacrificojind that suffcrmfr was
not endured m vain; but, under a smiling Provi-denc- o,

our efforts were crowned with success our
country taved, and tho honor and tho integrity of
her flug maintained. Smiling peace came, follow-
ing tho stern realities of war, and laying a3ido tho
accoutrements of s,oldiers, we returned to tho walks
of civil life. But, alas, how changed I All broken
up in business, many impaired in health, and
thousands maimed and crippled for lifo what a
spectacle tho grand old army presented to an ap-
plauding world 1

Then it was the happy thought entered tho
minds of some of our comrades to re-enli- st in tho
old army, though in a new way and for anotherpurpose. The thought, crystalling into action, gave
us tho Grand Army of the Republic, whoso foundation-
-stone is Fraternity, Charity and Loyalty, and
whose end is to promote tho interests of all "honorably-

-discharged" eoldicrs and, as far as possible,
relievo tho sufferings and distress of all needy
ones.

ICoblo aim ! Noble work I All honor to those
who first conceived the plan, and all honor to thoso

who strive to perpetuate the work in the spirit of
Fraternity, Charity and Loyalty. I want each
comrade to realize tho grand and noble work of
our Order and work zealously for its wclfaro; to
so labor as to command success, and such a success
as will actually astonish ourselves.

Emerson says : "A man is at his bc3t when en-

thusiastic." Bo enthusiastic, then, that you may
put forth your best efforts, and my word for it,
you will not only wonder, but rejoice in the result.
Create the cause, and you must have the effect.

If, in the language of another, "success is duty,"
then, iinec duty is the soldier's first law, our duty
is to succeed. 1 wish I had the power to mako
you feel something of tho enthusiasm which lills
my own breast and lends me to seo in tho near
future every Post, with ranks recruited full, meet-
ing in its own hall and doing its full share ot work
in the ranks of tho G. A. H.

Again, I say, put forth the effort, and just as
certainly as day follows night, juatso certainly will
you see and rejoice in the result.

In tho language of the lato Com-
mander of Ohio, in his notable order of May 15,
1879, I say to you, "Come forward, comrades,
and, living in the realization of the noblo work in
which our Order is engaged, labor haid for the
perpetuation of all that was glorious in war and
excellent in peace, remembering always that you
stand and work in tho ranks of 200.0W) men men
who stood firm and true amid all the fiery ordeal
of battle, and who, now as then, stand and work
with you.
