OUR AMERICAN BOYS.

The battle of Shiloh was a magnificent illus-
tration of this. There 90,000 American boys—
thonsands of whom had mnot been out of the
school room two months—stood up resolutely
on an open plain and fired into one anothers’'
unprotected breasts until over 20,000 were
stretched npon the ground. Nowhere in mod-
ern history was there such grim, bloody fight-
ing as that done by what was little better than
a mob of undisciplined school boys on that
fearful 6th and 7Tth of April, 1862, The finest
armies in Europe never received or inflicted
such awful punishment as both the Union and
robel armiecs endured without flinching in the
death-grapple for Pittsburg Landing. A French
or German army would have been considered
annihilated if it had suffered anything like the
losses endured by those under Grant’s and

Another episode of the war, in which the
Buckeye State had a most direet interest, was
the ill-fated expedition sent out by General
Mitehell in 1862 to burn the bridges south of
Chattanooga. That party was made up almost
wholly of plain, every-day Ohio furmor boys,
who made no pretensions to unususl courage,
To help
the cause along was all they desired, and they
were ready to undertake anything that would
contribute to that end ns coolly and nnostenta-
tiousiy as they would set about harvesting the
acres npon the homestead.
