Axxie E. Hows
Toreno, O., March, 1834,
THE AET OF BOUP MAKING,

The rule in making soup is one guart of
water to every pound of meat. As the water
boils it shouid be frequently skimmed until
the coarse particles that arise are removed,

When the meat js thoroughly done remove
it, and allow the soup to stand until cool, when
the fat will harden at the top.

MEDICAL IMPOSTERS.

Something More About the Forged
Zurich Degrees.

Special Correspondence Nationa! Tribune,
ZuvricH, Fetfruary 25,

Since I last wrote to Tae TRIBUSE concern-
ing the use of alleged or forged Zurich degrees
there have beenseveral new developments in the
matter. The Department of Education, always
quick to s¢e and prompt to act so far as it
limited powers permit, has ordered copies of
Herr Henke's official statistics of Znrieh, and
will proceed to place them in the possession of
thejvarious Stale Boards of Health. Further
than this, the Department of Education can do
nothing; bat, in doing this, it expresses the
belief that the Government, both central and
local, ought to act in the matier—ought to
take the initiative. Further, the Department
of Education recognizes the State Board of
Health as the State functionary who ought te
act. This points to the sanitary aspect of the
maiter, and suggests that State interference
with the degrees in guestion will probably
take the form of prosecution of fraudulent
practitioners,

But the prosecution of a score of qnacks,
though an immediate precantion which the
people ought to insist upom, is but a trifling
part of the measures which ought to be taken,
and taken promptly. The State Boards of
Health are unguestionably the proper fuve-
tionaries for the prosecation of qnﬁn. Bat
to leave to the State Board of Health the dis-
covery of qlt;acka, is to bestow upon the State
Boards of Health one of the proper functions
of the State Boards of Edueation.

Clearly, some power in the State ought to be
charged with the prevention of gqnacks. The
interest of the whole public demands this; but
especially does the interest of the working
classes demand it, for at best the self-respecting
workman is in the worst possible pesition with
reference to medical treatment. He cannot pay

sistently with his self-respect, accept treatment
gratuitously, and there is only one middle
course open to him. He has no means of in-
vestigating the degree of his family physician,
and he cannot be supposed to have medical
knowledge enough to judge, except most
roughly, the wisdom of the treatment to which
he subjects himself when he calls in a medical
man at random. Only the very rich and the
very poor can command the hizghest medical
skill—the former by paying high fees and the
latter by subjecting themselves to clinical
treatment, when they take the risk of becom-
ing * material” and being treated mors with
reference to theneeds of the students than with
reference to their own cure. The best elements
of the working classes matnrally avoid this at
all eost—even at cost of employing ignorantlya
charlatan with a forged diploma. The best
elements of our population form, then, the
class which has the strongest interest in sup-
pressing quacks—in making certain that all
the ordinary physicians in practice, npon
whose care the sell-respecting workmen of the
country must rely for themselves and their
families, have, at least, the insufiicient medieal
training which our medical schools supply.

REQUIREMENTS ABROAD.

Austria, and Switzerland recoguize and provide
for. In Engiand, physicians must pass an ex-
amination before & commission appointed by
the government, and must be amply registered.
Nevertheless, the Eaglish regulations are re-
garded upen the Coutinent as wholly insuffi-
cient. (The American chaos of non-regulation,
insnificient regulation, and bad regulation, is
regarded with the contemps which it deserves.)
In France the minimnm preparations allowed
a physician is three and a half years in a med-
jeal preparatory sehool, followed by a State
examination, after which the student may only
practice in the department in which he has
been examined. In Germany, the physician
mast have a State examination after the uni-
versity examination, which in turn he can
only have on condition of possessiog a gymna-
sium degree (equivalent to the bachelor of our
best colleges). On no other condition can he
call himseif physician or register as such. Auas-
tria requires five yvears' university study “after
completing the gymnasial course; and Switz-
erland requires gymnasial examination, uni-
versity examination, State examination, and
complete registration.

Now, as matters stand in America, it is vain
for us to make such provisions so loog as we do
not enforee the pitiful provisions which we al-

perjury a punishable offense. Yet evidence is
not wanting that there are men practicing
medicina in America who havesworn falsely
to their possession of Zurich degrees. But
until we have some functionary in every State
charged with the investigation of professional
degrees and the prosecution of helders of
forged dearees and of persons practicing pro-
fessionally without degrees, so long will fraud-
plent practitioners thrive, at cost of the life
and health of the best elements of the Nation.
As | have said before, the Stats Boards of
Health are unguestionably the proper fune-
tionaries for the prosecution of detected quacks.
Bat they are not the proper functionaries for
investigating, guarding and guarantesing the
value of professional degrees in general. Herr
Henke’s private investigations of such State
registers as are accessible show that the holders
of forged or alleged Zurich degrees are not
confined to the medical profession, but may be

On no other conditions will it ever be pessibla
to secnre for the State Boards of Health and
Edncition honorable and learned men to whose
opinions the professional schools and the pro-
fessional men of the country will bow. Hap-
pily, the tendency of the Nation is towards s
rational ordering of the civil service in all its
branches, and it is, therefore, not too much to
hope that the State Boards of Health and of
Education may, in the near fuiure, be consti-
tuted upon a rational basis.

EPECTAL TRAINING.

