Colonel 8. D, Baldwin was, indeed, their com-
manding oflicer for a sesson, but he never com-
manded a brigade except by accident.

He was dismissed March 26, 1863,
After the battle came reorganization, and Colo-
onel Sweeney was assigned to the 1st brigade,
and at his urgent request the 524 Illinois was
assigned to his brigade. This brigade was
composed of the 2d and Tth Iowa, 52d Illinois
and the fragmeuts of the Bth, 12th and 14th
Iowa and the 55th Illinois, called and known
a8 * Union ™ brigade. The 3d brigade consisted
of the Tth, 50th and 57th Illinois and, 1 thiuk,
the 26th Missouri infantry, under the command
of Colone] Moses Bane, the gallant and efficient
commander of the 50th Illinois. The 2d di-
vision was under Brigadier-General T. A.
Davies until after the battle of Corinth, At
this time the Union brigade was relieved by
the 66th Indiana. Colonel Sweeney was soon
prowoted to brigadier-general and assigned the
mmand of 2d division, and Colonel E. W.
Rice (latterly brigadior-general) succeeded to
command of 1st brigade. Colonel Bans still
commanded the 3d brigade. He had in the
meantime lost his good right arm. After the
occupation of Atlanta the 2d divisian, 16th
army corps, became the 4th division, 15th army
corps.

The next morn-
ing our pickets were driven in, and, although
in vur face were the advancing lines of Lee’s
infantry, we fought for hours {(most of the
time dismounted) through ths ecemetery and
over the seminary grounds, stubbornly contest-
ingevery inch of ground until thearrival of the
1st ariny corps. - As the first shots of the enemy
wers directed to our little lins of cavalry, and
as for a long time afterwards we stubbornly
resisted the enemy’s advance, losing men and
horses, before the arrival of the 1st army corps,
it seems as though éur refiment ought to
retain, without question or dispute, the honor of
opening the baftle of Gettysburg. There was
a sense of relief on my own part which Ishall
never forget when we saw the grand old 1st
corps coming to our relief at a double-quick,and
they deserve credit for being the firss infantry
engaged in the struggle,

bas a hospital record or not (unless otherwise
shown, as explained in the billj, that his dis-
ability had ils origin in the serviee, and, there-
fore, should entitle him to a pension. This is
true equily, both to the Gevernment and vet-
eran,

Our armies in the late war numbered® 2,600,-
000 men. The stroggzle for the right was long
and tremendous in its effects, aud the couse-
quent results among those who endured its
hardships will be great suffering for many
years to coine. Many soldiers who gave their
best days and strength to this people and Gov-
ernment were discharged from the war appar-
eutly sound in health, Their youth and vigor,
for the time being, warded off at least any
appearance of discase; but the great physical
strzin on those who patiently bore its priva-
tions has sapped their vitality, leaving their
impaired and weakened bodies accessible to
disease, aud now, as age comes prematurely on
them, the seceds of discase implauted in their
systems while in the service are fast devel-
oping into incurable infirmities — evidence
enough, God knows, that it is the effects of
the tortures of the prison pens, the hardships
and exposure of the picket and skirmish-lines
in the malarial swainps of the South, the terri-
ble forced marches by day and by night, the
insuflicient food, the battlefield, and the biy-
ovac in the rain and snow. All these have
left their imprint on many of our old comrades
who have no hospitdl pacords, but whose record
of duty and fidelity to this Government should
never be forgolton by thoss who now enjoy the
fruits of their heroie efforts in a reunited and
prosperous Nation, and should put to shame
Joaquin Miller and others of his ilk who get
their pensions from some of the big dailies at
s0 much per column for slandering the ex-
soldicrs and sailors of the Jate war.
