JJy the prori640is of the bill each moiuler of
tlicSnwteoSioux tribe now occupying tlie res-
ervation in the State of NenraFku shall be enti-
tled to an individual nllotmeut of land out of
the reservation in that State, each head of a
family to receive 100 acres. Whenever the
civiH'atioii ofany of the Indians who rvceive
xatioas at any neeuey shall he such as to ge

the belief that an allotment of laud
in severalty to them would bo for their best
interests, the President is authorized by this
fblll to liuve the surveyed and indi-
vidual allotments made to the Indians, the
licad of u family to receive a quarter section.

proposed by General Bosecrans (Cal.), striking
out the provision for the payment of pension
agents, and transferring tho duties of these
officers to the pay department of tho array, ad-

FRIDAY'S PBOCEEDHfGS.
In tho House, on Friday, on motion of Mr

McMtHin (Tcun.), a bill was ptssed limiting to
two years tho time within which prosecutions
may be instituted against persons charged with
violating the internal revenue laws.

The unfinished business coming over from
last Friday was the bill to relieve certain sol-

diers of the late war from the charge of deser-
tion, and after debate it was laid aside with a
favorable recommendation. It removes the
chargo of desertiou from the record of soldiers
who served in tho volunteer service in all ctiscs
where it shall be nude to appear to tho satis-
faction of the Secretary of War that such sol-

diers served faithfully until the expiration of
the term of enlistment, or until lst-o- f May,
1SG5, but by reason of absence from their com-
mand at the time the same was mustered out
failed to receive an honorable discharge. It
also applies to cases in which it appears that
thesoldiercharged with desertion subsequently
diluted in another regiment and was honor-
ably discharged.

The bill for tho relief of Myra Clark Gaines
was considered, bu; without coming to a con-
clusion thereon the committee arose.

At tho evening session the House passed
twenty-eigh- t private pension bills.

SATUBDAY'S rilOCKEDIXGS.
In the House, on Saturday, the entiroscsslon

was devoted to the consideration of the bill to
establish a department of labor statistics,which
was finally passed by a vote of 182 yeas to 19
nays.

It provides for tho establishment of a bureau
of labor statistics iu charge of a commissioner,
at a salary of $3,500, who shall acquire all use-
ful information upon the subject of labor, its
relation tocapital and tho means of promoting
the material, social, intellectual and moral pros-
perity of thelaboring men and women. He is au-
thorized to employ such force as he may deem
necessary for the successful working of the bu-
reau, provided that the total expense shall not
exceed 25,000 per annum.

MONDAY'S PEOCEEDINGS.

In the House, on Monday, among the bills in-

troduced, was one by Mr. Morey (0. .providing
that all officers and employees of national mil-
itary homes shall be selected from volunteer
officers, soldiers and sailors.

Mr. Diugley, (Me.) from tho Shipping Com-
mittee, moved to suspend the rules and pass a
bill creating a bureau of navigation in tho
Treasury Department.

The motion was agreed to and the bill passed
yeas 170, nays 47.
The Warner pension hill was then taken up

and passed. fA report of tho debate will be
found in another column.

TUESDAY'S PBOCEEDnfGS.
In the House, on Tuesday, a resolution was

adopted setting apart the 3d of May for the con-
sideration of a bill amending the Chinese immi-
gration act.

tho United States. Sir Evelyn Baring, British
minister to Egypt, has been summoned to
England. The French government has
agreid to support the English proposals
for financial reform in Egypt. Cholera
prevails in India, but it is believed the plague
will not break out in Egypt this year. Word
has been received in Madrid from the Governor
General of Cuba that Aguero's band has been
surrounded. Crown Prince Rudolph, of Aus- -
tro-Hunga- denies that his visit to Constanti-
nople is of apolitical nature. The Duchess
or Edinburgh was delivered of a daughter on
theOth inst. Both mother and child aredoing
w'elL At Edinburgh University, on the 17th
inst- -, honorary degrees were conferred upon
United States Minister James Russell Lowell
and many others. Queen Victoria and Prin-
cess Beatrice arrived at Darmstadt on the 17th
inst An Euglish lady at Cairo has offered a
reward of 20,000 for the rescue of General
Gordon. Dynamite Is being secretly con-
veyed from France into Englaud. It is feared
that a rcturu of Emperor William's illness may
prove fatal. The prominent Irishmen in
Paris are reported to be divided in policy be-

