A lunatic named Lamar created great excite-
ment in Decatur, 111., recently, hy taking
possession of a temporarily vacant house. He
defended it successfully for some time with a
pistol aud knives, wounding the owner, Blenz,
seriously, and keeping the sheriff's posse at
bay. He was finally knocked down with a
club and captured.

A dispatch from Fort Worth, Texas, states
that on the night of the 10th inst., J. Casimo.a
Soman Catholic priest, who was en route for
California by the Texas Pacific road, was stop-
ped by three men on the platform of a carjust
as the train was entering the Union depot at
Tort Worth, and robbed of $13,000. The rob-
bers escaped.

The steamer City of Portland, Capt. Lascom,
of the International Steamship Company, ply-
ing between Portland and St. John, K. B.,
struck on Grendstone Ledge, Owl's Head, at
3:15 o'clock on the morning of the gth inst. The
vessel soon went to pieces, but all the passen-
gers seventy in number were saved.

Capt. H. X. Adams, assistant superintendent
of the Government canal works at Louisville,
Ky., was instantly killed on the 7th inst. His
steam yacht got caught between a wharf boat
and tho steamer Guthrie, and Adams' head
became fastened between the roof of the boat
and the wharf, and his neck was broken.

FINANCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL.

The Northwestern Manufacturing and Car
Company of Stillwater, Minn., of which United
States Senator D. M. Sabin is president, failed
on the 10th inst. Tho liabilitias are $1,000,000
and the assets $4,500,000. The company was
boinc pressed by a number of creditors on
obligations which they had expected to meet
with money secured from tho East; but tho
suspension of the Marine Bank and the failure
of Grant & Ward had so shaken confidence in
credit that they had found it impossible to
secure the expected advances. To prevent
attachments and the tying up of their property
the company resolved to have a receiver ap-

pointed. They expected to discharge all their
obligations, and after a temporary embarrass-
ment to resume business as a corporation. It
is understood that A. H. Brown, of Stillwater,
has been selected as receiver. The Northwest-
ern Car Company had a great set-ba- ck in the
penitentiary fire last winter.

The Teturn3 of the Department of Agri-
culture for May make the wheat prospect nearly
as favorable as in April. Then tho general
average was within Svo per cent, of the
standard of full condition. The May average
is 94. It was 83 in 1SS3. Barring tho changes
of the future, a winter wheat product of about
350,000,000 bushels is indicated.

A carload of 20,000 pounds of fresh salmon
was shipped Friday night from Dallas, Oregon,
to New York, tho first that has ever been
shipped from that State to New York. The
company guarantee that tho time consumed in
transit will not exceed nine days.

The cotton crop report for the Memphis
district, embracing West Tennessee, North.
Mississippi, North Arkansas and North Ala-
bama, shows a decreased acreage planted in
cotton in that district of one-ha- lf per cent., as
compared with last year.

P-rat-i, the Italian poet, is dead. The alleged
Fenians under arrest in Birmingham, England,

Judah P. Benjamin, the distinguished lawyer
in London and an ex-mem- of the govern-
ment of the Southern Confederacy, is dead.

The S'ew Orleans Exposition.
A meeting wss held at Willard's Hotel

Washington, D, C, on the night of the 7th
inst. byjtho commissioners of thedifferentStates
and Territories, appointed by the President,
to make arrangements for tho World's Indus-
trial and Cotton Centennial Exposition to bo
held at New Orleans. There were present also
representatives of the different Government
Departments. Twenty-eig- ht States and Terri-
tories were represented. Hon. Frank Bacon, of
Kansas, was elected president, and J. W.
Eyckman, of Georgia, secretary. Maj or Burke
stated the objects of the meeting, after which
addresses were delivered by Hon. George B.
Loring, General Sickles, of Colorado; Judge
Sebrig, of Florida; Commisionor Eaton and
others. Major Burke explained the growth of
the enterprise from its inception, and. said he
thought that the exposition would exceed tho
Philadelphia Centennial in dimensions. A
commiteee was appointed, consisting of Dr. 0.
W. Dabncy, of North Carolina ; Gov. Eobert L.
Furnas, of Nebraska, and Hon. A. J. McWhirter,
of Tennessee, to recommend apian for the col-

lection and arrangement of State exhibits.