The other change required for the sup
sion of professional imposition of the kind
under discussion is a radical change in onr
national estimate of special training. So longas
we believe a higli-school education sufficient for
fitting American citizens for all the daties of
life, so long shall we loock askance at college-
bred men, and so loug shall we have a leaning
towards rule-of-thumb methods—i. e. towards
quackery in every occupation. Only when we
as a Nation come to appreciate the true value
of long professional training for physicians,
lawyers and professors and for men heolding
the more responsible civil offices, shall we be
able to enforre legislation forsubduing guacks.
But here there 18 s vicious circle two be de-
siroyed before any headway can be made. We
have s well-grounded contempt for degrees,
because they are worthy of contempt. Who, for
instance, can care for a Pennsvlvanias degree,
when more than thirty institutions in Peon-
syivania can bestow degrees, and that on such
insane conditions as Jeifferson Modical Col-
lege has bestowed the desree LILD?*  Hat

viewns €lrcle, there is no body of caitivated
men and women with intszest or power enough
in the matter §o sconre the enforcemeont of Jeg-
islation regalating the bestowal of degrees and
s0 rescuing them from the contempt which
they at present deservedly receive.

Oue diificuity which apparently complicates
the dexree question can reailly be disposed of,
This is the dedire of individual citizens to
found colleges and universitiea. The statement
is constantly made that State regulation woliid
check, if it did not destroy, the tendency of
private persons to provide for the needs of the
bigher edneation. It happens, however, that
the wiser the private giver the greater his
desire to place bis foundation directly nnder
the administration of the State, vide James
Lick, of California, and that most wise and
noble giver of good gifts to the Commonwealth,
Ezra Corneil. Bat, sssaming this not to be
the case; assaming the founder's sole desive
to be the perpetuation of his name and some
pet dogma—even in this extreme cuse, State
regulation which established a minimum re-
quirement for every student's diploma exami-
pation would leave the private founder as free
to have hiz dozma taught 23 he is to-day, pro-
vided the degmatic instruction did not inter
fere with the science and history, the liters.
ture and philosophy, the medicine and juris-
prudence required by the Stute. Such regu-
lation would, by estublishing a minimum
standard, insure a positive public begeifit from
évery private foundation; wheress, undes
preseat legislation, such as that of Pennsyl.
vania, which anables most unequally equipped
institations to bestow equal degrees, evary
new foundation adds to the danger both of
balf-culture for its gradoates and extended
opposition to State regulation, i e, extended
harm to the best interests of the professivas
and the community,

AMERICA'S NEGLECT,

In no country in the world does applied
scienca play so larze a role in the national life
as in the Unioa; in no conuntry in the world
does politica so absorb the atiention of the
people as in the Union. Yet, in o country in
the civilized world is the vital conneetion
between science and governmens so atupidly
igunored as in the United States of Americs.
In Epgland, every man who boldsa ruling
place must bea nniversisy man, and every man
who holds a subordisate plice must pass a
civil servies examination:—and the general
internal administration of Englund is, in con-
sequence, so indinitely better than our own
that every Americun who lives a half yeus
in England must, aiter honest comparisa
biush for the stupid badness of his own n-:i
administration. In Germany, everv civil ser-
vant who holds any coasidernble pasition maass
be a university man, and every civil servan$
must pass acivil service examination ;—and the
German c¢ivil serviee is the Bocst in the world.
But there ia another reason lor Lthis, in addition
‘ to the careful qualifieation of actual civil serv-
| anta. “ Verwaltangslehre”—the “ Theory of the
| Function of Government"—is taoght as a uni-
| versity study. The uaiversity man who
| makes his degres in the faculty of jarispra-
| dence as docfor Juris rerum cameralaim mush

- pass an examination in * Verwaltangsiehra,”

| in preparation for which he mnst maie himself
| familiar with a vast literature of the theory
of administration. In Germaay, the adminis
| istrative bvanch of government hus for years
| occupied the attention of learned professors;
the duty of the State in every posible relation
to the people, sud the national life, to the
public health, to education, to trude, to pagper-
ism, to emigration, to religion, is the atudy of
veral nniversity years for every aspirant for
| public office. Soma day we shall follow Ger-
| many’s example in this 7vspect. When ws
| develop a literature of the theory of the fune-
tion of administration amd require our law
makers and the men who enforce our law te
stody the subjeet before attempting to take
active part in the work of administration we
shall speedily have Boands of Health sad
Boards of Education (eor better, Bureaux of
Health and Bureanx of Eduecation) which will
regulate the value of degrees and prevesnt the
existence of alleged or forged degrees.

Meanwhile, the men and women who havs
most vital interest in the detection and pon-
ishment of frandulent physicians, frasdulent
lawyers, and fraudalent tearhers, are working
men and women. They who have mest vital
interest in the improvement of the civil ser-
vice are working men and women. They whe
have the most vital interest in the extension
of speeial training, for want of which in Amer-
ica quscks must coaticae o thrive and State
governments fzil to perform their foactions,
are working men and women,

The working women of America can deo
naothing in the matter for want of the ballog,
The working men of Amervica form an enor-
mous majority of tha vot=rs of the Natiom,
When they clearly perceive the interest which
they have in the State rezulation of the higher
| edueation they will obtaia it for their own

sake and the sake of the Nation. F E.