tween an active campaign against England with
dynamite and an armed revolution, the ma-
jority of them disapproving the employment
of dynamite. It is reported that M. de
Brazza, the French explorer in tho Congo
country, has signed a treaty by which all the
right bauk of the Congo will pass under the
protection of France. Three naval officers
have been arrested and imprisoned in St.
Petersburg, charged with belonging to the
revolutionary party. Rumors are afloat in
Paris that the Pope will seek an asylum in
Franco in case he determines to leave tho
Vatican. Slany Italian residents of the
United States have exhibits at the interna-
tional cxjKhsition in Turin. Two thousand

, men, women and children were killed by the
Arabs in tho massacre near Shendy.

Earthquake Shock In England.
LrOXDOX, April 22. At 9:30 o'clock this

morning an earthquake shock of considerable
force was felt in the eastern counties of Eng-
land. Localities in Essex and Sullblk were
thesceucs of greatest disturbance At Ipswich ,
the capital of Sutlblk county, the shock was so
severe that the walls of the houses were per-
ceptibly shaken, plates were rattled and bells
rung. The people have been thrown into such
a state of consternation that business is for the
time suspended. Tlie shock was still more
severe nt Colchester, in Essex. The concussion
lasted half a minute.

Tho Houso Committee on Military Affairs
on tho 21st inst. instructed Representative
Bosecrans to report favorably a joint resolution
providing for the appointment of William 'B.
Franklin, of Connecticut: John C. Black, of
Illinois, nud Thomas W. Hyde, of Maine, to fill
vacancies in the board of managers of the Na

tional Soldiers' Home. On motion of Itepre- -

scntativc aiurray, 01 unio, uiairraan Kosecrans
was instructed to lay before the president of
the board of managers the complaints made by
prominent men of Dayton against Governor
Patrick, of the Soldiers' Homeat Dayton, Ohio.
If tho board does not deem vthe complaints
against him sufficient to justify his removal,
the committee will ask an invjEstigation of the
management of the Dayton Homo by the
House. The complaints are that Governor
Patrick is overbearing in his manner, and that
his discipline is too sevens, it being asserted
that men aro put in the guardhouse for trivial
offenses.

The bill introduced in tho Senato on the lGth
inst. by Mr. Salmi to revive the grade of gen-
eral of the army provides that the President
be authorized to nominato and, by and with
tho advice aud consent of tho Senate, to ap-

point a general of the army, and in the sarao
manner to fill any vacancy that may occur in
the office of lieutenant-genera- l of the army
through the death, resignation, retirement, or
promotion of the present lieutenant-genera- l,

(Sheridan).
Tho House Committee on Territories, on tho

18th inst., by a vote of seven to five, adopted
substitute offered by Mr. Alexander to Mr.
Cassidy'shill providing for the appointment by
tho President of a commission to govern Utah.
The substitute makes the solemnization of a
marriage when either party to be married has
a husband or wife living a misdemeanor pun-
ishable by imprisonment in jail not lcs3 than
sis months nor more than twelve.

The Secretary of the Navy issued, on the 17th
inst., iu accordance with the resolution recent-
ly adopted by both liouses of Congress, a proc-
lamation offering $25,000 reward for the dis-
covery and rescue by any private person or
vessel of tho Arctic Signal Service party of
Lieutenant Greely.

At a meeting, on the 17th inst., of the House
Committee on Law Bespeeting the Election of
Presideut aud Vice-Preside- a proposition to
limit to twelve months the time during which
a Cabinet officer may perform the duties of
President was acted upon favorably.

The Washington Monument will bo com-
pleted some time this fall, aud it is intended
to celebrate the event with imposing ceremo-
nies. It is understood that Speaker Carlisle
will bo asked to deliver an oration.

CRIMES AND CASUALTIES.