DOINGS OF CONGRESS,

General Grant to lie Placed on the

Retired List.

In the Senate, on Wednesday, the 7th inst.,
among tho bills introduced was one by Mr. Ed-
munds (Vt.), to place Ulysses S. Grant, late gen-

eral of the army of tho United States, upon
tho retired list of tho army. In moving the
reference of the bill to the Committee on Mil-
itary Affairs, Mr. Edmunds commended., it to
the early consideration of that committee for
reasons which, ho said, everybody understood.

Pursuant to notice previously given, Mr.
Hill (Colo.) addressed the Senate in relation to
the bill to declare a forfeiture of the lands
granted to the New Orlean.3, Baton Eouge, aud
Vicksburg Eailroad Company.

The shipping bill was then taken up and
discussed by Senatora Vest (Mo.), McPherson
(N. J.), Miller (N. Y.), Van Wyck (Neb.), Gor-
man (Md.), and others.

THURSDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

In the Senate, on Thursday, a large number
of petitions from Grand Army Posts praying
the adoption of the pension committee's rec-
ommendations were presented.

Tho Chair laid before the Senate the Houso
message announcing in the
Senate amendments to tho plouro-pneumon- ia

bill On motion of Mr. Miller (N. Y.), the Sen
ate insisted on its amendments.

The Chair also laid before tho Senate the
House message announcing
in tho Senate amendments to the Fitz-Joh- n

Porter hill. The Senate insisted on its amend-
ments. Mr. Logan (111.) was appointed on tho
conference committee, but declined to servo.

Mr. Mitchell (Pa.), from tho Committee on
Pensions, reported favorably, with an amend-
ment, the House bill granting pensions to the
soldiers of the Mexican war. Tho amendment
provides that no such officer, enlisted man, or
widow shall bo entitled to the benefits of this
act unless dependent in whole or in part on
his or her own labor or assistance from others
for his support.

The shipping bill was then taken up, and a
vote was taken on Mr. McPherson's (N. J.)
amendment, cutting off compensation for the re-

turn trip of ship3 that may take out the United
States mail. The amendment was rejected
yeas 17, nays 31.

This completed the consideration of tho hill
in Committee of tho Whole.

On motion of Mr. Frye (Me.), the House bill
was then taken from the table, and, with but
Elight debate, amended to correspond with tho
bill just agreed to.

Tho House bill, as amended, was then passed
without division or debate, and Mr. Fryo at
onco moved for tho appointment of a committee
of conference on the disagreeing votes of the
two houses.

Mr. Beck (Ky.) raised a point of order, and,
without further action, the Senate adjourned.

As it passed the Senate, the shipping hill
provides that all officers of American vessels
shall bo United States citizens, oxcept.that foreig-

n-going vessels may fill with foreigners va-

cancies happening abroad until the return to
the homo port.

Tonnage dues are abolished as to American
vessels, and as to the vessels of other nations
which do not impose tonnage dues under tho
name of "light money" or otherwise on Ameri-
can vessels. The marine hospital tax is abol-
ished, and the expense of maintaining such,
hospitals is devolved on tho United States.

When a vessel is built in the United States
for foreign account, wholly or paTtly of foreign
materials on which import dues have been
paid, the amount of duty, les3 10 per cent., is
allowed as drawback when the vessel is ex-

ported.
For transporting the mails hctwoon any part

of the United States and any foreign port, or
between ports on tho Atlantic and ports on the
Pacific, a sum not exceeding $1 per mile on the
trip each way of actual nautical miles traveled
may he paid by the Postmaster-Genera- l, the
vessel to be of American registry.

TBIDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

In the Senate, on Friday, the joint resolu-
tion appointing General W. B. Franklin, of
Connecticut; John C. Black, of Illinois, and
Thchnas W. Hyde, of Maine, managers of the
National Home for Disabled Volunteer Soldiers,
was taken up and passed.