Tobe Turner, tho murderer of Shuttles, was
taken to Greenville, Ga., on tho 57th inst., to
be hanged. His clothing was entirely changed,
so that no poisou might bo concealed about
him, but he was allowed to keep a small silk
handkerchief. Ho told the sheriff that he
bad tried several 'times to commit suicide, but
was sorry, as he loved Jesus and would go to
Heaven. The sheriff left him alone a moment,
but returning to tell him that his father,
mother and sister wanted to see him, found
him dead with the handkerchief tied.tightly
around his neck. His mother fell across tho
body, exclaiming: "Have you really gone to
Jesus? They have not had a chance to put a
rope around that dear neck. You have beat
them at last."

Between thirty and forty Hungarians and
Poles employed ut the Edgar Thompson Steel
Works, at Braddock, Pa., engaged in a bloody
riot on the morning of the 17th. Pistols,
knives, clubs, and every conceivable weapon
wem brought into service aqd freely used.
The fight lusted two hours, ana when finally
quelled by the citizens, who were compelled to
organize a vigilance committee to suppress the
riot, it was found that three men had sustained
serious injuries, aud that a number of others
were slightly hurt.

John G. Telford, a passenger on tho Iron'
Mountain Road from Pino Bluff, Ark., en route
to Ireland, was robbed of $17,500 while on a
train near Poplar Bluff, Mo., on the 17th inst.,
by C. M. Deuuctt. The robber was arrested on
the train and the money was found.

The grand jury of Yankton, Dakota, have
found two indictments against Gov. Ordway
charging him with corruption in county organ-
ization.

Wayne county, Pa., has been ar-
rested for receiving illegal pension fee3.

POLITICAL.

The Illinois Republican con ventfon was held
at Peoria on the 16th inst., and was called to
order by Chairman A. M. Jones, of the State
central committee, who said, among other
things, that Illinois had nominated the mar-
tyred Lincoln as her first President of the
United States, and it was probable that the
Chicago convention would nominate another
soldier citizen of Illinois whose name began
with the same letter. Cheers. Hon. Bichard
J. Oglesby was nominated for governor and
General J. C. Smith for lieutenant-governo- r.

Resolutions were adopted by the convention
requesting the district delegates and instruct-ingth- e

delcgates-at-larg- e to vote for the nomi-
nation or General Logan to the Presidency at
the national convention.

The Pennsylvania Republican State conven-
tion met at Harrisburg on the lGth inst. and
passed a resolution declaring " that James G.
Blaine is the choice of the Republicans of Penn-pylvan- ia

for President, and Robert T. Lin-
coln for Vice-Preside- and that the delegates
at large this day elected be, aud they are
hereby, instructed to vote for them so long as
their names shall be before the convention, and
to use all honorable means to secure their nomi-
nation." If Arthur is a candidate on tho first
ballot the vote of the Pennsylvania delegation
will bo seventeen, for Arthur and forty-thre- o

for Blaine. Blaine has twenty-fou- r votes
through thick and thin in Pennsylvania, in-
cluding Grow.

The New Jersey Republican State conven-
tion met on the Hthiust. at Trenton. Ex-Sccrct-

Robeson was defeated fordelegatc-at-larg- e.

The sentiment for Blaine was so pub-
licly expressed aud 60 clearly outspoken that
no instructions were given tho delegates. The
platform indorses the administration of Presi-
dent Arthur, and demands that the policy of
protecting homo industries supported by the
Republican party bo continued.

The Indiana Republiean convention met at
Indianapolis on tho 17th inst. Tho following
were elected delegates-ut-larg- o: Senators Ben-
jamin Harrison and Richard W. Thompson by
acclamation, and Hon. John II. Baker, of
Goshen, and Morris McDouald, of New Albany.
The delegation is uninstructed, and without
express preferences.

The Alabama Republican convention, which
met at Montgomery on the lGth inst., passed
resolutions indorsing President Arthur's ad-
ministration. Niftetcen of tho twenty dole-gat- es

to the Chicago convention will vote for
him on the first ballot. Their second choice is
Senator Logan.

The Tennessee Republican convention met at
Nashville on the 17th inst. Tho resolutions
indorse President Arthur and his administra-
tion.