Mr. Call (Fla.) addressed the Senate in favor
of the bill to provide for the establishment of
a university of original research, including
medicine, as a part of the Smithsonian Institu-
tion.

The Senate then took up tho Indian appro-
priation bill, and Mr. Dawes briefly recapitu-
lated its provisions. The estimates for the
year, he said, had been $3,46G,S09.9L The
amount of the bill as it came from tho Houso
had been $5,456,389.31. The amendments pro-
posed by tho Senate increased tho amount by
$757,413.66, making the total amount reported
to tho Senate for the Indirn service for the
coming year $6,213,802.97.

SATURDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

In the Senate, on Saturday, Mr. Logan (HI.),
from the Committee on the Judiciary, reported,
on Senator Morgan's resolution of inquiry, into
the status of Paul Strobach, marshal of middle
and southern districts of Alabama, that lie could
not legally act as marshal after April 16, 1834.
A number of private pension bills were passed,
and then, at 12:55 p. m., the Senate took a
recess to attend the Marshall monument un-
veiling ceremonies, after which, without trans-
acting further business, it adjourned.

MONDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

In the Senate, on Monday, the Indian appro-
priation bill was taken up.

Tho pending question was on Mr. Hawley's
motion to increase to $25,000 tho appropriation
for education in Alaska, on which, there was a
lengthy debate, without reaching a vote, par-
ticipated in by Senators Vest (Mo.), Dawes
(Mass.), Iugalls (Kan.) and others.

Mr. Fryo moved that tho shipping bill be
taken up in order that it may retain its placo
as unfinished business. Tho motion wa3 agreed
to, and.the Senate then adjourned.

TUESDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

In the Senate, on Tuesday, Mr. Sherman (O.)
presented a petition, numerously signed, in
favor of placing Gen. Fremont on the retired
list of tho army.

Mr. Blair (N. H.), from the Committee on
Pensions, and by direction of the committee,
reported unfavorably the bill to grant a pen-
sion to Gen. Ward B. Burnett, and submitted
dissenting views of the minority. The bill was
placed on the calendar.

Mr. Logan (III.), from tho Committee on
Military Affairs, reported favorably tho bill to
place Gen. Grant on tho retired list.

Mr. Logan asked that tho hill bo put at onco
upon its passage. Unanimous consent was given,
and the bill was at once read a third time and
passed without dobato or remark, except that
Mr. Logan said he presumed there was no ob-

jection to it. Tho bill provides that "in re-
cognition of distinguished services rendered to
the United States" Gen. U. S. Grant, late gen-
eral of the army, be placed on the retired list
with tho rank and full pay of general of tho
army.

Mr. Williams (Ky.) gavo notice that on Tues-
day next he would call up tho Mexican vet-
erans' pension bill, aud Mr. Logan said he
would move to strike out tho amendment that
no ono should have the benefit of it unless ha
was unable to mako a living.

oo, ana it is nercoy, empowered to examine an'd
report to this House upon the plan, practical Work-
ings, and management of the National Homes fpr
Dmblcd Volunteer Soldiers, and to recommend
wltat, if any, legislation appcara necessary to in-
sure tho most effective, economical, and humane
application of the funds annually appropriated by
Congress to this great beneficence; and for that
purpose the committee is authorized to sit during
the sessions of tho Houso, to examine by

such of the Homes as it may deem neces

sary, to send forpersons and papers, to administer
oaths, to employ such' clerical assistance as may be
required for this work, and to meet during tho
rcces3 of Congress ; nil tho necessary expenses to
be paid out ot tho contingent fund of tho House
upon the certificate of the chairman of the com-
mittee.

Mr. Morrill Kan,.), from tho Committeo on
Invalid Pensions, also roported back favorably
the bill (H. E. C676) to allow soldiers and sail-
ors who have lost an arm and a leg in the mil-
itary service of the United States a pension for
each disability; which was referred to tho
Committee of the Whc-l- House on tho state of
the Union, and, with tho accompanying report,
ordered to bo printed.

Mr. Cutcheon (Mich.), from tho Committeo on
Military Affairs, reported a bill (H. E. 6929) to
provide for the location of a branch National
Home for Disabled Volunteer Soldiers in tho
State of Michigan; which was read a first and
second, time, referred to tho Committee of tho
Whole House on tho state of tho Union, and,
with tho accompanying report, ordered to bo
printed.

Mr. Greenleaf (N. Y.), from tho Select Com-

mittee on tho Payment of Pensions, Bounty,
and Back Pay, reported a bill (H. E. 6930) to
incrcaso pensions in certain cases, and for other
purposes; which was read a first and second
time, referred to tho Committee of tho Whole
Houso on tho state of the Union, and, with the
accompanying report, ordered to be printed.

The House then proceeded to tho considera-
tion of business on tho Speaker's table.

The Senate amendment to the Houso bill re-

pealing the iron-cla- d oath was, on motion of
Mr. Cox (N. Y.), concurred in. The next bill
on tho table was that for the relief of Fitz-Joh- n

Porter, with Senate amendments.
Mr. Keifer (O.) moved to rofor tho bill to the

Military Committee. After debate, the motion
to refer tho bill was lost, and the Senate amend-
ments were non-concurre- d in.

The Senate amendments were non-concurr-

in to the bill establishing a bureau of animal
industry.

THURSDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

In tho House, on Thursday, on motion of Mr.
Dorsheimer (N. Y.), the Senate joint resolution
was passed in regard to the ceremonies to be
authorized on the completion of Washington
Monument.

Tho House then wont into Committeo of the
Whole on the state of the Union.

On motion of Mr. Ellis (La.), all prior bills
were set aside, and the committee proceeded to
the consideration of the bill appropriating
$1,000,000 for tho celebration of the World's
Industrial and Cotton Centennial Exposition
at New Orleans.

Messrs. Ellis (La), Kelley (Pa.), Henderson
(la.), Young (Tenn.) and Sumner (Wis.) sup-
ported tho bill, and Messrs Potter (N. Y.), Hol-ma- n

(Ind.) and Shaw (HI.) opposed it.
On motion of Mr. Hiscock (N. Y.), an amend-

ment was adopted providing that the sum ap-

propriated shall only be paid on the Treasurer
of the United States heing satisfied that $500,-00- 0

has been contributed by the World's Indus-
trial and Cotton Exposition.

The committeo then rose, and the bill was
passed yeas 132, nays 87.

FRIDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

In the House, on Friday, the biE granting
an additional pension to the widow of General
Francis P. Blair was passed. It grants her
$5,000 for her husband's services in organizing
troops, and increases her pension to $50 a
month.

Mr. Follett, from the Committee on Appro-
priations, roported back the District of Colum-
bia appropriation bill, and it was referred to
the Committee of tho Whole.

The -- Speaker laid before the Houso a com-

munication from the Secretary of War recom-
mending an additional appropriation of $100,-00- 0

for tho relief of the sufferers by floods in
the lower Misissippi Valley.

At the evening session twenty-eigh- t private
pension bill3 were passed.

MONDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.
In. tlm House, on Monday, tho Senate bill

was passed to prevent and punish the counter-feiting'with- in

the United States of notes, bonds
and other securities of foreign governments.

Under the call of States the following bill3
were introduced and referred :

By Mr. Belford (Col.), to prevent the sudden
contraction of the currency. It prohibits any
solvent national bank from retiring more than
10 por cent, per annum of its entire issue of
notes, and provides that any bank violating
this prohibition shall forfeit its charter.

By Mr. Payson (HI.), to restrict the owner-
ship of real estate in the Territories to Ameri-
can, citizens. It prohibits any non-reside- nt

alien who has not declared his intention to be-

come a citizen of tho United States from acquir-
ing, holding or possessing any real estate in
any of 'the Territories.

By Mr. Cox (N. Y.), to place U. S. Grant on
the retired list of the army.

By Mr. Hewitt (N. Y.), a resolution calling
on the Secretary of tho Navy for information
as to the breaking up and sale of old ships.
Also, a bill to modify existing laws relating to
duties on imports and internal revenue taxes,
aud to enlarge tho free list.

By Mr. Tucker (Va. to repeal all internal
revenue taxes on tobacco and on brandy and
wine manufactured from fruit.

The Houso then proceeded to the considera-
tion of business relating to the District of Co-

lumbia.
TUESDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

In tho Houso, on Tuesday, tho bill providing
a civil government for the Territory of Alaska
was considered in Committee of the Whole, i
The bill provides that the Territory of Alaska
shall constitute a civil and judicial district, the
temporary seat of government of which i3
established at Sitka. A governor shall be ap-
pointed, who shall ho io commander-in-chie- f

of the militia, with power to call it out
if necessary to the duo execution of the law.
A district court 13 estahlished. The general
laws of tho State of Oregon aro declared to be
the law of tho district as far as tho same may
be applicable.

After a short discussion, the committee ro30
and the bill was passed, without amendment.
As it is a Senate bill, it now requires but the
approval of tho President to become a law.

To the Editor National Tribune:
In a late issno of The Tribune I read with

interest the letters of Comrade A. L. Brown, of
tho 4th Minnesota infantry, and Comrade L.
B. Hcald, of tho 59th Indiana, in regard to
who raised the colors on the State-Hous- e at
Jackson, Miss. Twenty years ago the whole
17th army corp3 would havo given the credit
and honor to those bravo boys of the 59th In-
diana, who were tho first to placo tho regi-
mental colors, not on tho court-hous- e, but the
State-Hous- e, at Jackson, Miss. Pormit me, in
this connection, to make an extract from tho
speech of Captain Dillon, of the 6th Wisconsin
battery, delivered at Wilson Creek, Wis., Sep-

tember 2i, 1881, at a Reunion of the battery,
aud about three months beforo his (Dillon's)
death. Dillon said: "At tho battle of Jack
son, Mis3., I received an order from General
McPherson to go into position on a prominenco
some thirty rods in tho rear of our first line of
battle. Our lines had advanced to within
three or four hundred yards of tho enemy, bo-hi- nd

elevated ground. When wo reached the
position to which I had been ordered I found
that our advance-lin- o was on higher ground
than had been assigned for us to occupy, and
hid entirely from our view the enemy's line of
battle, and, without further orders, I made
an advance to get into position with the guns.
It was necessary for mo to break through
our first line of battle, which I did, while tho
men along our lines cheered U3 for our rashness.
I was well aware that breaking a line of battle
at that particular period, and when our troops
had advanced so near the enemy's line, wa3
contrary to all military tactics, and I knew
tho general in command would censure mo
for so "doing, yet our battery opened it3 fire
witk good execution, and put to silence a Con-

federate battery that had been doing execution
among our troops. I did not know at that
time that onr division'coutemplated a charge;
but such proved to be tho fact, and just then
General Crocker appeared on tho scene and
ordered tho line forward on a charge. I sup-
pose that it would havo bean prudent for me
as commander of a battery, then in a good po-

sition, to havo regained, and when tho troop3
moved down tho slope to have opened onr fire
over them and await tho result; but not wish-
ing to bo left behind, I mounted the men,
straddled tho guns, and moved with tho charge,
leaving ourv cumbersome caissons behind us.
Had our division met with a repulse, in all
probability that would have been tho last of the
old 6th Wisconsin battery; but our charge
proved a success, aud when tho enemy yielded
their ground the 6th battevy was on hand to
forward its compliments in tho shape of can-
ister. History tell3 you that McMurray's and
Dillon's batteries followed up the charging
lines. This is not so. When Dillon's battery
moved with the charge, the McMurray battery
was a quarter of a mile to the rear. We moved
and took possession of Jackson, and while we
were almost under tho shadow of the capitol
building of Mississippi, and while tho flag of
the lion-heart- ed veterans of the 59th Indiana
was being raised over its dome, Geueral Mc-

Pherson halted us, and while sitting on his
horse presented the 6th Wisconsin battory with
a Confederate captured cannon ns a token of
his appreciation of our services in the fight.
General Logan said to me that ho would peti-
tion Congress to have our guns bayoneted, as it
was the first artillery charge he ever saw !"
